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New Sculpture of Caduceus

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The traditional symbol of medicine, enhanced in a sculpture by James Muir, is the latest piece to join Saint Louis University's outdoor collection. 

Caduceus, symbolizing the angel of healing, has been positioned on the Frost campus lawn at the corner of Grand Boulevard and Laclede Avenue. The piece was purchased for the University by an anonymous donor. 

The sculpture is one of a trilogy of pieces designed by Muir to depict Spirit, Truth and Healing. The second piece, Quo Vadis, is on display at the Pere Marquette Gallery, and the third sculpture, Justice, is located in the newly completed atrium of the School of Law. 

"It is particularly fitting for Saint Louis University to display a piece depicting healing," said University President Lawrence Biondi, SJ. "An important part of the University's Catholic, Jesuit mission continues to be the education of physicians, nurses and other health care professionals who help in the healing of both body and spirit." 

Caduceus is 12 feet high and nine feet wide. James Muir is recognized as one of America's foremost historical/symbolic sculptors and is exploring new frontiers in "allegorical art." His studio is in Phoenix.
