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shirte of halibut gear™ in contradistine-
tion to "a fubh of cod or haddock trawl.”

OUn every Bank  fshing-schooner, ex-
cept hand-liners, on o which the hshing 1s
done from the deck, a number of far-
bottoumed, bigh-suled boass, called “dis-
ries, are carried,  These dories are from
18 to 22 feet over all amd their thwarts
are removable, =0 as to permit theie boing
“nested” one within the other upon the
schooner™s decks when not in use.  Froum
six to twelve of these dories dre carried
by fishing schooners, and 1t 15 from the
dorv that the petual fishing is done

The modern Bank  fshing-sehooners
arg undoubtedly the handsomest com-
mercial sailing eraft afloat. They are
Iuiilt of wood and range froin 00 o 130
feer m length, with a tonoage of from
Mo to 175 tons,  Their lines are fine and
designed for speed, bt wWeatherHness has
been s, well combined m the model that
neither gquality has leen sacrifced,  True,
thev are terrible ¢raft for jmmping about
m & hreeee and sea, it they seldom ship
any heavy water on deck during 2 blow,
miless “knocked down™ or “tripped up”
by squall or irregular wave,

Well-ballasted and drawing a ot of
water aft, the Dank schooner stiunds ap
to o great spread of sail, the mam-boom
in wane vessels being 75 feet long,  The
big mainsail 15 the largest piece of canvas
an -a fisherman and it is carried until the
whole strength and skill of twenty to
twente-five men Is required to moke it
fast in a strong breeze,

ACLINN OF CANVAS IX SUMMER

The orthodox Dank sehooner i€ two-
miasted—there have been three-masters—
and the satls earricd are mainspil, fore-
il forestavsail, or “jumbo,”™ snd  jib,
These are konpwn as the fonr “lowers,”

In sumimer, when the topmasts sre up,
light sails are set, consisting of fore- and
main gaff-topsails, a rectangular main-
topunast-stavaail, and & balloon-jib or jib-
topsail.  The two latter are often of great
sipe; and when a Hanker has her Tapht
snils set she is o veritable eloud of canvas.

I winter fishing, the light sails are left
ashiore and the topmasts are al=o dis-
carded, In heavy weather, which will
vt permmt a reefed mainsatl 1o be e,
a small triangular piece of canvas, known

as the “riding sal” or storm trysal, is
hoisted on the mammast,. This sail is
alza set to stearly the vessel while lving
to an anchor on the Banks or when mak-
ing <hort “shifts” from berth to berth on
the fishing grounds.  When under riding-
sail, foresal, and pumbo, 3 schooner is
said to e “under Bank sail.”

EVERY BAXKKE SCHOONER IS A SEAPARING
DEMOCRACY

Every Bank fishing schooner is a sort
of sexfaring democracy.  The crew works
the ship on o codperative basis, with the
akipper as sailing and fishing “boss.” In
Canpdian and American eraft in which
the writer sailed, the gane were shipped
tm the share system, thelr remuneration
consisting of an equal share of the pro-
ceeds of the catch after the bills for
victualing, ice, salt. bait, cook's wages,
Al other incidentals had been paid.

The schooner took a quarter or a Fith
of the gross stock, amd this repaid ber
owner for the hire of the vessel, Out of
this share came the eost of insurance and
upkeep, lut i good seasons, prior to
1514, many schivmers paid their cost of
construction within twelve monthd.  In
those days, however, a Banker conld be
butlt for $12000; nowadsys they cost
nenrty $50,000.

The share systern has had many vari-
ants,  Formerly, in some vessels, it was
“even shares,” where all hands drew the
same amomil.  In other eraft it was “hy
the count,” where each doty kemt connt
nf the mumber of fish caught and the dory
catchmg the greptest number drew the
higlest share.  The lucky dory was
festown as the “high line™ or “high dory™ :
the lowest count was “low dory,” and in
sopte ships iT . pair of fishermen came
low dory™ too offen they were “fired.”

Both of these svstemns had their depw-
beackes, and of late véars so many new
methods of dividing the proceeds of the
ciateh lhave been instituted in the diffecent
vesse]l fisheries that it wonld be confus-
ing, and possibly erroncons, to quole
any ome 45 heing the standard,

In <ome vessels a wage is now guaran-
teed and angmented by a share m athers,
the owter provides food and gear and the
fisherman  provides nothing, But the
shore system, in some form or another,

¢sy b survival,

Many g man fakes charge of a fishing
craft and frnils o make good. There 1=
o conne-hack for hit,  Even if an owinel
cotrusted b with' a vessél agnin, 1t is

doulitful whether he woull gel a crew.
Fishermmm o noet swl  with doulinfud
skippers or known failures,
he ability to sanl nnd navigate a vessel

issecondary o the ahility to fmd and se-
¢ure fish, Some skippers are lucky, bt
real hard work spells the story of suceess,

The “high-line”™ skippers have sadwavs
been “hustlers.”  They hustle the vessel
out to the Dankes, hustle the dortes over
the side, and keep the erowd hoasthing as
long as the weather allows. 1§ 1t comes
o to blow, they hang to the Bank until
it eases off and swing the dories over
while the sens wre smoothing: down.

Even thougl not particularly Jucky in
striking Ing “jags™ of hsh, yet the hus-
thing polwcy of these skappers tells in the
lomg run. They lose no opportanity to
pet the lines in the water and alwavs plan
to brmg aboard some fish every day.
After a week or ten davs of this worl,
they invariably hustle off to port with a
paying catch.

The suecessful Bank skipper must be
a smart vessel-handler, to inspire confi-
dientee 1n his gang.  They prefer to go om
i the dones secure @ the knowledge that
the .-i]-l;i]'nper' e | :|'_|f|:]-: them up .'.I;Eijiﬂ if st
eontes an to blow.

The men pin thetr faith on the skipper
an trust him implicitly.  Shoald he show
anxtely as 1o his whereabouts & danger-
oits waters in' thick weather, or become
confused when the wrong tom of the
wheel may lead 1o a colhsion, his erew
Fecomme panicky and will lose their faath
i his ahbility.

He musl also be something of a hasi-
ness mwn il keep the expenses of the
trip down as much as possible. There is
vy, profit oo catching just enough to pay
the outhttimg, He is expected to know
whire bait can he procures] @t certain
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zseasons and to run i aml purchase: 11 at
the lowest price and without the loss of
too much time, and e good judgment s
called for a hnmdred tomes during a

Tu he at ence a navigator, a sailor, a
fishermarn, a diplomat, and 2 bnsiness man
matkes of the Amemean Hank fishmg
skipper an outstandimg tvpe, and the most
of them are splendid fellows.  They eamn
goedd  money, but deddrve every penny
of at.

THE SALT FISHERMAX'S LIFE IS EASIER

While we linve taken the market Banker
as a-stiuly in the foregoing, the salt Bank
fisherman and halibiter present at hittle
diffetences. The fishing = cartied on from
dories in 3 somewhat smalnr manner, b
the aalt hshermen, as a rule, take Jife
casier. ‘The scason {or salt hshmp ex-
temicds. from Aarch to Oetober, and the
schouners make from two tie four trips
during that period.  The method of fish-
mg by Yving sets”—towing the duries
and dropping them over the Bank—is
carried on o some extent by salt fisher-
men, but these emft usnallv anchor o
the Hank, and the dories row away from
the vessel, ke up their position, and seq
the gear.

[T fishing is pood, the lines are left in
the water and “under-run™—i, ¢, the fish
are taken off and the hooks immedintely
Laitedd again without lhauling the whole
line np and taking it aboard the schooner
to do s0,  When the fsh hegin o thmm
viat, the gear 15 taken up amd the schooner
mnkes sail for another fshing ground.

Haliluat fishig §s pessibly the most ex-
viting of all.  Cod, haddock, arnid samlar
species are quiet fish, with bat lirtle Tite
i1 thetn when hanled op from the bottim.
1Tt the balibut 18 a fghter and hns to he
clubbed by the dorvemen hefore heng
taken into the dory.

I the =umtner mionths, when the fish
are fishore i shoal water, the halilwit is a
trmblesomme fellow to laml. 1 remember
while halibut fishing sroumd Anticosti, in
the Gall of 5t Lawrence, the termble
strugeles we had with fighting habbut in
forty and fifty feet of water. The writh-
g and squirming of o lampdred-pounder
would give a fisherman all e could man-
agre in getting him aboard the dory, and
very aften he wionlil have to cat the st

and let the fish go, ledt by his strugghng
he capsize the boat.

Even when the fish hns been clabbed
into quictness and hauled into the dory,
he will wake wup and thrash the oars,
thwarts, and  pear overhoard by the
smacks of Tis tml  CHd-time halibiters
provide for this contingency by Tnshing
the hakibut’s 1ail to the rising-strips of
the boat.

In deep water, sav 100 fathoms, the
halibut are mot 50 wild. The long pull
from the bottom to the surface has ex-
hausted the fishoand they are more easily
lanifled,

An instance of the daring of fishermen
was seen by the wrter onoa habibut top

when, during o savage sguall, a heavily

lrmcled]  clory was half swamped by a
comber,  The two dory-mates tied lines
to some of the fsh and bung them over-
hioard to highten the Loat, while ote man
batled and the other kept the dory hows-
o to the sen. LUnable tq row down to
the schooner with the fish overside, they
remained thus for two or three hours,
until the vessel worked 1o windward of
them and picked them. up,

HAND-CAUGHY FISH ALE SUPERION

In addition to long-linmg from dores,
a few vessels fish by means of hand-lines
from dories.  Hamd-line dovies are a trifle
stmller than the others and one man wsn-
ally hshes trony them.

The hand-line is equipped with two or
three hooks amd o lead smker, and the
fishermian will opérate severnl Hnes-at a
pime.  Cod and haddick caught by hond-
fine are conceded to be superior to Jong-
line=cought Hsh, and this method i5 rin-
ploved m both fresh ol salt Bank hebong.

The age of the clipper ship and the
seamen who sailed them is pone, bat in
the Amercan Banksmen we find  the
snurtest suifing craft and the smuriest
callormen afloat wday. Dut the steam
andl motor trawler &5 coming into the
American hsheries and many of the tall-
sparred schooners are having their sails
amdl masts cot down and  mternal-com-
hustion engines instialled.

Tt is, then, in the subjugation of the
oil that the Japanese people (the peas-
antry, old and young, number more than
235000000 develop b much of their un-
wearving patience, perseverance, and
cheprfnlness.  Morcover, it is among the
oldiers reeriited from dmong the hill-
men that some of the fingst campaigners
are found.

Praring the Russo-Japanese War in

From what 1 have already said, T hope
I have made it clear that there s an infis
mate connection between the physical
features of Japan aud the psychological
characteristics of the Japanese.

The secomd, pr southern, is known as
the Chinese, or Kuenlun, systeni.  This
ariginates in the Kuenlun Moumtmins of
the central Asian plateat and runs across
central China by way of the Peling range.

As a result of the mingling of these
different ranges, we have that extraordi-
nary variety of form and structure which
gives to lapanese mountain lundseape its
most romantic and characteristic charm.

Mighty voleanoes, extinet, quiescent,
or artive, alternate with great battlements
amd spires of granite, or with sharp-
poaited,  isolated monaoliths of  harder
rock.

With this variety of omhing we find
vivid examples of those other factors to
which the scenery owes so much—tghe
extreme varations of temperature, the
alimdance of moisture, and the erosive
power of the mountain torrents ; and if to
these we add the effect of & clear sky anid
brilliant stmshine during a considerable
portion of the year, particularly in spring
and antumii, we have the seeret of that
extruordinary  charm of Lindscape of
which Viscoumt [ryce recantly wrote,
that “there is prohably no other country
that exhibits such an endless variely of
natural beauty in the shapes of the mout-
tatns and m the rich luxuriance of the
trees and flowers.”

I was one doy returning from the frst
ascent of the greatest gramite peak in the
northern Japanese Alps, when my hunter-
giticle and | were suddenly :lum:l:nl sl
badly -stung by a number of wasps on
whose nest my compidmion, in the dark-
ness of the forest, hud unwittingly
trovdder.

Later on that evening, as | stood at the
camp-fire, dreving sodden clothes, a Jap-
atese troveler approached with the in-
quiry, “Where dn:l the wasps sting your
honorable hody

(hy my repfﬂng he proceeded to squat
down hehmd me by the camp-fire and
muke a series of mesmeric passes over
ﬂ'l'lu L'mm He then rose, tock his stand

e doorway toward the now moonlit
fnl‘m of the mountain towering ahove,
and, nfter clapping his hands, for a while
he howed his head in stlent praver to the
Movntam G,

He then approached me with the ex-
plavabion that what [ had thooght—and
felt—to be wasps were really the cm-
hodied spirits of vengeanee, sent by that
divinity to pumesh an mmpious  intruder
who had ventured to desecrate the sacred
summit with an alien hoof,  He, how-
cever, {]Mﬁﬂ'ﬁﬁiﬂﬁ the power of epxorcism,
was ahle to remaove the evil by its exer-
cise,

O a later oceasion | was malang the
ascent of the pinnacle of Ha-wa-zan, an-
other virgin peak, in the southern Jap-
anes¢ Alps wh-:u myv hunters stalked a
fine chamois in an adjoining  ravioe.
Meeting me lTater on, and carrving the
carcass with them, they suddenly I'ml it
down, scarcely thIE:h, At Ty feet amd
proceeded to cut it up.

They subsequently begped me, as 1 had
been fortunate encugh to moke the first
aspent of the mountatn, to baoild on the
suttinit a shrine i hotjor of the Moun-
tain Godd, and myself to hecome its first
puardinn priest. It always appealed to
me nE the drangest offer of prefermem
and the most singnlar  proposal  for
chitrel-baliding that [ ever received.

A frequent canse of delny of ill=siccess
in exploring unfuamiliar peaks in these
regioms has been the inability to obitain
the help of the hunters, who alope know
the best approoches. A careful nguiry
ustally led to the discovery either that
the men were afraid to bring an alien on
the sacred mountain, lest the mountain
spirits shionld in angry retalintion destrmy
their erops, or that they were abzent, on-
gaged in the rite of Amagof, 1 service of
supplication in tine of droughr.

Thifs service wsaally copsisted of liglt-
ing hoahires and discharring guns to draw
the attention of the god to the fire in
order that he might extingush it by send-
g fhe pesded downpour of o,

Bot it 1s on Foji-san itseli that some
of the strangest of such experiences have
fallen to my lot.

CLIMOING SNOW-OLAD T 11

Miny vears ago, with two Cimbridge
friends, then visiting Japan, 1 ¢linibed
the spered mionntain, soow-clad i early
spring.
