Dhe thing that struck me most in
Haiti was the change from Spanish to
Fremch. This was the first republic on
the tour where Spanish was not spoken;
but here, as elsewhere on my top, 1 found
that many of the people spoke Faglish,

Another sight in Haiti that interested
me wie 3 type of cotton which I saw
prowing on the experimental farm of the
Damien Agricultural Schoal,  Instead of
hushes, thiz cotton grows on trees & tn 10
feet high and does not require teplanting
eael vear. T was told that it often grows
wild m ot and’ produces a good grade
of cottnn.  On this cane farm there 'were
fields of cane and sweet pototoes  aud
banonnn  plantations—and  many  young
Haltinns were being trained in the meth-
udds of modern armienltore,

It was the moming of the 8th of Fel-
riary when T left Haod for Coba, on my
soeond Iongest Aight since leaving Mexico
City, nearly 8a0 miles; The Spirit of St
Lowiy had then leen in the air, during
itx hie, for more than 4540 hours, [t had
made 167 fights amd Adwn nearly 4o.000

AMRTLANE CATSES PANIC AMONDG WATER-

I flew on over Rio Cauto, Ten miles
away, to the south, was the Gulf of Gua-
canayabo,  Flat plains  extended many
miles infand to mountains barely visihle
ot the horieon,  Along the coast | saw
thousands of waterfowl.

The broad expanse of the Potommae, the
woodled In-mun of the Maryland shore be-
vond, and the combined charms of the
greit trees, spacious lawns, and fowering
pardens of the estate itsell remiin to-day
much a5 they were when Washington
wrote of thenw

The first white proprietors of this su-
perbly located plot bf land were two old
prospectors, who by authority of the Royal
Crovernor patented it nearly 300 vears ago,
Thiey made no effort, however, to comply
with the provisions of the law which re-
gitired them to place tenants on the prap-
erty, and m consequence their title to 4,000
acres reverted to the Commonwealth.

MOUNT VERNON ONCE S0LD FOR $500

In 1674 the patent to the land, along
with some additional acreage, was reissued
by Lard Culpeper to John Washington
and Nicholis Spencer.  Three Washing-
tons held the land before it came nto
the possession of Augustine, father of
Lawrenee and George, who purchased it
from his sister for $g0o and built the first
house on it abont 1734, This soall dwell-
e was burned five yeurs [ater, and its
owrier moved with his family to a farm
near Fredericksburg, where he died n
1743
1IrUml!;*.r the provisions of his will, the es-
tate on the Potomar passed to Aungustine’s
sont Lawrence, who made his residence
there amd gave the place its name in honor
of Admiral Vernon, of the British Navy,
umnder whom he had campatgned agamst
the Spaniards in the West Indies and for
whom he entertained a deep respect and
affection.

Uncertainty shrouds the origin of the
present mansion.  Certain of the records
inclicate that Lawrence Washington began
its constroction, while others seem to show
thai his father buily 1.

In 1747 George Washington came to
Mount Vernon to make his permanent
home with s high-mronded and caltured
half-brother.

TOBACCD WAS THE FRINCIPAL CROD 0¥
COLDNIAL VIRGINTIA

During Lawrence Washington's master-
ship, Mount Vernon began to assume a
position of some importance in the Colony.
The able voung proprietor was active in
public affairs.  He was appointed adjotant
of his military district by the Eoyal Goy-
crmor and severnl times represented his
county in the Virginia House ol Bur-
gpesses.  He was also much interested 1n
projects for the colomzation of frontier
lands and served as president of a com-
pany formed for that purpose by a group
of prominent Virginans.

Lawrence Washington died in 1752, and
left Mount Vernon to hus infant daughter,
Sarah, who survived her father by only a
tew months. On ber death the property
went to George, with certain frovisions as
to the widow's rights in the income dernved
irom it. This entail the new owner soon
mrchased for an ammual price of *. .
the sum or quantity of AOfteen thowsand
pomnds of tohacco in fifteen hogshends
.« « oras much current mohey of Vir-
ginia in lieu thereof as will be equal thereto
at twelve (12} shillings and six pence,
current money, for every hundredweght
of tobaceo.” Befare he had reached his
majority, George Washington was the sole
propretor of Mount Vernon, then an ¢s-
tnte of 2,700 acres.

The Mount Vérmon of 1752 and that
of to-day, which i1s essentially as George
Washington left it, were not much alike.
The house was a simple one, withoot the
present mansion’'s thind story, et
hall, hbrary, or the chambers above these
additions, Neither did 1t have the colon-

ong
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naules or the great portica overlookimg the
river.

The old lirick Tarn, built by Augustine
Washington nearly 20 years mrlur'_t' haud]
stirvived the fire that lfll_.-.tl'uj ed his house
amid 15 still standing, the oldest structure
on the esiate. This, with a few slave
cabins, were the only outhuildings then
existing. Indeed, it was not untl after
Cenroe 'lﬁ. ashington married that he be-
gan o improve hH holdings on a large
acnle.

WASHINGTON FULND HAPPFINESS [N
FARMING

Like most Virgmians of his day, the fu-
tiee Father of His Country was possesser]
of a lively land lunger, and by gridual
acysition he increased his Moont Vernon
property from the 2,700 acres which he
had inherited 1o a domain of approxi-
mately 8000 acres.

The management of so great o holding
presented large problems of administra-
tiont, bt no man in the colonies was better
fittedd than George ‘Washington to meet
them successiully. He was by natural in-
sttt & farmer, and he found his greatest
happiness in s marriage and the care
atd development of his home. Ie wrote
to i relative in England, soon after his
marriage: “1 am now, 1 lelieve, fixed at
this sest with an agreeable consort for
life. And hope to find more happiness io
retivenmwnt than | ever experienced amiclst
A wide and hustling world,”

But Washington was not content to be
a country gemtleman who farmed o the
disastronts manner then generally in vogue
m Virgma, He early reahzl:d that ex-
tensive and wiheoken toboceo planting was
ruinons to the soil, and i 1785 wrote to
Mr. Fairfax in England: *Cur course of
hitshandry in this country. and more espe-
cially in this State, is.-not only exceedingly
unprofitable, but so destructive to our
inds that it i= my earmest wish to adopt
a herter, . . 7 At Monnt Vernon he
prew only so mich toliweo a2 was abso-
hately nevessary in an age when the sopo-
rific leal served as a medinm of exchange.
Wheat, vorn, mrmitl-, and hay he raised
extensively, parsmng a careful svstem of
n-:q: rotation and fertilizing his fields

hberally.

TUE MULE STOOD IN HIGH FAVOR AT

MOUNT VERNON

In General Washington's diay  mules
were not commomly used in America and
those that were seem 1o have heen of /n
inferior breed, He made eamest efforts
to hetter the stock and was greathy anded
m his riments along this line by two
gifts from abroad. Lafavette sent him
two sparited jennies and a juck from the
Iste of Malta, while the King of Spain
also mmde him a pregent of a similar trio
of high-hred Spanish stock.

In writing to s iriend Arthur Young
in December, 1788, Wishington expressed
his opinions of these animals:

*The Spanish jack seems caleulated to
hreed for heavy slowdmuglt; and the
others (the Lafavette jacks) for the sul-
dle or lighter carriages. From these, alto-
gether, 1 hope to secure a race of ex-
traordinary ;,runrlnl:-aﬁ. which will stuck the
country. Their longevity and chieap keep-
ing will e circomstances nmch in their
fovor. | am comvinced, from the httle ex-
periments 1 have made with the ordinary
mules ( which perform as moch Iabor with
vastly less feeding than horses), that those
of a superior ynality will be the best eattle
we can employ for the harness; and n-
deed in a few years T intend to drive no
ather in my carriage, having appropriated,
fur the sole purpose of hreeding them, up-
wirds of twenty of my bést mares.”

Creneral Washmgton's capacity for the
practical apphication of s advanced agn-
citliural theories wis in evidence m the
farge barm which he Tmilt on the Doguoe
Run Fartn It was g sixteen-sidedd hirick
structure, the constroction of which he
supervised amd the
drew. The bricks for it were hiaked on
the estate, anid among its unmgue features
was a clrealar threshing floor, the hoards
of which were laid so as 10 leave repular
anel frequent interstices, through which
the fAatled or trodden grain could fall into
bins huilt heneath.

A motive which probably impelled the
master of Mount Vernon to include this
mmovation in s new barn was his ab-
horrence of wasted tme. By providing a
rood threshing place mdoars, he was able
o be independent of the weather m pre-
paring his grain and made it unnecessary
fur s slaves o remain idle bheanse of
raare o cald,

It was often difficalt for Washington to
menlente his overseers with his progres-
sjve #leas. One instance of this dithealty
secrrred in conmection with the use of the
new barm amd  threshing  floor, which
cansed the General w grow wrathy, He
had ‘ardered a large part of his whent
stored m the barn for threshing. U re-
turming to the farm after a short absence
e found that an overseer had removed
the wheat from the barn and had had it
trodd out in the open only a few yards
irom the newly designed threshing floor.

For greater convenience, the Mount

HUSPITALITY REQUIRES A LARGER HOME
