Cinly hifteen miles by rl southwest of
Crrange 15 an even finer ecclesiastical treas-
ure than Chrtmel—the rose-red rums of
Furness Albey (see Color Plate X1 ).

For 410 vears Benedictine and Cister-
cian moriks successively had kept o light
Imrming on the high altar a1 Furness : then
Henry VI ordered the alibey suppressed
in 15371 The great lead roof was wor off
and melted into sows with Henry's mark
upen them, To-doy the tattered wall
and vast archies are magestic i ther desos
lation.  The alibey grounds, surroimded
by @ wall, occupied 7o acres, and at one
time there were 200 Ly and choir monls
i attendance, The building was con-
structed of red sandstone, quartied only a
few lmmdred feet away. At the height of
thetr power the ablots of Fiurness helid
fendal sway over a princely dommain,

Amuong the relics found n the miirmary
chapel is the only effigy of n Cistercian
desvon that has been unearthed m Great
Britain, and among its companion fipures
of special mterest to antiyuarians are two
ancient military effipies Iving on their sides
amd copped wath Bat-topped helmets.

At the time of our visit the abbey had
as its caretpker ome of the most engaging
charneters in the whole profession of eccle-
sinstical puides.

When the Komans dhscoverer] how fer-
tile the land was, they started 10 reclam
the districts drowned by river floods.

would never he better.

After some time Mother Sammel was
Iodged in jail at Huntingdon, while her
danghter ."n;mr-; was adopted by Ar,
Thml."l-.t'ﬂnrtun for the purpose of ascer-
aining whether she really was a witch.
The chilidlren =oon fell into worse fits than
ever, saving that the girl was responsibile,
Finally she and her mother and father
were rought totral, when the old woman
confessed that she hod indeed caused the
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miscinef, She was thereupon sentenced to
death and executed, as were also her hus-
Lainu] and davghter, the two latter protese-
ing thetr mnocence 1o the end.

Shortlv atterward there wis established
i Huntimpdon an anoual sermion on the
periis and dangers of witcheruft, preached
by a member of Cucens’ Caollege, Unme-
hrdge.

THE EAGLE IN ACTION

An Intimate Study of the Eyrie Life of America's
National Bird

By Francis H. Herricr, ac. D

HE chmee of o nattonal emblem
contlel Tardly have bden more de-
liberite than m the ciase of the

American eagle, for from the day the
[eclaration of Independence was signed
six committees had wrestled with the
question for as many Yeurs, uptl a device
satisfactory to the Congress was hmally
adopted on June 20, 1782,

As it happened, the choice had fallen to
a trie mative of Amenca, the winte-heqdled
or “hald eagle,"* which ranges over. m::.rh'
the whole of the North American Conti-
nent. From that day the effigy of the
American eagle, “displayed.” or with
wings aned feet extended, became the
offictal ladlge of sovervipnty of the Undted
States, and it owas immediately cut o
brass, to he vsed ns a seal and for a na-
tional coat of arms.

The golden engle, the only other mem-
her of lim family known to enter our
borders, s o more cosmopolitan species,
reaching in jts wanderings nearly every
part of the Northern FHlemisphere.

this well-nigh universal appeal.

But i1 we ghance at the other side of the
shicld we shall find another story. I its
structure and lalits, the cagle is a large
biawk, of cloze kin to the faloons, buzzards,
and harriers of every chme, but the big-
gest, boldest, and most powerful maptor
af them all. The female, which in the
American cagle is the Inrger sex, may at-
tain a length of 43 inches, may spread 8
feet, amd, according to Audnbion, may
weigh from 8 to 12 pounds, though these
lnst fignres may be preatly exceoded in
caprive lnrds.

The truth is that the eagle may be Told

s as its own bodily state, aml on tlas
scute it 15 upon the same footing as other
Iardds aned the hgher anmmals generally;
fur it i only the alert, the mtelligent, or
the adaptable that can survive 1 the pres-
ence Of man,  Behavior with them all is a
question of anstinet plus experience and
neaptabality, and their expression of fear
15 stihgert to constant and often great van-
nhility,

The troghle with those wreiters who have
complained of the timidity of our natsomml
bird Ties in asttributing 1o the species,
which of course must inclinle eviry in-
dividisal of the kind in question, what
they hnve observesd i bt few inehividuals,
or perhaps i only one and ander one set
of conditions.  They forzet that behnvior
i nogiven case may viry not alone with
that individual’s inheritance and age, at,
most of all, i 11 be intelligent, with habit
i the sense of profiting by experience.

DUR SATIONAL DIRD 15 %O COOWARD

All cagles, ke many of the hawls,
when wounded or hard pressed, will fght
like demons; and we might expect them to
bght to protect their young: ot while
some will do this, others will not. Tt all
depends upon: the acguired br momentary
balance between caution and fear, as dic-
tated Ly experience, or upon the resobtam
of their inherited and acquired powers,

The eagle offers a large target, whether
wpon 1ts evrie or in the air, and in settled
communities, whére s wits nwist he con-
stantly pitted against those of man, cir-
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camspection becomes the rile of Lie wml
cattion the price of [iherty,

Trusting its voung to the inaccessibility
of thetr nest, it usually keeps ar a sale
distance whenever this is approached, for
it has learned its lessons from batter ex-
perience ; but, should the engle’s evrie be
placed low or m more remote and wilder
regions, the marpnder will do well 1o watch
his steps or he may mieet with the surprise
of his life; for, like the she besir, the cagle
van and often will defend its young, and
e attack it 15 a swift and formdable ad-
VERSETY.

Fear iz an instinct which Nature has
testowed rather freely for the protection
of the individual and the preservation of
the race, but it has to struggele with other
mstincts, and the timorons may suddenly
bevoime bold mmder the spur of o stronger
mmpalse,  Even the tinnd bare has lween
known to nise to the oceasion and holdly
defend s voung.

The posttion of the head, whether erect
or depressed, amd of the wings, whether
ridsed over the hack or directed forward,
seemrs o depend on the speed attained at
the moment of slowmg down.

NE OF THE FAGLETS LEAVES THE XEST

By the 3oth of June, which proved 1o
be the tast full day of life at the evrie in
tp23, many things had happened.  Three
days hefore, one of the englets, becominy
restless, bepan to move abiodt with wines
spread, i his usual fashion, and 1 photo-
graphed him as he rose some six feet in the
arr. As I turhed (o replace the plate, he
went off hke a flash, amd later we saw him
moving abiout from pereh to perch in the
tieighhicrhood of our Observatory.

To our preat surprise, m exactly two
days’ time he cime lack, seresming, and
was the canse of an interesting  scene.
The secomd eaglet reavted toward it pre-
cisely as i it were the parent hringing
food—sprencing before i, squealing, and,
with hill beld ap, begging to be fed; o
the hirst lard, beang o seeker after oo
anel not a purvevor of i1, seized o enrcass,
sproeaud over 1t troe to form, avd bepan to
pick the hones,

Meantme eaglet mmber twa hopped Gn
the staly at the far side of the nest, now
the common perch of bath voung aiml old
Inrds. and the strange scene was reversed
for wpun its return to the Hoor of the eyrie
the second bard became the “parent,” arul
the other. promptly leaving. the carcass;
tradled afrer it spreading its wings anil
hegumye in tirm for ’s'u-r:tI

Shortly hefore 6 o'clock on the mormnge
nf June g0 the female eagle landed a
[Jrgrz fich, amd hali an howr Inter we hasd
a visit from the male, who come directly
Trom the lake wath a mnllet or small hiue
pike held in the talims of the rght foor
Afdter n briel stay he flew directly to his
favorite “tall cast perch,” hve Frevne e
fedt away.

At g o'clock, as 1 was adjustng the
camers, & chorus of squeals announced the

mother's return, She entered on my right,
landled] a placked chicken, aml inmmediately
set to wark. Standing on the fowl, she

ripped off piece after pece, coming to at-
tention, as usual, with every upward toss
of the head and comtionsly peering aliout,

i this occasion the young ventured to
approach, both together, bt otherwise oli-
served the regulation tormula, squealing,
with: the feathers erected and the wmis
dragping and bali spread. Billto-lall
feeding followed, amd, after quick service
for hersell and young, she hopped 1o the
stul, Iut only to leave 1t for a more
favored perch. The eaglets were now fres
to take their tums at the clucken, and ot
10 o'clock bird number two was thus en-
gaged, driwmg omt the intestines  and
stripping the flesh from the drumsticks.

A few minutes later on that eventiul
day an interesting episode oecurred, when
twao torkey bazzirds Hew over the nest
andl, like black mrplones; began sircling
alwwe i, The two eaglets watched them
with curions eves ) btit well down and out
of sieht of the huzzards, on the “all east
perch,” other and more jealius eves were
also on the watch.

In an mstant one of the eagles was in
the airr and made posthaste for the evrig,
envireled i, and then recomuntered the
neighborhood, while at the same woment
the bozeards, bavimg suddendy lost ther
interest 1 the nest and 1ts comtents, began
to ride and circled ever higher and aghier,
until, at n 'safe distance of 'a mile or more
irom the carth, we could see them veer
and move off to the vast,

AIWENTURES WITH BLACKE SNAKLES

Eaglet number one left the evre for o
seenmid time on the alternoon of Jone 3o,
while the remaining hird tonk fight bhe.
tween 5 oand 6 o'clock on the following
morning, aiter lhaving spent ten weeks
antl four days comtimoonsly in its home
nest,  Inorged there was no starving ol
af the voung, o lnng them away from
the nest with food which wiis rﬂ:mtdh
shown bt not delivered, as occurred in
the preceding vear; em the contrary, the
cagles’ larder was well stocked upto the
last howr of life in the eyrie

Since the cagle has been venerated from
ahcient times as an enemy of the serpent,
we were surprised (o find the hlack snake

it only venturing close 1o the eaple's tree,
lnt trespossing on olr ownl omediate
preserves ; for, onascending to the olisery-
atory shortly alter noon, one day in fune,
ufté ohserver suddenly encountered o hlack
stinhe, which was fater founid to e oearly
four feet long, conled 1o a lrge hole in the
trew, ot a posnt thirty feet from the grovmd
andd niwout 3 foot from the ladder. It struck
at lim as he passed, 0 the well-known
manner of poisonons aml of many quite
harmless spales; hut, continiing the as-
cent, be returned with o hammer, stunned
the intruder, aned threw it to the ground.

It may be mterestiy to add that when
returning trom the eagles’ nest 3 few days
later | wnconntered. another Dlack snnke
close b our prove. A Trog, juamgany for
dear live, almost Trom amder my feet, was
erthy puarsued by itz arch enemy down a
little watercourse which crossed the lane
at this point; but the snake, (oo intent
upan s prey o notice any Intrision, wis
ot to be denied.  As with jaws wale
opened o redched and strack its victim,
the poor trog gave a last [eeble croak,

The snake terned quickly and, with
e raised high, bearing the frop, made
for the nearest cover, i a held of grain
viose ut hand.

CONTIEXNTS OF GREEAT EYRIE ANE MEVEALED

The tragedies of lving Nature are un-
ceasing, but it is an esceedingly il wind
thar does not offer the observer some
crumhbs of information by way of recom-
pense.  When the male eagle was wan-
torly killed, in November, 1¢24, we haid
the opportumity to test the rule, fouwmd 1o
il o for certain species, thit the
Lereit bird, if a femmile, poes in search of
a mate; bat if a male. waits for a pos.
sible mate 10 come to him.  The rule held
i thos case, for the female, aiter an al-
sence of about eleven weeks, dajrpeared
early in Felruary with a new parter in
attendance.

When the great evrie at Vermiliom, which
hd endured for 35 vears, crashed, 0
March, 1923, its solud core, consisting of
a hrown loamlike sulistance, was sprinkled
with the lopes of fishy mommnls, and
larils, the remains of jmmmerable eaele
dinners, besides a great variety of miscel-
lnneous objects.

oince the eagle does not regularly
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swiep hotzse, [l 1% content to refresh it
from time to time with a laver of straw
und stabble, its domicile, mistg at the rote
of about three inches a vear, hecomes in
time 0 mass of vegetable decav, in which
Lones, feathers, and lair may be pre-
served for long perinds.  Nanwally we
wWere anxions to examine the solid core of
this structivre, assured that it woold give
us a remarkable cross-section of the food
halits of these particular hirds,

When exngwerated reparts of the Ver-
milion eagles, winch wiere aocused of steal-
mgtirkevs and lambs, were spread alironed
ati] demands were made for their destrue-
tion hy the State, the fndings in the core
of their great evrie were used with con-
vincing faree for their protection,

In the whale ecollection of objects re-
covercd, some sixty of which were tabn-
latedd, there was not a single beme of a
turkey of o goose, or of aodomestic fowl
mrper than a chacken, and oot o hone of
normemmmEl larger than o rabia.

WE MOVE OUE ONSERVATURY T 3 NEW
NEST

Ten davs after the great nest went
down at Vermilion, in the storm of Mareh
10, 1525, 0 new nest, the Gfth kaown to
have been built and oeenpied in o that m-
medinte geighhorhood, was under way in
another part of the same grove, Two
eprs were and amd two voung eagles were
stccessiully reared in that vear.

The ohservatory platforms, sed at dif-
ferent times for the stidy of the greater
nest, were constructed at heights of 82
and 5 feet aud had a working distance
from tent to eyrie of 85 feet.  Enocour-
aped Ly the seeess already attamed and
wishing (o redude this distance 1w wlha
we- regarded as the optimum, 4o feet, in
L2 we decidled to hivzard the experiment,
never atfempted before, of appranching
thie engles” evrie hy menns of o steel ohser-
vation tpwer erevted on the sontherly side
i the eaples” tree L

L'nforeseen complications immedintely
srose it regard to the vse of the I}WJ]]EHJ\'
ony which our tower was to stand, and for
three critical weeks the work was held
np. It 15 oa well-known practice of the
cagles to tehuilil or refurhbish their evric
m late winter or early spring of each vear,
ani 1t is o poteworthy fact that they had
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The female, having breowght in a fish, has retired 1o the nest perche. The eaglet on the
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already started therr own binlding: opera-
thons before ours were under wav., For
cighteen days, from Febrvary 17, when
the workmen laid the foundations of the
tower, tmtil March 6, when the work was
finished, the eagles were prevented from
thuwm the bent of one of their strong-
est instinets; nevertheless, they retnained
in the vicmuty and were daily seen by the

worlkemen,
A TRAGIC ENIMNG

Faually remackable was the fact that
on the dav after the steel workers had dee-
(it ted and their hammers no longer re-
sounded through the grove the old eagles
returned to tar task. bringing in s
almdance of sticks, cormstalles, straw, and
deard prass; the last of which was mked up
i their talons as, Oving low, they wonld
sweep siowly over a feld.

This tower was 8o feet high and hrought
the alserver :xm—th 40 feet from the mar-
rin of the evrie (see iflustration, page
fr3ly ). Three eeps were laid in 19200 the
maximum number noted in this region.
So far as we olserved, they were rarely
left unranrded. and riever for more than
a few moments at a time, possibly on pe-
vount of the presence of that mveterate
robibwer;, the craw, which the eagles were
constantly drvmg from their tervitory.,

Incubation hegan on March 18, or in
exactly twelve days from the time of com-
pletion of the twwer, and lasted until Apnl
18, With the eagles evervthimg seemed to
move lke elhiwkwork, male and female
sharing thelr labors equally and working
i regular shifts.  COne ul‘ the litds nmtT{I
=it on the eees= for abont two bours, winle
the other stood guard on one of their
linbitual perches close at hand, or made a
sortie to the lake or the countryside for
Ll

In conduecting the shifts a rather definite
torpuln was observed, The sittime hicd
would give a sharp chinter when wishing
to he relieved ; the mate, if within hearing,
came to the eyrie, moved up close, and the
exchange was quickly made. If the epgs
were leit for mlh the shurtest time, they
were carefully covered with a great quan-
tity of grass, stubble, and other convenient
nest material, and the scrupulobs covering
and uneoveriny process wottld sometimes
last Trom five to ten minutes.
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Thise eagles never appered to mind
ottt tower m the lenst, bt at first the tent
arottsed  their saspicions.  They seemed
to know perfectly well whether both o
only one of the observers liad left it but
after a fow days our comitgs and goings
gave them litthe or no concern, ald they
would s their hacks to the tent sl
feed their voung for hali en hour with
perfect conpestite | see pages 0414043 ).

When our observitions fram the tower
hard become svstematized and we were be-
ginming to take motion pictures, on the
evemng ol May 18 o fatal storm broke
again, and gnee more our plass and those
af the vagles were spmmianly shattered.
The nest crashed to the gmun-:l and the
three eaglets, then grown w more thon
halt thewr tull sze, lay hifeless amd the
ristnes,. At shghtly over tour weeks of age
they had a wing spread of 43.5, 30, and 34
mehes, respectively, and their correspond-
ing weights were 8 pounds 2 ounces, fi
paatiniels 2 onnees, and 6 poumids,

FEMALES LANGEU AND HEAVIERL TIHHAN
ALALRS

Mr. A, B. Fuller, of the Cleveland Ma-
serm ol Matwral History, who prepared
the skins of these hirds, found that the two
smaller were males, while the lnrper and
heavier was o fenile,  This is possibly a
signhennt fact, since the adult femaleeagle
1= known o sorpass the adule male very
consitderably, both m size and weight.

Abher examining the broken top of the
eagles’ tree, which still hore green folinge,
it beeame evident that m this case we were
really defeated 1w the mavages of the wood-
eating larvie of a heetle, many of which, in
the form of large white grubs the size of a
man'’s thmly, were still in action.  In the
course of time successive hiroods of these
insects hodd poowed awny and reduced to
poweer the solid fonndations of the castle
of the kings of the air.

After the storm hod wrecked the Inst
Vermilion eyrie;, in May, 1926, we picked
up aur Eo-foot steel tower and transpuorted
it Bo miles to another nest, at Geneva, in
another county (see page 639), bat only
1o meet with eventual disappointment. At
this new station the tower was erected in
November, 1020, in ariler to be ready for
the eagles m the following spring.  All

and wondered if this maneuver might tot
have hapgiened here, althongh we were
unahle 1o ohserve it

At thos station nlso we saw Tor the first
time hving fish brought to the evrie, and
m one metmnce a catfish, which Ropped
sl vigorousiy enough until the old hird
bronght her soimitar into action,  This
shows, iF added proof were needed, that
our cagle cin ' inmmerse on occsion,
least to some extent, and speaks well for
the vitality of a fish which can endure a
jutrrniey of two miles or more in the rap-
tors falogs. (o her fishing excursions
the eagle would often fiy far from shore
and alrop low over the water, wuntil we
vould no longer pick her up with plasses.

EGGo ANE ELTT WELL COVERED

Ar only one of the Tour nests heside
which we have camped has it been possible
ti see the eges and newly hatched young,
because of the care with which the ol Tirds
werewont tacover both upon leaving them.

The play instincts of the young eagles,
which | have describud, hut 1o which only
the motion picture can do full  justice,
throw a new light on the remarkable size
therr eyrie often attains, the top of the
great Vermilion nest { see page 6457) hav-
g had an area of nearly fifty square feet

The evrie is the eaglers” gymnssinm and

The young eagle, by dint of the Jone
practice which its heredity imposes, mutst
hocome a perfect master of fight and an
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arlept i treating its prey hefore it is per-
mitted to leave its ancestrn] home, Ope
of our youny eagles easily made a mile in
its first flight, and soon after the survivoer
of lnst yeur was on wing she wis sopring
with her parent far aluwe the enrth,

For weels after Teaving the evrie. in
mid-July, this eaglet formed the habit of
using our tower for 3 perch ; and it seemerd
strange indeed to see this great bird stpnd-
it on the mailing of the platiorm, close
to the very spot where we had <o often
stoie]l while watching her from ot tenr
and stranger yer to helold her leave this
paint, which 1o us seemed quite elevated
enobgh, and, rising ever higher and higher
towarid the clouds, sear wnd cirele as if in
pvire enjoyment of her liberty and power.

As Inte as the first week in Septémber,
when this young eagle was four and one-
hali months old and nearly eight weeks
out af her nest, we foumd her still close
to her old bome.  The mother bird was
also there, and, to our surprise, after o
fngr o the lake and returmng with a fish,
she made straight for her eveie, s in
former days; and the voung eaple fol-
lowed her there and no doubt claimed o
share of the hooty,

Az 1 write these concliuding paragriphs
( Marclizz, 1g29), the female eagle, which
was tragrcally bereft of ber mate last
spring (=ee page 638 ), has returted to her
old esyrie accompanied by a mew mate.
We are mmpatiently  awaiting the time
when we can safely replice our tent on
the steel tower heside this nest and resamie
our studies of our national bird,

We have had 1o step up to the eaples
very slowly and cautionsly. owing ot
onfy o the costly nature of our experi-
ments, it te the number of independent
variable factors mvolved. We are alwivs
in jeopardy, so far as suecess s concerned,
because of the victssitudes of the weather,

My rule is to disturh the eaples as litlo
as possible darming their incalation period.
which extemds m northern Ohio from
about mid-March o mid-Apmil, and otir
tent cannot usually go np hefore the last
week of the lntter month.  The high winds
with ‘which we have to contend on the
lake shore render the nse of any tent ex-
tremely precarions even in Apeil, no mat-
ter how strong it may be or how firmly it
t= lashed to platiomns.and eailing,
