In my opening address before the As-
semlily T reiterated my conviction that it
would take a lomg time, a generation or
more, to prepare the Filipinos for self-
government, and that, of course, did not
suit the paliticians who were gathered
before me.

[ went to the Tsthmns within two months
after that time, The Panancmians were not
entirely satished with the way the treaty
was working, so I took with me the Fana-
manian Mimster, Mr. Obaliha ; Mr. Crom-
well, who represented the  Panamanian
Giovermment, and Mre, Magoon.

The Hay-Varilla Treaty had been made
m & hurry, and while s features were
muost advantageous in the interest of the
worlid, becapse it made greatly. for the
suceessful construction of the canal, it
dwl not contain detmls for the smooth
working of the conditions which it pro-
docedl. It gave to the Umited States a
Zone 40 miles zeross and 10 mles wide,
from Colon to Panaman, bat it exchuded
Colon and Papama and the harbors of
those 1w cities from the Zone.

Although both of them were ald, as we
regard cibes in this country, there was
ni statute, oo map, no authoritative de-
ctee ar order of any kind which fixed the
bonndaries of either city or of its harbor,
We were Iving in besd with them, and we
touk our part of the bed in the nuddle.

DOUATS AND IMFFICULTIES AT FANAMA

The yuestion was, What rules shoulid
govern: the importation of goods  from
the Zone into Panama and from Panama
mto the Zone?  The Republic needed an
ineomze; It bad to raise this income v
taxation,  We began with o mistaken
order to putl into gperation in the Zone
the Dingley Inll, which would male com-
merce between the Zope and the Republic,
separated by streets only,  impossible.
Then there was the question of the mail;
there was the question of the delimitation
of the harbor, and a thousand and one
iterns that had to be settled in some way
or triction wonld ensue.

We were close to the Republic, were
much interested in her welfare and in the
peace tind pood order that was mais-
tamed by her, and it was of high im-
purrtance to retain the cotpemation of her
authorities m the great work which we
were attempting.  We bhad to introduce
a popudation of some 40,000 or 30,000
people into the Zone, and the problems of
living peaceably with onr neighbors in
view of that population were acure.
Therefore, with my companions T con-

ducted a nepgotmtion that resulted 10 what
we called a modus sirendi, and T believe
thot the mam featureds of that modns
wirend: are still in force,

At that time there was great agitation
over the Pangma Camal ) there was great
pressure to have the dirt bepin to Ay
there were many mnckraking articles eom-
cerning the conditions; there was real
danger of vellow fever—indesd, it was
on the lsthmus—and there were quite a
number of victims, so that it bécame im-
portant first to scttle the basis of ouor
close living with pur neighbors.

The modus troendi was attacked in the
Senate. It was supposed to be full of all
sorts of wrong, and one of the mun
grounds [or mpeaching it was thae af
was a treaty with a forcign srovernment
i which the Senate had not concurred.
As it has, however, served the pirpose,
I think we mayv sav that those who took
part m it have been vindicated.

SECURING A LOCK CANAL

When 1 Arst went over the canal it
did not look much like a canal, ond the
prospect of ts construction. was by no
means o clear ome.  'We then thought that
we ought to have o sea-level camal. We
invited] distinguished forvign engineers o
form a board with our leading Amencan
enpinecrs; and they advised by & majority
that we have a sea-level canal, The
minurity, all of them American engineers,
aclvised that we have a lock canal, fawd
we ultimately accepted their recommen-
datiom.

It was d most Tortasiate declsion on the
part of the admmmstration. 1§ we had
attempted a sea-level eannl, 1 don't say
that we could not have built it, Int 1 <o
say it would have heen so expensive and
s0 lomg o comstruction that it would hove
become a bore to the whole Amwerican
people, and that the difference o the two
cianals as instruments of commerce s so
smiall that the additional expense and sid-
dittonal time would far outweiph the ad-
vantage of a sea-level canal, if it had any.

It is curious how fssues that seemed to
have had the utmost importance disap-
pear from public ken, and [ presume
thit many of those who hear me now
will fail to remember the very heated dis-
cussions: that were had over the type of
the canul.

gradnadly enspgl.  This garden was to
have been an importust Hink o the chain
of gardens reaching frim the Tropics to
the Arctic Cirele ; tit a century has proved
too short & time Tor the process of accli-
mintization, as it wns understood. to make
any impression on the bardiness of trom-
enl trees, and thes dream has pot Cosme
true.

To a botanist, however, the Jardin de
Achmutacion of Orotava is full of fasd-
nathng plants which have been brougln
frony all parts of the world, for it Tepre-
serite the successes of thousands of -
ductions which the long Hictimes of such
hatamsts as Wildpret and others 0 #ts
directors made possible, and although few
af the plants introdueed hove foummd ther
Wway into cotmion tse in the wlamd, that
18 not the fault of the men who have been
in charge, but of the public, which does
renlize that i this changing world one
miust look forward to changes in the faste
of the users of plant materials.

To-dav the great rock terrmuces, built
with such back-breaking hand labor 5s an
Merican farm hand would refuse to un-
dertake, are prowing the dwarf Chinese
tanani for European markets at a profit
which wonld surprise even the most suc-

cessful of the Souwh Flomda tomato-
prowers.  Hut what 1f the taste for the
Horndurus banana should supplant that for
the Chinese species in the minds of the
Furopeans?  The profits of banana-rais-

Ir s st such turming points as this tha
humam ' tragedies ocenr,  Then comne into
their own the gardens of introduced plants,
turmishing their knowledge of what other
plants will grow and whit will not in the
chimute and soils of the tegion,

Jr wps with this background of possi-
Inlity always in my mind that I spent days
with Do Juan Bolmaga, ether in his qd-
mirable collection of plamts at Orotava or
1 the okl gmrden bailt up by the veteran
Spanish physician and lover of plants, Dr.
Jorge V. Pérez, with wham for many
vears before lis death 1 was g eorre-
spondence reganding eertain native forage
CTOES.

AN AMALING PFIQ FROM THE HIMALAYAS

The most amazing tree in the garslen
at Uhrotava 18 Roxburpgh's iy ( Ficus rox-
frighii) from the Hlimalayas, It is not ot
all o' eommmercial fg, but 1 wild tree from
the tropieal forests of Burmae It seems
to be very seldom enltivated in hotande
gardens anywhere. It 15 30 spreading e
of dmmense size, and its trunk and large
branches are hiterally covered with enor-
wios figs—fhgs that are three inches in
diameter efore fertilization and thatswell
up to four inches afterward.

This fertilizatiom, by the way, is VETY
curious. It 1= done by runming 2 small
stick toto the mtemor of eneh’ {rae, o
process which appears to irritate the in-
termnl flowers in the same wav that the
tertilizing wasp does in s oative habitat.

Two circomstances have given to this
tree in thie Orotava gardens an unusual
interest b me.  The first is that | once
saw the sume species growing in & private
gariden at Minmi, Florida, where it was
introdueed mn the éarly davs: aml the see-
omicl, they m a Famitinr work of reference
there opcurs a. eut of this identical tree
with the fallowimg mislendingy description :
“Figs grow i some parts of America,
but not to such perfection as these seen
here, which are growing at Tenerife, in
the Chnary Islanids."

Stately women  with the corriage of
gramdes dames, stratgly and gracefnul, with
afl kinds of burdens on their heads, wan-
der Ieisurely over the mule , or the
sommbreros of the men and the miniatire
formis of their mules give the landseape o
Frienidly appearance,

Ohie never sees a man carrving his bar-
den on his head; the fashion against it
sterrs to be as aniversal ns the fushion
ngainst carrving bundles on the streets
of London used to be among English
gentlemen, '

AMDONT THE CANARY PINES OF THE
BARRANCHS

The barrancos are delightful places for
the botanist, for in the rocky creviees of
therr previpitons walls many strange aml
interesting plant forms can be seen which
exist nowhere else in the world. The
Actninms, for example, which look like
green dinner plates thrown up against the
wills and stuck there, are striking fen-
tures of the region near San Juan de n
Fambla.

The Ciandries have long been noted in
hotanieal liternture as the home of the
dragon’s-bliu] trees. The most famous
and largest one of these remarkahle troes
was reported to have been 79 fect in cir-
cumference at the ground and 7o {ect
high, and its age was estimated as being
anywhere from the age of the preat Pera-
mids of Egypt oo up to 10,000 years.,
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prled in the city aquare of Lapguna, 1o
stupely its wheat-growing fatmers; who
have to travel hours on oot or mule hack
up intn the Caldera, largest and deepest
ol the zlands” erater Lising, to their little
grun patches and bring back a saddiehag
Or two of grain 5 day.

To the
Canary Tsland and Mediterranean civili-
rativm the poat 15 indispensabile,
Tagasaste, pacio, amd tedern are the
three outstanding plants gupon which these
mileh antnmle are fed, and 1w study them
I made expeditions to the various bar-
rancos of Palma where the s are
herded, directed here and there by the
tremendous voices of the women goat-
herds, who harangue the locks from sta-
tions high above them in the valleys.
Tagaste 15 a leguminons shrub, gray-
green as an olive and shender-stermmed
ke the branches of a willow,. It 1s grown
orr the borders of the mumature helds
and sometimes s planted over whole Tall-
sides, where it 18 cut with specinl sickles
when voung and tender, and 5 either fed
ar made mto hay and stored in
barns {or the winter feed of the goots.
Gasin, or gacin, is also a legume which
is planted on the less fertile terrnces dd
along the mountam paths where the poats
are driver, Tt ranks as inferior to thgn-
saste, since only goats really core for it
and are able to transform it into milk.
Tedera, the third goat-fornge crop; 1s a
drv-looking legume faintly rennmdmg one
of the clover with its heads of pink flow-
ers. It grows wilil and s further encour-
nged by sowing the seeds everywhere along
the trails, so that as the goats wander
st they in browse upon it Cattle do
not care for 1t

MOUSE ODOR ATTRACTS GOATS

A plant which the goots seem particu-
lorly fond of 1 a speces of Sonchus
( Konchus feprocophaling ), which grows on
the dry, rocky sides of the barrancos and
has finely dwided leaves which enut 2
strong odor of mice, There seems to be
sommethmy  particularly  attrictove  about
this odor for the goat, just as there s for

All of these leguminous plants enrich

I had hunted w Moroceo for medi-
cagos, cloverlike plants, called burr clo-
vers, with bures covered with spimes that
make them stick to the wool of sheep amd
goats, atd so becomie distribiteed through-
out the country.  Certnm representiatives
of these burr clovers, which were carly
imtrodueed mte Californin, have hecom
mnpartant forage plants for stock,

A PLANT LOVER'S COLLECTION
