Albamian inns have not progressed msch
beyond, say, those of the Deadwood Coach
era.  Often you avoid the inn aml just
sleep where you can—if vou e At
Crpmokastra we sought out o hill-perche-
g, cypiress-envircled  feffke—that 1s, @
Moslem monasterv—and threw otrselves
upon the traditional hospatality of the Bek-
tashite dervishes,

Due to Turkey's centuries of local sway,

southern and central Albaniaare still pre-

potideratingly Moslém, Hecause the pricsts
of the early Christian church in Alhania
wonld not preach in the common tongue,
her peuple were but nommally Christiin-
izedd s hence they readily e an lslam
whnch promised political protection.  More
than two-thirds of Albania’s 813,000 peo-
ple are Molmmmedans, while the balance
adheres 1o the Greek Orthodox and the
Roman Catholic commumiions.

Nothing could have een more charmming
than our recepticm by the Hektashites' su-
perior,  Cross-legged on rich rmgs, in a
long, cool room whose chasteness was un-
marred by any furniture, sat the green-
turbaned, wlhite-robed realization of Dbe-
nign hospitality, silver-bearded, twinkly-
eved Baba Suleiman, his amber beads in
otie hand, his Koran 1 the other.

Salaams, compliments, coffee. A hump-
backed, huge-nosed servitor, strajght out
of the Aralian Nights, who advanced,
bowing at intervals, whenever the Haba
called, *"Yahu ™ (O brother!).

It is the film pro-
ducers’ own foualt that there exists a world-
wide impression that the cutpourimg of
gold unbmited is a necessity, and even a
paistime, to anvone concerned with the mak-
g of "]lir.}urﬁ_'*; but we were not prdi-
nary film prodicers and we had no gold,

So we joined the ship and did our work
with the others and =aid nothing. In the
conirse of time the Grare Hormar aniled,
She was a lovely [ull-rigged ship, of 1,760
tons, ideal for our purpose.  She was
Clycle-built, more than forty years old ; she
had an open wheel and none of those labor-
suving devices—hrace winches, halyarid
winches, and the like—oi later days. She
was a penuine sister of the Horn of forty
vears apo—one of the last, if not the very
last, full-ripger actually fo round the Hom,
There are a few other full-ngged ships
{ Tusitela 15 one; the Swedish Af Chap-
iy and the German Grossherzogin Eliso-
beth are others), but they do not go that
way. They stay in kinder seas and never
venture toward the Roarmg Forties and
the graybeards of the Far South.

In Wallarpo we discharged the Grace
Hormeer's hallast, which she had bropght
down from Wilmington, North Caroling,
nfter discharging a eargo of Peruvian
guann there, toward the end of 1928, The
ballast oot, we took the wheat . Half
the erew ran-away and others were shipped
in theirstead.  We took abaard, from the
police, a cunons Swedish-speaking Weat
Indian negro who had deserted the Enk-
som bark Fenang not !Ir.nlllg before. IHe was
a prohibited immgrant m Australia, bemng
hlack, and to avold a $500 fine we had to
take him with us out of the country. He
had been cook m the Penang. We had
gur own cook, and the negro was merely
to be a passenger.

NFF 0% A YOYAGE OF SUFFERING AND
CALAMITY

The gramn loaded, the hatches hattened
down and breakwaters uilt up on them,
the sails bent and the gear all clear, the
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negro aboard, the witer tanks foll and our
foud aboard, the lifeboats lashed down and
the wheel gear oiled, we dropped ourmoor-
s and put out to sea;  That was on
April 17, 192G, It was not until Septem.
ber 3, 138 days later, that we arnived at our
destimaticn.  In the nterval one of us was
killed: a second went out of his mund ; 3
third went overboard. We were short ot
food and the ship leaked. We tried to
make for Cape Town in distress and conid
not.  We saw black albatrosses and en-
Jured mndescrbable suffenng off the Horn
in the dead of winter,

We might have known these things
would happen. We had thirteen in our
crew—thirteen hands before the masr. |1
don’t remember that we noticed it in \Wal-
laron, before we lefit  We remembered
about it well enough afterward.

A MOTLEY CREW OF YOUNGSTERS MANNED
THE SHIP

We had a Frenchman, a Londoner, four
Australians, and the rest were Finns—
Swedizsh-speakmg Finns, mostly from the
Aland Islands, where the ship belonped
Cly two of the erew had been round the
Horn before, the Londoner and 1.

The Londoner and I had been m more
ships under the Finn flag than any of the
Finns aboard. He had sailed m Olivebank;
I in Lawhill and Herzogin Cecilie. The
Finns were all first-vovage bovs, some de-
serters from other ships, two or three mem-
bers of the original crew whio had joined
the (race Hartenr in Swansea nearly two
years before. The average age of our
crew was about 19, Three had never been
tiy sen before,

But they were all fine boys and settled
down manfully,. They were strong and
willing, which 15 a lot.  There was an en-
tire ahsence of that old bickermg spirit
which was so evident insail’s hevday, when
every forecastle had 1ts boss, its bloodsherd.
and its undercurrent of cliques and . jeal-
onsies.  We had no fight the whaole voyage.
I have not seen a fight in o Finnish ship,

We began the vovage well.  We knew
that it was coming on winter then and
prayed for a guick run to the Horn,  The
Hoarn is bad enough in summer, and we
did not want to prolong our passage of the
west winds petting there, In six davs we
passed to the south of Tasmania, That
was good. We had a stronpg west wind

THE SECOND MATE GODES MAD

We were glad, and, as the davs and the
weeks slipped by, came a little to forget
what bad happened earher in the voyage,
But the sea was not done with us yet.

The second mate went mind with nwfual
suddenness. We had oo waming of it
We did not expect anvthing like that, We
knew that he had worred much over
Walker's death, since he was officer of the
watch, But it was not his fault.  Ir was
ot anyone's fault. It was just ope of
those terrihle, mexplicable things that are
always happening. vet never seem to re-
move from this earth persons that might
well be done without.

In the forecastle we worried much, ton,
but we had each other for company, There
15 no oue more lonely than the sailing
ship’s officers. We carried only two—
frst mate and second.  They rarely were
company for each other. for when one hail
the deck the ather slept.

The captain, ns is ﬂl: sailor’s style, kept
himself 1o himself ond spoke to the sail-
maker for company.  The nates led lonely
ltves, finding whatl companionship they
could m thewr own minds.  The resulr was
that when something came @ unhinge the
mind of our second mate, there was none
to see how pertlously near he was to break-
iy down, Nobedy noticed wntil it was
ton late.

We had an awful time with him. Abow
that 1| would rather have little to say. Tt
was not hus faalt, poor devil.  We were all
very sorry Tor him. We had to keep con-
stant watch on him far the rest of the
viovage lest he do himself harm,. He tried
to kill himself three times. It was very
wortying. We tried to make for Cape
Town to put him aboard some steamer we
should se¢ there m the shipping lanes, hut
the wind changed and we could not make
Cape Town, We saw no other ships. We
were 104 davs at sea before we saw the
sign of a steamer, and then it was only a
smurdge of smoke on the horteon.  The
sailing ship goes her own way about the
world, far from the shipping lanes and
awnay from the busy routes of IEE StEAMICTS.
She may see other sailing ships, but rarely,
until she reaches the shipping lanes of the
North Atlantie, anvthing of steamers.

north, the Oubangul River to the east, and
Gabon colomy at its lower boundary.
It is o gorgeons eoumtry. . My wite amd
I traveled contimnously there for nearly
half a vear, and I know no better wiy to
describe it than as and how we saw it.
The steamer. passing throngh the 10-
mile chamnne! between the huge guirdian
masses of the islaml of Fernmando o oon
one side wmed Mot Cameroons on the
other, turns mstward mto the month of a
broad cstoary.  To the south stretehes an
endless vistn of Tow mangrove swamp,.

This crusade against sleeping sickness
15 justly looked upon by the Camerom
Government as the primary thing. All
ather idevelopments, educational, commer-
curl, ete,, are secondary, But, since the
cffurt is s0 preat and sinee 1t is a scien-
tific posshility, though not a very hikely
one, that the disense cun be wholly ex-
terminated, there is infinite hope for the
futire.
