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THE ROAD OF THE CRUSADERS

A Historian Follows the Steps of Richard the Lion
Heart and Other Knights of the Cross
Over the “Via Dei”

AT imaginative boy has not
girded to his side a lath sword with
the Cross hilt and in fancy fared

forth to the Crusades with Richard the
Lion Heart? What lover of romance has
rend unmoved the tales of gallant Godirey
of Bouillon, of Rayvmond of Toulouse and
Tancred, of the fiery Barbarossa (Red-
beard }, of the saintly Louis of France?

We have all heard something of the story
of the Crusaders. We know that centuries
agn our ancestors marched out of E
Into the East and founded thers a king-
dom which endured for nearly 200 years—
from 1099 to 1291 of our era. And the
Crusaders left traces which can still be
seen (see map, page 654).

Becauss the tombs, chapels, and watch-
towers, the castles that defended this frst
eastern front, and the fortified harbors on
the slands were isolated in lands under
Turkizh rule until the World War, few
visitors have been able to examine them
closely, except in Jerugalem itsell and at the
mire accessible points on the toast.

FOLLOWING THE “RoAD oF Gon™

It was, therelore, with the excited antici-
mition of an explorer of fabled lands that
| started from central Evrope, where the
first Crusaders turned their backs on their
homelands, to follow their Vig Dei, “Road
of God,"”" the trails that led to Jerusalem.

I played] the part of a hunter. Time and
weather during some 700 years hod almost
nbliterated the remains left by the warriors
of the Cross; often their buildings had been
utilized by the Moslems for mosques. It
was necessary to look for clues by the way,
to follow traces into some not easily acces-
sible places, and to discount most of the
legendry that the people of the countryside
always have on tap for the traveler.

In Trieste, for example, a broken arch is
pointed out as the “Arch of Richard,” with
the explanation that the English king dwelt
in the stone house beside it when he was
made captive on his return from the Holy
Land. The arch, however, is Roman work,
and although Richard may have octupied
the house, if he was ever in Trieste, he cer-
tainly did not plan the fortification of the
old city of Ragusa (now Dubrovnik), down
the Dalmatian coast, as legenil relates.

On the other hand, in the neighborng
city of Venice, at the southwest corner of
the main structure of the basilica of San
Marco, nearest the two columns, there Is n
group of four porphyry figures in armor.
Few wvisitors notice it, but it is a relic ol
the Crusaders brought from thelr seaport
of Acre by the Venetians (see page 649),

to village. The main highways were the
remnants of the {ormer Eoman reads. To
add to their difficolties. there was little
coined money to be had; and most of them
had to live by trading their pear and valu-
ables: {or supplies,

When they left Venice, or Brindisi, or
the broad Valley of the Danube, they ven-
tureéd into what was to them'an unknown
workd. Only their leaders had an approxi-
mate idea where Jerusalem lay.

“A barren land,” one of the Provencals
relates of the Dalmatian coast route, “hoth
pathless and mountainous. It was winter
Oy then and we saw neither birds nor
beasts for thrice seven days. 'We wandered

through low-hanging clodds =0 dense that
we were able to feel them and often to push
them away irom o= as we moved,"

I sped over the rolling hills of the Balkans
in a rallway carriage with a dining car
attached. Crossing a f{rontier meant no
more than showing my passport. But the
main body of the Crusaders, led by God-
frey of Boutllon, plodding thraugh  thi
“Immense and indescribable forests.” had
to fight or berter for their grain and oil
and cattle; they had to build mits at the
rivers and sometimes to manage without
rafts.

I landed at Bevrouth (Belrut) in the

sary, and to cook. We also had light camp-
ing gear, becnuse we were going where hotels
and miszions did not exist,

We headed up the road that i one of the
oldest in the world. It skirts the moun-
tains and the edge of the sea along the coast
where Phimiciane had their ports before
the Greeks. Roman colonies followed, to
be turned into conguests of the Armbs, to
b reclaimed agnin by Byzantine castles
and trading posts, and then to be swept up
a second time by the Molems, before the
comitg of the Criusnders,

This Syrian coast has been called a Jong
cemetery of ancient shipwrecked towns.*®

A COLD TRAIL—S(0 YEARS OLL

We were going north to pick up the trail
of the Crusaiders where they had come out
of the Taurus passes and had lnid siege 10
Antioch. It wis a cold traill—more than
800 vears old at this point!

The first lnndmark was hidden in a
mesqque in half-develict Tarsus under the
high mist of the Tawrus slope. COnce the
mosque had been a small church of the
Christian warriors—they called it 56, Paul's,

south of the Gulf of Alexandretia, we
came upon one of the most striking scenes
of the Crusades. the ruins of Antiock itself
(see ustration, page 656).

We drove through the drowsy present-
day town, up to the hillside where the
frst remains of the mighty wall appeared.
There was a spring beside us, and n pleas-
ant ravine honeycombed with hermit cells,
Oceasionnl donkeys and plodding figures
croszed & stalactite-hung Roman aqueduoct
and stared at us,

Adll, my driver, insisted it was not safe
to sleep out here in cots.  He could never
understand why, with roofed buildings near
at hand, [ displaved a liking to rough it
beside ruins., To testify op his behalf, he
brought a Turk in a discarded military
tunic, who announced his name as: Hadji
anl his occupation as sole custodian of the
ruined wall.

“Hadji,” explained Adil, “i5 afraid to
sleep here alone. He wants to come and
sit with us.”

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50 Hadji sat in and helped consume cof-
fee, bread, and cigarettes. 1 found out
afterward that Adil had hired him as a pro-
tector, Meanwhile T had discovered that
all of the medieval Byzntine city down by
the river had been turned into building
stone, excepl for an occasional block too
heavy to be moveid.

Hut the wall, 12,000 paces in length,
broken by the remains of 60 towers, ran up
beside our camp, up for several hondred
feet, over the summits of three hills and
down apgain., From the heights the moidern
town looked like a small settlement in the
mighty circuit of ruined wall.  Elsewhere
were déliris, orchards, and the inevitable
sheep.

Sitting on o half-crumpled master tower,
I had all the panorama &f Antioch beneath
my eyes.*  Across the sluggish, yellow
Chontes (Oronte) River, where the cattle
were feeding. the Roman circus had stood.
Csar had sat somewhere on the gray stones
of the theater. The bare hillside had once
been luxurious with stone pines nnd myrtle
and fountains of hanging gardens,

Down bevand the rolling summits of the
hills the afternoon sun gleamed on the sea
at the Orontes’ mouth, where the pirate
Crusaders had beached their long boats (see
text, page 656). Far away on the plan
shone the Bilue of the lake where Godirey's
indomitable Crusaders had fished for their
dinners. On that plain had been fought the

Battle of the Lance, that won Antioch for
hiz men !

OUT OF CHRISTIAN INTO MOSLEM ILANDS

The double stretch of wall behind me the
mighty Hohemond had climbed by ladder
under cover of darkoess 1o pain a foothold
with his Crusaders. Beyond, on the adjoin-
ing height, lay the shell of the citadel where
RB.000 Christinns had huddled (o ed
massacre at the hands of the Egyption
Mamelukes in 1265, At that time Antioch
wais restored to Moslem role, under which
it remained, almost unmoticed, until the
Waorld War,

From Antiochwe drove due vast along the
Orontes, on the road the knights had taken
to go out to bunt or make war. We crissed
the boundary line of the Tron Bridee, where
the adventurous spirits of both sides used
to skirmish, and inspected the foundation

at Harang (Harim). Now thé country
changed, as if to mark the end of Christian
lands and the beginning of Moslem, in that
elder day, The lush green of the river land
gave place to the dry red dost of the Aleppo
plain with its waving wheat.

For u time we saw the weather-worn
stones of a still older Riman road, and once
an arch of the same period appeared,  Adil
said it was called the Gate of the Winds
( Bab ol How). Opposite it was the stone
fngade of a lofty ruin.

“The House of the Girls,” Adil an-
neurced.

Hew hael it come to be called that?
Scattered stones indicated that there had
been a large town here in the time of the
Cwsars.  Perhaps the house in question had
been the palace of the queens; thouwh tradi-
ton calls it a nunnery.

ADIL'S SUPERSTITIONS VINDICATHD

Adil had several superstitions, one being
thust if we saw black gouts upon starting out
in the morming the doy would be unlucky.
If we came upon sheep first, all would go
well, A mixture of sheep and goats meant
the asual Tuck of the road.

The first day out, he reminded me, we
had seen Dlack goats and had had two blow-
outs. This morning we had beheld the goats
spain, and now in the red-clay plain we
heard several ominows clanks, @nd halted to
discover that the old cor bad shed most of
its front springs.

It was necessary to limp on to Alep
{ Aleppo), where new spring leaves could
be pounded out. 1 devoted two days to
inspecting the gray stone citadel that had
besn the stronghold of Saladin’s sons—the
chivalrons Saladin whoo had been the foe
of Richard the Lion Heart {(page 657).

One glance at the massive triple gate of
this furtress showed why the Crusaders hud
never taken it: indeed, the Aleppo citadel
remained for Tamerlane: to batter down
with his siepe engines. Aleppo was the
rallying point of the Mostems-in the north,
a5 Antioch was that of the knights. These
two cities oecupied the position of Wash-
ington and Richmond during our Civil War.

In Aleppo, struck by the sight of &
large and mixed thiong crowding about the
barred ‘entrance of a courtyard on the way
to the citadel, 1 asked the reason for the
gathiring,

“Tt is:-the prison,” 1 was told,

A social center rivaling the great bazaar
was this prison, where hundreds came daily
to call on the inmates or to talk over their
nifairs,

“Hut the English prisons are better,” the
citizen of Aleppo informed me regretiully.
“Ah, the foud they have!l

To the poverty-ridden Arabs of the
plains, prison life offers the inducements
of shelter, food (the most moportant thing
of all), and nothing much to do. Naturally
many of them try to get into jail. What-
ever the reason may have been, | noticed
that the prisons in Palestine, which is under
British mandate, were fall.

In the days of the Cruspdes the common
(luss of Moslemis in and about the Holy
Land showed a preference for the Christian
knights as masters. The merchants, for
example, found that they enjoved greater
freedom from tribute in Christian lands.

Leaving Alepipo, we headed almaest due
south. There are to-day, as there were
in the Crusaders’ day, two routes running
north and south, Ope follows the edge of
the sea, and the other, which we now took,
keeps inland,  Between the two, from An-
tinch down, rises a backbone of mountains
centering upon the mighty bulwark of the
Lebanon and terminating bevond the snow
suymmit of Mount Hermon.

For the most part the Crusaders re-
mained on the sea side of this mountain
ridhge, while the Moslems kept a firm grasp
upon the inland plain, watered for half its
length by the winding Orontes. We soon
left the northern wheat reglon and entered
i wide plain where sheep and cattle grazed
near the cone-shaped cay huts of Amb
villages (see puges 651-2, 659).

In the foothills we visited o stronghaold
that was neither Christinn nor  Moslem,
but was one of the most notorioas o the
world—the castle of Mnssvaf (or UOm-
ranie), once an abode of the Old Man of
the Mountain (see pages 662 and 663).

The entrince between
tower and mole was guarded by a chain,
These pocket-size harbors were about large
enough to float o modern ferryboat.

AN ANCIENT TRAVELERS REST

The Templars devised a forérunner of
the modern terminal building,  During
their lugt years on the coast they built
Chiiteau Pélerin, Pilgrims' Castle, st Ath-
lith, some eight miles to the south of the
point of Mount Carmel, It wis a castle
surroimded by the sea on three sides, the
walls aotually built out into the surf, as-an
examination of the foundation channels
cut into the submerped rock reveals. It
had # landing beach for the pilgrim ships,
storerooms and stables—a complete hospice
for the sea-wearied travelers {see page 6921,

In its treasury their letters of credil, an
invention of the Templars, were cushed in
coin of Palestine: the Templars themselves
planned itineraries for the pilgrims and
furnished escort=. ‘While the pilgrims rested
in dormitories, cool by reason of mossive
stone walls and the sea hreeze, they could
buy what goods they needed at the castle
store. We can imagine that they found
peddlers urping them to buy teeds from
the Jorelan and water guaranteed (rom
the pool of Silowm. Only post cards were
lacking!

The lower courses of the massive walls
of tawwny limestone remain at  Chiiteau
Pélerin to-day,; with o portion of the wall
of the Great Hall about 40 feet high, It
was one of the list castles to be bullt and
held, since it was begun in 1217 and aban-
doned in 1291, the year of the evacuation
of the coast.

This withdrawal of the knights altered
the course of medieval trade. While the
Crusaders held the coast, bold merchants
had pushed inland o the Aleppo-Flami-
Damascus border Tine of Moslem cities,
Traffic flowed over the busy trade route
from Aleppo past Antioch to St. Simeon,
seapoart of Antioch. [t came alo {rom
Damascus to Acre, the main seaport of the
Crusaders. Not only the luxuries but the
staples of the East—ecottun paper and cot-
ton cloth, oil, glassware, supgar, chubarb,
lemons—were carried in oon camel-back.
Gioods from Baghdad went to Genoa, Ven-
ice, and Marseille in ships: also to Pisa and
Naples, but not in stich quantity.

The evacudtion of the const at the end
of the 13th century closed this avenue of

oA

trade, as well as Egypt. But Furope de-
manded increasing quantities of the eastern
fabrics and spices. For about a century
there was an avenue of trafiic open throagh
Constantinuple, the Black Seu, 'Trebizond
(now Trabzom), and Mosul and Tabrie,
Then the invasion of the (Mtoman Turks
gradunlly closed this channel.

This Bnul closing of the eastern trade
routes, except for the difficult and slow pas-
sage peross southern Russia, made it neces-
sary tu estublish communication by sen with
Persin, India, and the farther East, and
launched such explorers 45 Columins and
Da Gama upon their voyages.*

LTKE MANY TFILGEIMS OF DLD, THE AU-
THOR APPROACHED JERUSALEM AFOOT

The ronds of the Cruswders all led to
Jerusalem. ¥ And if you go upon this last
stage of their long journey as 1 did, afoot,
you will see their traces thick upon every
hand-—no loneer castled, but sancliuaries,
churches, and groves. Few of us realize
how much of the work of the Crusaders
endures i Palesting to-day, Something of
their building s almost always within sight,
as one draws near the city 1seli, from the
cathéidral-mosque at Er Ramle to the marhle
purtals: and facings of the grotto of the
Mativity at Bethlehem.

And ne for Jerusalem, a Moslem chron-
leler of the great Saladin relntes: "The care
of the Infidels transformed it into a garden
of parpdise . . with slabs of marble
and slender columns and fretted iron, and
beautiful fountnins where water never
ceases to Aow.”

The labor of the Crusaders is apparemt
from the fine and simple Church of St
Anne to the arched doors of the Sepulcher,
and even in the most unlikely place ol all,
the Haram esh Sherif (The Noble Sanc-
Luary), which is the inclosure sacred to the
Maoslems, on the eastern height, facing the
Mount of (Nives (see page 647 ).

Just before the Gate of the Chaim, one
of the entrances to the Harnm, there is a
fountain of Arab design: but above it =
the rose fretwork tnken from the portal of
some Crusader's church. As one walks
through the mate, the cornices of the arch,
to right and left above the twisted columns,

Up in the moutitains,
above the heat of the shore, you will find
the skeletons of summer palaces.

ELIZABETHANS IN THE 20TH CENTURY

Through the mirkiness - about me cut the
beam of a lanterm v the hands of the
spsiker, the veteran skipper of the mail
boat, a craft not much lorger than an old
shoe, which was tumbling down Pamlico
Sound from Roanoke Island. The strange
wiords I hnd heard were from a dialect of
Queen Elizabeth's time.

Such was my introdoction to the people
among whom [ was to live and work for the
next decade. Their quaint speech and cus-
toms had come down through more than
three centuries wvirtually unchanged and
were to remain so until recently, when the
comstruction of the Virginia Dare Trall and
the Wright Memorial Bridge across Curri-
tuck Sound brought Roanoke lsland into
tonich with modern civilization (see map,
page 701)

The dingy cabin lantern disclosed figures,
ghoulish In the darkness;, packing a tiny,
moldy room.  They were, the skipper told
me, a group of relatives from an island
[arther down, with an aged tubercular man
whom, in the latest stages of his illness.
they had taken miles gway to a physician,

The only available place to stow away
was a pail on the side of the cabin. On this

I bung my hat, bought at a city price and
for cty use. But on the six-by-seven deck
I stowed my tailored self. lost amudst gunmy
sacks of potatoes and oysters, grocery boxes,
and other freight, like Joseph's cup in the
bottom of the bag. Only my suitcase
propped my back, and the sex water pinired
down my neck while 1 fell into glorious
forgetfulness of the modern workaday
worlid T had left behind.

Some weeks previcus, after 20 yeary
practice in n small inland city, I had ac-
t:l';ilt:ri a call to isolated Hatteras Island, 4
land's end off the coast of North Carolina,
where 2,400 fisher folk and United Staotes
Ceist Guirel families had no physician,
Life whitre simplicity wias not a lost art
had attracted me, promsing an opportunity
for a direct approach to certain medical
problems.

An arduous journey from mainland had
landed me on Roanoke Island, whence the
midget mail boat made its snail-worrving
trip down the sound. From the skipper oi
this craft 1 learned much to supplement the
scant information  supplied by obsolete
descriptions and by copies of the original
letters aned maps Jedt by the Sir Walter Ra-
lewh adventuress,

Roanoke lshand at this time perfectly
exemplified the adage that hyways of isola-
tion pocket the choicest replities of life
Here was a genuine, inbired dignity, expres-
sive of n mild-mannered, hospitable folk.
The islanders, of whom the skipper was
typical, were proud of their physigue,
speech, manners, and  costoms—historical
survivals of old English Devon.

The ubiquitous automobile had not then
reached the Bland. For lund transporta-
tion there were only twoswheeled carts and
sand. ponies and occasional oxcarts,  Even
the little sand ponies” tradition went back
to rastawny viessels, to the Portugnese anid
to Sir Walter Raleigh's vovagers.

World, The “Lost Colonies,” though they
began and ended Sir Walter’s ventures
upon the North Caroling Sea Islands, were
the first English-speaking settlements in
America.*

DMSCOVERY OF ROANOKE ISLAND

In 1584 the adventurer oltained a patent
from Queen Elizabeth, whose favors' his
genius readily commanded, and dispatched
to the New World the first of his expesdi-
tions, The little band, under Amadas and
Rarlowe, sailed through an inlet on July 4,
1584, to discover Roanoke Island—a spot
so favored in climate and setting and so rich
in fruits, game, and bird life that it seemed
to them a veritable parndise.

Back to England they sailed to describe
it, taking with them two {riendly Indian
chiets: and alss tobacco, sassafras, maize,
pumpkins, squash, grapes, and other fruits.
Their story created excitement, and in the
following year Kaleigh sent out Sir Richard

Grenville with a second colony, numbering
108 =ouls, determined to make 8 permanent
home on Roanoke Tsland and establish plan-
lations,

They landed on Aupust 17, 1535, and
puilt ‘a log fortification, to which they gave
the name “"The New Fort in YVirginia,™ also
spoken of us " Fort Raleigh.” However, they
could not live at peace with the Indians,
and the entire colony sailed back with Sir
Prapcis Drake m 1586, just two weeks be-
tore the arrival of reinforcements. Finding
the fort rdeserted, the new group also re.
turned to Englind, but left 15 men on the
island.

A third expedition, sent out by Raleigh
in 1587, found the fort demolished and
nn trace of the 15 men except the hones
of one slain by the savages. The gruesome
iiscovery was a shock (o the homeseelors,;
and they willingly followed the advice of
their leader, John White, to forestall future
hostility by making fricnds of the Indians
The plan succeeded admirably. AManten,
one of the iriendly chiefs, was even hap-

ADVENTURES 1IN FHOTOCHAIHY

 The friendly spirit of the commaon folk
impressed. me far more than did official
receptions, palatial guest houses, and high
honnrs.

Even official hospitality bad its astonizh-
ing festtures,  The Governor of Herat stiyed
away from the lavish tea which greeted us,
so that we could truly refresh ourselves
without formality, and he abruptly leit the
tea party which we gave him.  Followed
by an attache with a thermos Aask slung
over his shoulder, he excused himseli and
hurried away to his ablutions and eve-
ning prayer., Having Eept his rendezvous
with Allah, he returned, more gracious than
EYVET,

For days in Afghanistan I was off by
my=ell, where no official could have secured
me the cordial eotperation which the na-
tives of Afghanistan g0 generously gave. |1
have been photographing Asiatic people
smce 1911, yet the Afghang gave me one
picture which i unigue in my collection.

O setting out to photograph in the
Heral baznar, T declined the assistance of
1 gendarme, since soldiery nowhere brings
out the gualities upon which the Geo-
graphic photographer depends for its unique
pictires.

Although speaking neither Puszhiu nor
Persian, I had no guide or assistant.  To re-
serve i held of view in o bastling market ;
to secure the quiet essentinl to exposures of
severnl sefonds, and to pet handsome [ol-
lowers of the Prophet to pose for me, it was
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necessary, first, that my desires be under-
stin] and, second, that my volunteer mod-

HERAT; CITY OF HISTORY AND HMYSTERY

Herat reminded me of Bukbara, a place
in which to sit and dream, its basars a
source of never-failing interest, its twilight
pools scenes of mystery, Buot Herat, with
seven tall minarets Lreaking the skyline
near A mud-walled city much like that at
the foot of the tall tower from which Bu-
khara hurled spies and criminals to their
death, was: more satisfving,

During my stay in Herat impromptu
friends were ever making me feel at home,
shadowy warchouses were opened for my
inspection, silversmiths stopped their bel-
lorwry Lo gnee into iy lens, while g crowd of
onlookers circled behind me, watching my
cviery move, but not interfering. When the
light became too weak, 1 retired to a ten
shop and dispensed or accepted hospitality,
according Lo the rules of the Fast,

A few hours before, the Afghans had been
represented 1o me as dangerous fellows.
Now we followed parrow paths  between
poppy-stadded fidlds of grain o visit some
dervishes, hudidled on their pals in a gor-
den retreat, or wandered among the ruing of
the Moesulla, Afghanisian’s one-time equal
of the tile-bright mosqgues a1 Meshed  or
Samarkand (see Color Plate VIIT),

Genghis Khan worked damage on  the
masgue within whose wialls the body of
Hazrat ITmam Reza, mognet of Meshed pil-
grims, once lay, foreign military officers
incduced the Amir to rage the priceless
trensure because it hampered their military
techmigque.  The dome under which prayers
had ascended to heaven for 673 years inter-
fered with the field of fire, and hence was
destroyed in 1885,

The Herati is looked down upon by the
more warlike border tribes, and his - {ailure
to annihilate those who wrecked the Mo-
silla shows how meek he i=: but os a host
he left nothing to be desired.

Months afterward a small party of us
ronle across the 16,100-foot Wakhiir Pass
for the privilege of aguin lunching in Af-
ghanistan, a nartow strip of which, reaching
toward Chinese Turkistan, separates India
from Russian Turkistan.

A LOFTY GLACIER MOTHEHS TWIL RIVERS

Near this paint the Karnkoram Range,
the lofty Himalavas and the massive Hindu
Kush tie thenmelves into n kpot, through
the erevices of which two rivers, born of o
single glacier, low into Bussian and Uhinese
Turkistan, The Oxus, ar Amu Darya, atter
forming the boundary between Aighamstan
and Tadzhik Republic, lees nself in the
Aral Sea, The Tarim pours its greon gla-
cinl waters into the dread Takla Makan and
alen dies in a desert,

Were one to ascemd to the stratosphere
high above the Wakbhan mountain knot,
he might observe that the Hindu hush,
breaking away into the Kob-i-Baba and
safed Koh masses, reaches westward to-
ward Herat. The Sulaiman Hange, whose
isolated wallevs harbor Gaolchas, Adridis,
Pathans, Wazirs, Baluchis, and other hawk-
faced punmen, reaches southwestward more
or less parallel to the Indus.

Wedged beotween the two
ranges is the land of the Duranis.

Afghan Turkistan and Badnkhshan, Iving
north of the Hindu Kush, though included
in Afghanistan, are inhabited by peoples
speaking Turkish, Tatar, and Persian din-
lects—Shiite Mohammedans. Between the
Hindu Kush and the Sulaiman Range the
Mushtu-speaking Afghan tribes are ortho-
dox Sunnis. Within the tip-tilted V of
mountaing several rivers, of which the Hel-
mand is the chef, v themselves into
the Hamun-i-Helmand on the Persian fron-

rmcumniain
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tier, a vast lake in spring, a swampy depres-
sion later in the yvear.

FHOM KUSSLAN TEA ToO HRITIEH

Going southeast from Herat to Kanda-
har, our tridl crossed a succession of these
rivers, summer-shrunken, but, in the ah-
sence of bridges, real obstacles te motor
trvel, even at low watér. In a previous
article * I have described the progress ol
aur motor caravan over this historic troal,
along which a rallway only 370 miles long
would connect the Ruossian raillways with
those of Indin. Somewhere alopg that short
trafl the balance of influence changes, In
Herat, dne drinks Russian ted and eats
Russian biscuits. In Kandahar they are
British.

Both Herat and Kandabar at one time
bore the name of Alexander, the first West-
rth warrior to surpass the cavalry of the
Iranian Platesu, upon whose mobility and
{force the Persian Empire had been fonnded.
Ariztotle’s brifliant younyg pupil vsed horse-
wower to found an even grenter empire.

aving made better use than ever of the
wir chariod and cavalry, long since devel-
oped near the Hindy kush, Alexander, far
{romm Macedonia, now looked to the Traniane
for manpower.

The East wos making its subtle impress
sm the young empire-builder himself, On
stale opcasions he wore Persian dress. He
appointed Iranians as military governors,
Then he married Roxana, oriental daughter
of & Boactrian chief. Finally, either from
diplomacy or conversion to Fastern ideas
of royvalty, he began to picture himsell as a
divinity, so that the worship of Alexinder
later became official. His less agile-minded
Mucedonians, resenting this, developed a
spirit of revolt. '

To-dny the long mud walls of Farah rise
above an unhealthy plain and the few lodal
inhabitants either belong (o the garrison or
engage in the manufacture of gunpowder,
congueror of cavalry,  Alexander was not
to live to the age of high explosives, but at
Farah he executed the commander of the
Macedonian horse—probably the youthiul
empire-collector’s worst crime (page 736),

No occidental had ever wielded his in-
fivence on Asin, Greek artists had pre-
ceded him, perbaps, and his Macedomans

South of the mountains the efforts
of five centuries of pilgrims had honey-
combed the Bamian cliffs with shelters and
chrings (Plate | and pages 740-1, 760-1).

Here Hsuang Tsang, Chinese pilgrim Lo
Buddhist shrines in India, saw the Hellen-
ized drapery and pose of the Greal Buddha,
higher than Niagparn Fualls, just before 1s-
larm broueht roim to the site.

Here is the worldl's greatest land mass—
approximately 17,000,000 square miles i
Azia alone i= considered, nearly 21,000,000
sijuare miles with Europe imcluded. On it
are the pepks that the earth thrusts farthest
into space: Mount Everest and its fellows
of the massive Himalayas, On the conti-
nent, also, is the earth’s most deeply sunken
sea, the Dead Sea, with its surfuoce 1,200
feet below the level of the oceans.  There,
too, is the most extensive continental area
below sea level, the huge Caspinn basin and
sed covering territory greater than that of
the State of Californin and lyving for the
mast part 85 feet below ocean level.

CRADLE OF CIVILIFATION

In huge Asia man probably took his first
halting steps in agriculture and anmimal hus-
bandry, worked out his first problems in
irrigation. From its sands archeologists
have dug the remains of the earliest known
cities; and some, like Babylon, flowering
later, that rank the greatest cities
the world has ever known. The inguages,
laws, and religions that we know best all had
their roots in Asia, and poured to the West
the factors on which modemn civilization is
built. Here 15 the “mother continent™ of
to-dav's world.

To-day, as in every age, history s in the
making in seething Asia. In Palestine thou-
sands of Jews are seeking to carve out a new
home from the ancient homeland of their
race: while Arabs, whose ancestors have
Inaked upon the land as their own for cen-
turies, are striving to maintain their foot-
hold. Arabin & being consolidoted into a
kingdom covering the major portion of the
HTMEnEe Ia.

Great Britain still goards India’s north-
west [rontier sz alertly as she did when
Kipling's “Man Who Wns" stumbled across
the border into Peshawar. Japan extends
her inffuence and her economic penetration
on the mainland, past absorbed Korea, into
Manchuria, south of the Greast Wall itself,
China simmers with her three capitals, her
war lords, her treaty ports and foreign
patches. France makes more secure her co-
lonial domain in Indo-China: Sism has her
revolutions, mastly bloodless; the Philip-
pines debate independence; and the Dutch,
master colonial administrators, steadily
develop their Far Eastern island empire.

The Society’s Map of Asia is unusually
comprehensive. It = drawn on the azi-
muthal equidistant projection, with the pole
of projection nmear the geographic center of
the continent, With this arrangement, and
with the scale chosen, it was possible to
embrace all of the mainland of Asia, the
islands of Japan, the Philippines, Nether-
land India, all of Europe, and a large (ric-
tion of northern and eastern Africn, includ-
ing regions from the Strait of Gibraltar, in
the northwest, to Mozambigue, in the south-
east, The map actually shows parts of five
continents—of all except South America
and Antarctica—and covers approximately
43 per cent of the earth’s total land area.
With land and water both conzidered, the
map embraces slightly more thin a quarter
of the globe,

WORID'S HICHEST MOUNTAINE MAREED

The mountain masses which form an out-
standing. feature of southern and central
Asin are shown in detail on the new map.
specially selected type insured the clear
marking of each prominent peak with its
elevation. In the Himalayas and near-by
ranges are shown towering Everest, 20,002
feet high, the world’s loftiest pealk: suc-
cinctly labeled K*, with an elevation of
28,250 feet, second highest of the earth’s
mountaing; kanchenjunga, Dhaulagird, and
Nanga Parbat, which constantly appear in
the warld news; and more than a score of
others higher than the loftiest peaks of
other continents. The principal passes and
caravan roules across the mountains are
alsn shown.

OUn this
portion of the map readers will fingd many
names new Lo them, denoting areas, lowns,
and physical features that Dore other la-
bels a few wears ago. In former Turki-
stan, for example, s the Turkmen Soviet
Socialist Republic, the Uzbek 8. 5. R, the
kara Kalpak Autonomous 5, 5, K., the
Tadzhik Autonomous S, 5, R., the Kirghiz
Aok B R,

The one-time city of Ekaterinburg hns
become Sverdlovek, Vernd has gliven place 1o
Alma Atn, Poltoratsk is now Ashkchabad. 1n
each of these cases and in scores of others
the displnced name i3 shown on the map in
parentheses beside the newer name.

The map is the first pulilished widely m
Americn showing complete boundaries for
the séveral kingdoms, colomies, and protec-
torates into which Arabia is divided.  Previ-
ous maps have shown definite divizsions only
around the coasts of Arabin. Hadhramaut,
with its unusual “skyscraper” cities, =
shown under the political influence of
Hritish Aden.

Une of the least-known political divi-
sions to take its place on the map is the
Republic of Tanny Tuva, under Soviet
influence, which lies west of the southern
end of Lake Baikal and north of Outer
Mongolia.

TRAILS, ANUIENT ARD MODERN, THACED

Newly built rail lines are shown on the
map. Most of the new construction appears
in Turkey, in the Kazmk Autonomous Soviet
socialist Republic and in Manchurin and
northern Korea.  From numerous important
raitheards the map shows overland trade
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rottes extending through deserts and over
mountnins, These trails were traversed
formerly only by camel and mule caravins.
Recently the bedasts of burden on some—
notably in Trans-Jordan, Irag, and Per-
sia—have given way in large part to motor
trucks and passeénger automaobiles.

The newest geographic features shown
are islets in the Ching Sea west of Palawan,
the occupation of which by France in the
early nutumn was protested by Jopan,

COLORS TELL MUCH

The tints of the map emphasize the oo-
logzal settings of the world's leading em-
pires and colonial dominions on the vast
Asinn stoge.  All British ins, man-
dated territories, and colonies are shown
m pink. The Islund of Cyprus is the most
western Asiatic territory to bear the British
color.  From there eastward the sweep of
British influence is shown In Palestine and
Trans-lordan, in regions along the Red Sea,
the Gull of Aden, and the Persian Gulf;
in Baluchistan and huge India: in Burma,
the Malyy States, Borneo, Australin, and
New Guines. The area farthest north
along the China coast to fly the British
flag 15 shown by the tiny pink spot that
represents the island of Hong Kong.

Because the large number of separate
sovereignties in Europe and Asia and a lim-
ited spectrum of colors make pocessary a
repetition of certnin tints, Afghanistan ap-
pears on the map outlined in purple,  All
other purple tints in Asia denote control by
France—areas scattered from Lebanon and
Svrin in the west to French Indo-China
and Kwangchowan in the east. Little-
known French colonies in India are shown
by tiny puarple splotches on the east coast
of the peninsula,

O the west coast small orange-colored
spoils indicate bits of land over which the
flag of Portugal {lies. These and half the
island of Timor, northwest of Australia,
are the only territorics of appreciable size
Ielt in Asip to-day under the ownership
of the great exploring and colonizing coun-
try which, at the end of the fifteenth cen-
tury, found the sea route to the East and
staked out the first of the many European
land claims that later became recognized.
Muacau, Portuguese city mear Britnin's
Hong Kong, is too small to make tinting
feasible. Its ownership, like that of other
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tiny areas nlomp other coasts, is indicated
in parentheses.

The huge but unified territories of the
Soviet Union and of China are shown re-
spectively by borders of green and yellow.
A narrow barrier of brownish orunge along
the western and southern bordeérs of Man-
churia marks ofi within Chinese territory
the area over which Japanese influence has
been extended.

United States soversignty is denoted on
the map of Asin by a brown tint. It ap-
plies not only to the Philippines, but ‘also
io Guam, 1400 miles to the east; to the
westernmaost Up ol Alaska: to the Aleutian
Islands; and to isles in Bering Sea.

Four areas, neither under an independ-
ent government, nor controlled by o single
natinn, are left white on the map.
