From XNikko T decided to ga “light,”
shippel my bag to Yoro Nomura, and
bought a juwroskiki, a huge handkerchiel
asedd to carry things, T had purchased two
pairs of white linen trousers and two fine
silk shirts, with my name in Jupunese, for
$4.

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The Japanese, oven in Hearn's dav, were
“the greatest truvelers in the world, i their
own country.” T often felt the common folk
approved my way of wandering, even If
vficlitls sometimes were suspicious and
caused me o littde trouble on that account.
But poor people seemed 1o believe 1 was as
I said Bimbo ne kito like themselves, and
from them camé more genuinely disinler-
vited service,

Ui the marning T left Nikko T walked
neross eountey o the next raflway station,
adelightiul journey, for the most part down
an avenue of cryptomeria.  Here wias none
of Tokyu's oppressive heat, none of its fast
tempo. Life seemed 1o go on just as it had
for centuries.

Children played happily in the stremms
where their mothers washed clothes and

These
widely scattered islands are bounded on
{he south by the Equator and are spread
over most of the vast sea stretch between
the Philippines and the 180th meridian.
The chigi groups are the Marianas, Caro-
lines, and Marshalls, The total number of
lands large enough to be of some impor-
tance 15 about 1,400 (see map, page 4835)

This vist and beautiful island world be-
longed to Spain in the days of her glory.
But Spain lost interest in her Pacific empire
when the United States deprived her of the
Philippines. Tuo relieve her Onancial diffi-
culties  following the Spanish-Americin
War, she sold her Micronesian islands to
(Germany in 1899 for aboutr $4,500,000.

The first gues of the World War had
hardly been fired in Europe when Japanese
warships sailed south and occupied Micro-
nesia, At the Meace Conference m 1919
the islands were entrusted o Japan as &
mandate from the League of Nations, 3o
it is from Yokohama today, not from Bar-
celong or Hamburg, that you take off for
this South Sea adventure:

Since
the present supply of currency more than
mieets the demand of a decreasing popula-
tion, litthe new money is being mined today,

While Tol was making his purchases, we

saw  another fOnancial transaction, con-
ducted by the use of shell money. A string
of large shells was given by the lady of the
houwse to o Chomorro trader in exchange
tor two bottles of petraleum (page 484 ).
The Chamorros. [ew in number, weair
Europenn dress, are hall Spanish in blood
and language, and take pride in their gui-
tars; mantillas, and early massis. They are
a reminder of the days when the long arm
of '.'='||.'Lia| Feac il E1:1:'=|'1.=.':4.:; around the world
to these small Pacific islinds, Their names
seemn Oikdly out of place on this barharic
isle. We spent many interesting davs later
in the home of Jesis Untalin, whose wife
was Micalla and whose twelve children
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were Maria, Juanito, Manaolo, Vieentico,
Marcos, Teresa, Tomasa, Jose, Filomena,
Ursula, Joaguina, and Felicida!

The Chamorros, of course, are quick to
adopt new  ways, and  Japanese money.
The Kanakas cotitinue to use stone or shell
money, of none at gll.  That s, many of
their negotintions are conducted without
the use of any currency, by primitive
methiwds of barter. But even m barter
there are fixed prices. Ope coconut costs
ope cigarette,  Cne match will buy two
nuts, A roll of bréead 8 worth ten nots,
Chickens, egps, or pigs are sold in the same
way, for bread, tobacco, petroleum, or
canned poods, nol for money,

A fresh surprise was in store for us when
dinner wis prepared. Tol quickly set up
twir new fireplaces in the yard. There were
already three. Since the trader had been
out of matches, fire was made by friction in
one fireplnce, then carried to the others. A
pot was placed on each, Soon five dinners
were boiling.  Tal's mother was running
frantically scvoss the vard from pot 10 pt.

TART 0N EATING FROM WOMAN'S TOT

I asked Tol why five fires instead of one?
Why five hig pots when one wouald contain
all the stew of toro, yam, and pork that was
being cooked?

“Tabu,”" he aid. “Each person, one pot,
Girl no matter, she can eat from mother’s
pot.  Man cannot eat from woman’s pot.”

“What would happen if he did#"

“Na longer be head of house,  Be slave of
woman.”

Su by this odd superstition the work of
the woman is multiplied many times, T have
spen in the grounds of one dwelling as many
as seven fireplaces, each covered by a thatch
roof—seven kitchens to ane house—and all
tended by one woman!

We ate separately, back hali turned, as i
wngry at all the others, each muan crouching
protectively over his pot, guarding it against
the Laleful influence of the women. Only
the mother and daughter dipped their fin-
gers nto the same pot,

Supsel colors were beginning to play
across the lagoon.

Perhaps Tol sensed the apprehensive
question that was asking itseli in our minds.

“Sleep my house no good,  Too small,
Sleep in All Men House."

The All Men House is the clubbotse and
council hall of the village. A large thatched
budlding, it extends out into the lagoon on 4

stone platform, It is for all men and tor
men only. Exception was made in the case
of 4 foreign woman (pp. 498, 500, 501).

That evening o Hzard dance was staged
for our benefit in the vast, black hall. Brown
bidiss weithed and squirmed in imitation ol
Yap's big lizard. the whole sinuous mass
Lit only by the red ilicker of worches, There
arcse weird chants, unearthly yells,

At Tast came the ‘words of paring:
“Good 3 the pight: sleep!™ Some men
went home. (Others lay down on the mer-
ciless hard flvor made of round bamboo
poles, And so did we. Weariness softened
the bed.

MEN'S CLUBD FOH THE LIVING AND DEAD

Tol stuyed, for it is the custom of all un-
miarried young men to sleep in the club-
bouse, We sympathized with Tol on this,
his first night honte since his father's death,
for his father’s corpse lay in state in & corner
of this great spectril chamber, But the
Kanaka sees much of death—the death of
his dear ones, the death of his race. In the
melancholy words of a Tahitian puoet,

“The leaves are falling on the sand,
The sea shall swallow coral strand,
Our folk shall vanish from the land.”

After nearly a month in Yap we voyaged
on to spend three months in the other fairy
islands of Micronesia. They were all varia-
tions of the theme of which Yap woas the
keynote, In no other sland was primitive
Kanaky life o clearly revealed as on Yap.
Flsewhere it wus modified, glossed over,
clothed (literally ) Ly the activities of offi-
clals and missionaries,

And yet each island in its own way was of
surpassing interest,

RADIO TOWERS AND SCHOOLS ALONIG
JUNGLE TRAILS

In the Palay group is the headquarters
of the Japanese South Sea Government. A
Japanese town of 5,000 people, clattering
busily about on Japanese clogs, has sprung
up where only a few years ago bare feet
followed jungle trails; Radio towers, stores,
hospitals, and schools have appeared. An
airport i being constructed for the airline
o connect the islonds of Palou with Tokyo.
A five-year plan is being launched for more
intensive development of the =lands and
encouragement of Japanese immigration.

As 1 write, there are 40,000 Japanese in
the mandate, and 50,000 natives. But the
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native population is standing still, excepl
in Yap, where it 13 decreasing. The Jupa-
nese  population, on  the contrary, has
doubled in four years and bids fair 1o double
again in the next four. Micronesin is raj-
wlly becoming an equatorial Japan,

The antlike nctivity of the Japancse puls
the mitive in a daze. Intensive cultivation
of the 2oil, which the Japanese know so well,
5 performing miracles, Barren uplands,
supposed (o be useless, are yielding rich
harvests of pineapple and tapioca.

In the guiet lngoons, oysters are trained
to produce peards in great numbers.  In the
stormy  waters outside the reef o fleet of
Inrge motorized fishing boats mukes whole-
sale catches of bonito, to be dried to board-
like consistency and sent to Ash-hungry
Jupan.

Phosphate which the birds deposited more
than a million yesrs ago on Angaur is heing
transported for use as fertilizer on Jnpan’s
pocket-handkerchief farms (page 504),

SUGAR NOow IN “THE ISLES OF LITTLE
ACOOUNT"

In the Marunas, once called islands
Yof little account,” the sugar ¢ane has
been made to feel at home. (O Saipan,
Tinian, and Roty, sogar to the valoe of tén
million yen is being produced annunlly,

Nt content with the present large plant
population of Micronesia, the Jupanese have
brought plant immigrants from all parts of
the worlidd. Some of these newcomers grow
homesick, lunguish, and die; others are
made comfortable by the skill of scientific
hinticulturists and heconre permanent set-
tlers in Micronesia,

A stalwart, burly scientist-farmer in rub-
ber hoots took us about the governmentil
experiment farm on Ponape. He pointed
ottt the strangers that he hus brought to
Ponnpe,  There were the chestnut from
Polymesin, the sapodilla plum and the
Coromandel gooseberry rom  Java, the
cashew nut from India, nutmez, cloves,
mangosteen, and pomegrannte from Celebes,
alligator pears from Hawaii, jack fruit from
Malaya, aloes from Africa, coffee from
Arabia, liches nuts from Ching, Brazil nuts
from Brazil, and oranges from California !

These are only a few of them, In all,
238 kinds of fruits, grains, vegetables, and
trees have been imported and acclimatized
in Ponape,

“No skill needed,” said Mr. Hoshino
grufly in response to our compliments.

WOEDS ARE RELICS OF AMERIOAN

1804 and was formerly named Strong Tshand
for a Governor of Massachusetts, In later
years American whalers made s beautiful
harbor a rendezvous.

*I can remember seeing 22 whaling ships
in this harbor @ one time,” says fine old
hing John of Kusaje.

The newcomers left a légacy of foreign
diseases here as in other islands,  “Peeling
skin" the Ponape people called smaflpox,
which carried off half their population.

But who among the English
Lakes could fail 1o visit Dove Collage al
Grasmoere or go to Rydal Mount, not to
see dead relics of an immartal poet bul 1o
tread the same paths Wordsworth  trod?
Wordsworth had done some of his finest
work before he came, at the age of 43, 0
live at Ryvlal Water. But day by day until
his death this disciple of beauty found con-
tent and inspiration in this fair scene (see

of Sir Walter, enjoving with the gay old
boys this holiday within sight of his estate
above Windermere, where adversity over-
took and made a man of him.

SEEING CENTURY-DLD GHOSTS OF CGENIUS

During tea at the Old England, with
the milky lake misty beyond a flawless
lawn, T thought of that gpay party of poet,
politician, romsncer, humanitarian,
essavist. What glamour these century-old
ghosts gave to the rainy scene:

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THRUSHES, THRASHERS, AND SWALLOWS®

Robins and Bluebirds are Familiar Members of a Famous
Musical Family Which Includes the Hermit
Thrush and European Nightingale

T four o'clock one afternoon in Janu-
ary, 1951, a group of men stood
on o low hillside in the southern

Uniterd States and watched robins as they
came in countless flocks to roost in a far-
stretching titl thicket below them.

It was a stimulating sight, for us the day
waned the numbers of birds increased to
amazing proportions. In every direction
the sky was Alled with streaming clouds of
robins, all converging toward the swamp.
Tens of thousands wete arriving every
minute, @nd the Jight conlinued until dark,

“A noise ¥ much like the sound of
the surf was made by the birds’ wings when
they settled down Lo roost,” wrote one gb-
SEIVEer,

The men on the hillside were joined by
others until, when darkness fell, about two
hundred were pssembled. The company
now moved from its point of observation
and surrounded a large area of trees and
low bushes where myrinds of sleepy robins
were crowtled on limbs and twigs.

With torches and flashlights, the men
pushed their way into the thicket, and, with
sticks amd stout clublike hranches of trees,
began to beat from their perches the light-
tlinded and bewildered birds, Many were
killed, others injured, and still others cap-
tured unhurt to be put to death by the
pressure of a ruthless thumb and consigned
to the sacks which all the men carried.

Such massacres had been going on at this
Alabamia winter roost for robins {or some
time, undisturbed. But suddenly a cry
arose, & cry taken up and passed from man
lo man throughout the Hhity-acre swamp. It

was 4 new sound: it had never before been
heard in a Crenshaw County robin roost:
“Game wardens!"

Guiltily the men worked their way out
of the titi bushes and began to hurry away
in ol directions. There were only two
witrdens, but they succeederd in stopping
42 of the robin Killers, The majority of
those arrested had thrown away thoir sacks
of birds, but from the few captured the
wardens dumped 375 dead robins, which
were confiscated and given to the local
poorhouses and to a hospital, to be cooked
{or the Inmates.

It has not been very many iY:i'.l.l'ﬁ- zince
there were no tobin protection laws in the
Southern States, In fact, for o long time
after the settlement of what 15 now the
United States the robin was ¢ a5
game bird that might be killed at any time
of yenr and in any manner,

The Grst State to pass a law for the pro-
tection of the robin was Massachusetts,
which in 1818 made it o misdemeanor to
kill robins during a period of four months
gnd four davs each year. After July 4,
however, and until March [ of the follow-
ing year, this early law provided, they
might be taken at any time,

Virginia was the frst State south of the
Potomae River to prohibit the killing of
robins, Alter two years ol stremuous ei-
fiirt by the Audubon Association, a petition
with 10,000 signatures was presentsd to the
state- Legislnture and a law was passed on
March' 1, 1912,

Widely in the United States and Can-
ncla, the robin is the best-Known and most
popular of all wild hirds, and its arrival
in spring s hailed with joy {see Color Plate
1 and text, poge 331). 1ts song at dawn
i¢ the first note of the day to millions of
cars,

But over vast areas of the Southland
robing are known only us winter residents.
They neither probe the lawns for worms

buildings [(see Color Plate V1, and teat, page 543),

nor sing in the gardens. Tn scattered flocks
they frequent the open ping woods or run
about on the ground where the wire grass
has been recently burned, They come
about plantation howses and negro cabiins,
and feed on the half-dried berries hanging
in clusters from the China trees,

At this season robins grow fat and are
easy to secure, so (o many a southern boy
comes the temptation to shoot 4 string of
them to take home for his mother (o cook
in & stew or robin pie,

It may surprise some old friends of the
robin to learn that the redbreast belongs 1o
the family of thrushes. But students of
anatomy, who have a pift for studying
feathers, dissecting muscles, and measuring
bones, long ago agreed that in many cases
Lirds of quite different sizes and colors may
in reality be very closely related.

Furthermore, if it is true that from the
embryvo to the adult stage nn animal re-
capitulates the history of its mmce, we may
feel ourselves o be witnesses of one stage
in the robin’s evolution when we seg the
young ones just out of the nest with their
breasts spotted in true thrush fashion (see
Color Plate 1).

COLONISTS FOUND A “sLUpR o™

This characteriatic of the young is shared
by another cherished bird companion—=the
luebird—swhich also is 4 member of the
lustrious and musical family of thrushes:

The English people who first settled in
Massachusetts found coming about their
gardens a little bird which in size, form,
and movements reminded them of the
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“Cock Robin" that the sparrow claimed to
have killed with his bow and arrow,

There was one very noticeable differ-
ence, however. Whereas the FEnglish
rebin has an olive-brown back, this bird
wore a mantle of blue, 5o the newcomers
named it “blue robin.” Today we call it
bluchird.

We have three distinot species in North
America—the eastern, the mountain, aad
the western bltebirds (see Color Plate 111
and text, page 535). The eastern, or com-
mon, bluebird occuples most of the country
from the Rocky Mountaing to Labrador
and Florida. Like our robin, it inhabits
cities and open farmland country, orchards
and woodlots, and keeps away, generally,
from dense forests,

Its song Is pleasing, its demeanor gentle,
and its coloring so attractive that almost
everyone enjoys having it near, Hundreds
of thousands of pesting boxes have been
erected for its accommodation and that of
s friends,

THREE WIVES 'IN A SINGLE SEASON

The first box T put up for bluebirds,
nailed to o white-cak tree in the yard, soon
contmined four blue eggs, and incubation
began promptly, But one night calamity
came in the form of a neighbor's cat, which
crept into the yard, climbed the tree, and
thrust a long arm into the box entrance.
Liawn disclosed the feathers of the female
bluehird scattered about the lawn,

When the male discovered that his mate
was not in the box, be began 1o call lowdly
for her return, and his anxiety increased
with the passing hours. He was un-
happy; in fact, the whole day was ruined
lor him,

But the very next morning another fe-
male came to console him, Evidently the
two reached an understanding, for about
11 a'clock we saw her go into the nesting
box to look things over.

A< a precaution, this time I suspended
the box from the Iimb with & foot of wire,
after first removing the ill-fated first
wife's eges and the nesting material,

A new nest was at once begun; eges were
laid and the female began 1o sit.  But once
again trouble camé. The cat climbed the
tree, got onto that swinging box somehow,
and pulled the bird from the egps.  Fresh
bluebird feathers with chewed wing tips
were found in the grass the next morning.

Now the male had still greater cause for
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lamentation than be
fare, if we may judie
by the jfact that 1]
days elapsed before
he could fnd o third
mate. Two things re-
main o be tokd: frst,
that the cat suddenly
died and, second, that
five wyoung bBluehirds
were riised in the vard
that spring,

The nest 15 always
made in a cavity—in
n hird box if there is
one handy; 1f pol, a
hole in an old apple
tree or in 4 fence post
appears to be just
as acceptable, Last
spring, while on a
motor trip, 1 found at
least a dozen bluebind
nests in omail  hoxes
fnstened to posts along
the country roads.

Nesting cavities
made by woodpeckers
are penerally aban-
doned after one sei-
son's occupancy, and
these attract bluebirds,
Holes made hy red-
headed woodpechkers |
have found to be por-
ticularly to their lik-
ing. The entrances are
sufficiently large to
admit a bloebird’s
body, but are small
enough 1o keep out a
sparrow hawk or n
screech owl, and this
2 an important consideration in localities
where these birds of prey -are numerous.
The flicker's nesting hole is accessible to
vither of these eneémies, and this may be the
reason it is rarely used by bluebirds.

COUSINS OF THE NICHTTNGALT

Woodpeckers lay their egzs on fine
chips of wood which are lelt in the hole
when it i3 being constructed, but such a
simple arrangement does not suit the blue-
hirds. Before laying their eges, they line
the bottom of the cavity with an ample
supply of dry grasses. ‘

In the
evening it soothes like
a benediction,

In the strains of the
wood thrush some bird
lovers have noted re-
semblances to a part
of Faust's appeal to
Marguerite in Gou-
nod’s opera. Others
have found sugeestions
of musical phrases from
Weber and Handel.

Along walercourses,
where trees are tall and
where ferns and skunk
cabbages grow, the
wood throsh loves (o
sing. “Swamp robin”
is one of the names by
which it I8 known.
While much more shy
and retiring than the
robin, the wood thrush,
like it, nevertheless
comies to  well-zhaded
purks and to the out-
skirts of towns and
cities where large (rees
have been left stand-
ing. It is an inhahit-
ant of deciduous
woods, wsually stop-
ping short at the edge
of evergreen [orests,

The nest 15 often

They showed that the hrst bird to
begin ege-laying was the great homed owl,
on February 28, and the last was the gold-
finch, on June 10, The wood thrush, ffty-
second on the list, was ready to begin the
incubation of its eggs on May 17, or 27
days later than the first robins.

Since the incubation of robing' eggs is
completes in 13 days, and since the young
remain in the nest only two weeks; it may
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very well be that on the day a wood thrush
hegins to incubate she will hear the anx-
ians call notes of her robin neighbor, whosse
young have just left the nest.

Like the thrushes, the members of the
family Mimidae, or thrashers and mocking-
birds, are gifted singers. This distinctly
American group s com of more than
60 species, of which 11 species and three
sybspecies are found in the United States,
They include such favorite vocalists as the
catbird, the brivwn thrasher, and the world-
inmous mockingbird (see Color Plates 111
and IV, and text, pages 558 and 539).

The rallicksome outpouring of the mack-
ingbird’s song constitutes one of the most
amaring vocal performances in the bird
world. In my opinion, it and the hermit
thrush are unguestionably the two put-
standing songbirds of the Western Hem-
Ephiere.

Mockingbirds are especially abundant in
the South Atlantic States, where at times
one may hear the voices of half a dozen
singing at once.

When the hérmit thrush feels the impulse
to sing, it mounts to some limb, and, 4s a
rule, remains staticnary while it devoles its
entire attention to the business in hand,
The mockingbird takes its singing much
less seriously. It may begin its song on
the top of a tree, a fence post, or a chim-
ney, but is easily diverted if it notices
something of interest on the lawn or if &
nétghboring mockingbird invades the par-
ticular area to which it has laid claim.
After inspecting the object which had
looked palatable or chasing its rival a
short distance, it returns to its perch, often
resuming 15 song while still on the wing.

There i3 infinite variety in the mocking-
hiird’s The long-talled black-
white-and-gray minstrel prodoces an as-
tonishing series of notes, some of these but
rarely, others tepeated over and over
again, aml all coming with such easy
abandon that at times one may wonder ii
the bird is actually conscivus that it is

Sometimes it rises for many feet, and
with dangling legs drops again to its perch
without mterrupling the song thal fows
forth unceasingly. At times it will sing in
tree ar bush, hopping from limb 1o limb.

The mockingbird's :EEE-EE'F_IfIE name,
Memus  polygloties, meaning “mimic of
many tongues,” is a correct characteriz-
tin of pumerous individuals, 1 have
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heard them give with precision the mewing
cry of & catbird and the plaintive, staccato
nesting call of o sparrow hawk, Almast
any bird of the neighborhood may be mim-
icked in such a way as to deceive the un-
accustomed ear.

Especially famous is the singing of these
birds on guiet, moonlight nights, when they
utter tones which, it would seem, could
come only from the spirit land, What
would a Flonida orange grove be, even in
full blossom, without the roundelay of a
mockinghird ?

Brown thrashers sing much as do the
mockingbirds, although the music comes
less spomtaneously and lacks a certain
power of appeal. In a land where the
mockingbird was not found, the brown
thrasher might well assume the tole of the
Uaruso of the region, but not otherwise,

SWALLOWS OF A FEATHEN FLOCK
TUGETHER

Swallows are useiul and gentle little
birds that twitter rather than sing, and
many of them prefer (o spend much of their
time fiving about near the homes of men,
They are gregarions in habits, Jarge numbers
often Dbeing found associsted together,
They feed wholly upon incects which they
capture while on the wing,

Thirteen species of the swallow family
(Hinmdinidae), with fve additional sub-
species, have been recorded in our country.

The purple martin (Color Plate VI, and
text, page 342) 1a the largest member of the
group, and, although it is eight inches in
length and has a wi rend of almost 16
mches, it would take nearly a dozen of them
to weigh one pound!

In spring and summer purple marting
inhahit much of North America and are
shundart especially in the Southeastem
States, They may be attracted easily by
erecting @ pole hung with a number of
gourds or topped by 2 many-roomed bird
box (see illustration, page 530).

Any farmer will tell you that martins
will keep bawks away from the chickens.
This belief is entirely accurate, for martins
defend their homes courageously and will
drive- hawks or crows from the neighbar-
hooned

Before the coming of the white man pur-
ple martms must bave used hollow Lrees as
nesting places, a habit to which they still
revert on occasion, In a wooded park at
Devils Lake, North Dakota, and again
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near o railway station in eastern Texas, 1
found small colomies using o larpe, partially
dead tree, the decayed wood of which had
been tunneled in i haphazard manner by
woklpeckers. '

In the pine and palmetto woods twenty
miles south of Fort Myers, Florida, 1 dis-
mounted from my horse ut noon one day
for lunch, While the guide fried the hacon
I examined six pine treex which appeared
to have been killed by @ single stroke of
lightning. Five of them contained holes
priginally made by Mickers, One of these
was occupied by a Florida grackle’s nest
antd three others were inhabited by purple
marting, Two martins were carrying straw
up o the fifth haole, but as often as they
came Lhey were mel ft the entrance by an
array of daggerbke bills, In o few days
the young flickers would depart, so in the
end the hole may have become the abode
of the persistent home-seeking martins,

In Bismarck, North Dukota, 1 found
martins nesting under the eaves of & build-
ing on Lhe busiest corner of the town, and
in Seattle 1 watched them carrying nest
materinl 1o holes left in the side of a re-
cerntly constructed warchoose. Onee 1 dis
covered a pair feeding their young in the
hood of one of the eléctric are lamps at
that time lighting the thoroughfares of
Flamt City, Florida,

Immedintely after the close of the nest-
ing season marting assemble in flocks and
oiten establish their roosts in towns, where
their mumbers, increpsing daily, grow into
huge proportions, Many people living in
Atlanta can recall the preat mariin roost in
the trees bordering one of the residential
strests.  For several weeks every summer
they wiere a8 decided onnoyance 1o inhabit-
ants of the nelghborhood and to those who
had occasion to pass along the street ot
night. In 1926 two policemen one evening
shot into the roosting hirds and killed more
than four hundred.

WHAT'S TN A NAME?

For some years there was such a roost in
a grove in Greensborn, North Carobing.
One evening | went to the top of o tall
building and watched the great hosts ar-
riving for more than an hour. My estimate
was 200,000 hirds and this T believe to be
conservative, They did not leave the
nedghborhood until lite summer, but by
the time the trees in the grove had lost
their leaves, 1 knew the murtins were in
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their winter home somewhere in the wilds
of Bragzil,

several of the swallow fomily apparently
have been named because of the particular
nesting environment which is suppased to
be peculinr to each; for r:l[l.mrﬁ-',, hank:
swallows nest in sand hanks, But the name
of the bird is not alwaoys descriptive of the
place where its nest is found and this fact
sometimes causes confusion,

Cnce | wetil for a bird walk with Ars.
Pearson in a region that was new to us: As
we passed an unused summer cortage some
swallows flew from the wide vernndn, |
pointed out two nests on & joist and said
that they were made by bam swallows,

“But thiz i3 a house, not o barn." she
objected,

“Well,” I said, “that’s what they are—
barn swallows' nests.”

A littde later we stood watching a row of
mud nests stuck o the weatherboarding
under the eaves of a barn,

“This 5 a colony of clif swallows," 1
told her.

“Chif swallows?" she repeated doubt-
[ully, :

It so happensd that the nexy day we
visited an island in the near-by lake. Along
the cliffis on one side there were m
cracks and cleits in and out of which hm
were pessing.

“What kind are they?™ she asked.

“Tree switllows,” 1 replied.

“Oh," she said hopelessly, “so harn swal-
lows nest in houses, chifl swallows nest in
barng, and tree swallows nest in clifis!”

Townsend's Solitaire
(M yaudestes Lowensendi)

A taneful resident of the Far West &5
this gray hird with its white eyve rings and
white outer tail feathers that fa<h when it
flarts about [see Color Plateé 1), As its
name indicates; it i3 a shy lover of lonely
places. 1t makes jts home along steep
mountam slopes and gorges from Alaska {o
Mexico and eastward to the Black Hills.

The salitaiee is eight or more inches long,
about the size of the cathird which it some-
what resembles. It weighs gbout one and

a hall ounces.

Although undoubtedly allied to the
thrushes and possessing some of their hab-
its, particulardy that of runming on the
ground and stopping suddenly like o robin,

the solitaire also reminds one of a gy-
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catcher. When it darts ajter a passing in-
sect and promptly retorns o its lookout
perch, its movements suggest Kinship to
the phoobe.

A pifted singer, it pours forth its potes
the clear mountain air with a gushing spon-
taneity thal sugpests the faomous songster
of the South—the mockingbird.

Its food, during the warm part of the
year, consists mainly of insects. In winter
it resorts to wid berries growing on vines
or on deciduous and cotliferous trees,

Some naturalists speak of seeing soll-
taires in flocks of considerable numbers,
but when observed by the writer, chiefly in
Wyoming and New Mexico, never more
than two were seen together.

Many of these il:rfrdﬁ winter south of their
summist range, although some remain as
{ar morth as British Columbia.

Varied Thrush
(fxorens macvins)

In the Puget Sound region of Washing-
ton one muy hear the banded robin, known
as the varied thrush, singing in the autumn
when other birds have lapsed into silence
{see Color Plate 1).

Mr, Fuertes, alter listening 1o ils song
in the forests of Alaska, wrote:

“It is a single, long-drawn note, uttered
in severnl different keyvs, some of the higher
pitched ones with a strong, vilieant trill,
Each note grows out of mth%ng, swells 1o a
[ull tone, and then fades awny 1o nothing,
until one is carried away by the mysterious
song.”

In summer the varied thrush inhabits
chi Eﬂ} heavily forested regions where fogs

are frequent and the foliage is often drip-
ping wet. It breeds in the Pacific coast
area from morthern Alaska to northern
Californin, and winters from southern
Algska o soouthérn California.

The nest, built in sturdy saplings or trees
of medium height, §8 composed of twigs,
grasses, and moss.  The greenmish egs,
three and sometimes four, are sparingly
decorsted with spots or small blotches of
varyiny shades of brown.

The birds feed upon insects, wirms, ber-
ries, and various forms uimn&t all of which
are gEnr:rn.ll:,r gathered from the ground.

In winter they may gather in flocks,
sometimes numbering many thousand in-
dividuals, a= robins do in the South.

Robin
{ Tordus migraloring)

This red-breasted, handsome member of
the throsh family 15 in many respects
America’s outstanding bird citizen  (see
Color Plate 1).  1ts numbers are impressive,
its personality more so.  To the North o
comes @ i hernld of spring and its cheery
somg s fmmilimr to miilions.

Dieep woods are not 1o the robin’s liking,
g0 the cearing of forests which [ormerly
covered much of eastern North America
has been 10 its gelvantage, ‘Throoghaut the
years this native bird has greatly increased
in numbers: (see text, page 323).

To be sure, cherry raisers in New Jersey
nnd strawberry growers in Floridh cry out
against the robin’s love for fruit, and secure
State and Federnl permits to shoot the
marauders. Yot among Americans as o
whole the robin is a cherished friend mnd
its popularity has never waned,

The robin's song 1% often heard before a
riin, in the early moming dml evening, and
during the nesting season at almost any
hour of the day. A cheerful warble made
up of ascencing and descending phrases, it
sounds as if the singer were breathlessly
repeating cheeriy cheerily cheeriy chieer-
iy, with the svllables rither badly slurred,
Other familiar utterances include Toud calls
of distress and alarm raized when a prowl-
ing cat threatens the young, a fighting cry,

and a fwf-ind note delivered with a bob of

the tail as the mbin flies up into a tree.

Soon after their eénrly moming concert
robins are seem on the lawn, busily hunting
earthworms. Brisk and businesslike, they
stop suddenly, erect and motionless, then
pounce upon their slippery prey.  They
also eat ruantitles of noxious insects,

A pood home-maker, the robin builds a
workmunlike nest which may be found at
almost any distance from the ground about
houses or in trees. Tt is a thick bowl of mud
held together with blades of grass, rein-
forced with leaves and weed stalks, and
lined with soft grosses.  In shoping the mud
shell the mother bird uses her breast, turn-
ing around and around, The eggs are so
striking and unusunal in hue that they have
given their name 1o a color.

The robin has mony natural enemies—
snakes, jays, crows, hawks, owls, anil
athers, In an aspén grove on a sagebrosh-

Olive-backed Thrush
{ Hvlocicha wstilata sivafisond )

This little traveler 1s one of the few spe-

cies whose journeys twice a vear extend
over much of the length of the two Amer-
was {Color Plate 11}, In the extremity of
its range il makes a round-trip pilgrimage
of more than 17,000 miles,

The majority of people who look for the
olive-bucked thrush see it only as o mi-
grant. In spring in the New York region
we expect it to appear during the second
week of May and to depart by the laxt
of the month, At that time it 15 return-
ing from its winter sojourn in sn-uthcrn
Mexico or perhaps even as far south as
Patagonia,

some of these long-distance flyers stop
o breed in morthern New York State or
in New England. Others continue north-
ward to Newfoundland, to the Mackenzie
River, or even 1o the coast of Alaska
E;I:;l looks out over the icy waters of Bering

In autumn T look again for the migratine
olive-hacks near my home and usoally find
same of them between the middle of Sep-
tember amd the fifteenth of October,

In the Pacific coust country this form is
replaced by a subspecies called the ruzsset-
huﬂ:ﬁi thrush (/. w, ustuduta).

the tree limitz of
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Gray-cheeked Thrush
(H Woecichla minima aliciae)

So closely does this species resemble the
olive-backed thrush that only a most ex-
perienced chserver may be expected to tell
them apart, when perchance they both ap-
pear in the shrubbery of the lawn or garden
during their seasonal visits. The slightly
more pronounced eye-ring of the olive-
back s the maost distinctive mark (Color
Plate I1).

The breeding range of the gray-cheeked
thrush is a narrow strip of country just be-
low the northern tree limit, extending from
Labrador westward to Alaska and north-
eastern Siberin.

Woaood Thrush
(H vlocichla mestelima)

Some of the thrushes are difficult for the
bird student to name with certainty, but
the wood thrush stands out as a conspicu-
ous exception (Color Plate T1). Its brenst
and sides are thickly sprinkled with round
hlack spots, whereas the similar morkings
o the underparts of the other throshes are
not so noticenble and are more in the nature
of short bars or stripes.

Furtheérmare, this is a large thrush, al-
though smaller than a robin, It is a little
more than eight inches long and hos o
wingspread of 13 inches, being thus about
twn inches shorter than a robin and thres
inches smaller as measured from tip to tip
of the wing:.

These birds pase the winter from south-
ern Mexico to Costa Rica,  In the District
of Columbia they appear shortly after the
middle of April. fillitg the parks with their
music (see text, page 526). After rearing
their young they depart southward about
the secomd week in October.

Hermit Thrush
(H wlocichla guitaty)

1f you come upon o thrush which has a
tail noticeahly browner than the rest of its
plumage, mark it well, for vou have seen
the famous hermit thrush (see Color Plate
11, and text, page 525).

A true hermit, the swestest singer among
all the thrushes dwells in deep and some-
what v woods and seems eager to
elude the notice of humans who may, per-
chance, imvade its solitudes. Because of
the marvelous quality of its music it has
been callad “American nivhtingale
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In stmmer the hermit thrush inhahbiis
much of North America [rom central
Alazka to California and in the Easi from
sotthern Quobec to the mountains of Virs
ginia. It is divided into seven subspecies,

Veery
(H vlocickln fuscescens frscesoens)

There is great charm in the silvery notes
of the veery (see Color Flate IT). Tﬁl:mug
begins strongly and diminishes in volume
as it proceeds. It has the peculiar effect of
a continuous - flow of melody, whirling
raplidly  downward along some invisible
spiral cord.  This song is given at all times
af day, but it is especially noticeable in the
early morning and late evening.

One summer, finding myzelf in a region
where veeries were singing all about the
camp, 1 determined to find @ nest. After
three doys of fruitless search, | wired a
friend who Enew the bird well, and asked
fur helf.

“Nest on or near the ground,” he replied.

| already Enew this much from the bicd
hooks. What 1 wunted to know was in
what kind al places T should look.

After two weeks of daily search I found
a nest with four young, but not entirely
through my own efforts. It was pointed
out 1o me by an excited bird of another
species, & red-eyed vireo, She led me to
it by her querulous noles as she sat on a
low limb ovérhemd, shouting anathemas at
the four vouthful heads that were raised
repeatedly in the hope of being fed. The
nest was on the ground among the stubs
left where a bush had been cut down.

The veery breeds in eastern  North
America, south to North Carolina and the
mountains of northern Georgia, When it
leaves ys in autumn it goes to Colombia,
British Guiana; or Brazil, where it spends
the winter, The western subspecies is the
willow thrush (M. [. sabicicola).

Eastern Bluebird
(Sialin sialiy sialis)

Perhaps no other fedthered resident has
a firmér hold upon human affections thon
the gentle, lovable bluebird (see Color
Plate 111, and text, page 324,

Its arrival from the South & made known
by a delicate, putling warble with a wistful
refrain that seems to say, “Dear, dear, think
of it, think of it." Soft and low comes the
two-syllabled answer of the female,
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They are even better prophets of 5?‘1‘:’12
than the robins, for far fewer bluebirds
winter in the North, After passing the sum-
mer in the Northern States and the south-
central and ecasteérn provinces of Canada,
most of them spend the winter in the States
below the Potomac and the Ohio Rivers.
At this seazon they are scattered all over
the region and are readily seen. One cold
day last vear | counted 22 of them at one
Lime,

When & bitter cold storm sweeps the
country severil bluebirds may seek sheltir
for the night in the same cavity ol a free.
In 1893, when sleet coversd much of the
South for many davs and gremtly reduced
the bluehird population of our country, 1
knew of eight dead ones that were removed
from a sinple woodpecker's nesting hole.

In their conjugal relntions Bluebirds are
devoted, as befits a bird which has come 1o
i & symbaol of happiness,

From a purely proctical standpoint it is
highly desirable to attract bluehirds to the
garden and orchard, Throughout the sume-
mer they may be seen killing cutworms
whenever they can find them. Caterpillars
of many varieties also are in danger when
the gentle bluehird is in the neighborhood,
It helps, too, when outhreaks of canker-
worins accur.  During the vedr a fourth of
the bluebird's food consists of grasshoppers.
In gutumn and winter various wild berries
are caten, A sobspecies, the axure hlue-
bird (5. 5. fefva) i found from southern
Arizona to Versoruz, Mexico,

Western Bluehird
(Sialia wexicama)

Unlike the eastern bluebind, this beauti-
ful species (see Color Plate 11T) is no
singer, [ts few twilterings dare In no way
comparable to the sweet warhle of its rela-
tive,

Like the eastern species, however, the
western form often mdses two of more
broods in a feason.  There is an authentic
record of a pair building six nests one
vear, in #ach of which six eges were [ald.
This unusual happening, however, wis
brought ahout by the egg-collecting habits
of an oilpgist who systematically robbed
the birds as each clutch was depasited.

In the United States there are two vari-
eties of this bluebird, The hetter-Known
type (5. m. accidentaliz) breeds from Brit-
ish Columbia to western Montana and south
through California. It winters in the south-

Mountain Bluehird
\Sialia currwcoudes)

Late one afternoon a number of us gladly
dismounted from our horses by the side of
the Snake River where it goes rushing on
its way through western Wyoming. The

2 of saddle- and -hirses
had begun when, looking up along the rough
trail by which we had descended from Two
Ocesn Pass, I caught sight of a bird that
flew to the side of a dead tree and dis-
appeared.

With blankets scattered aboot and my
tepee not yet erected, 1 deserted camp -and
soon found a pair of mountain bluebirds
carrying food nto an old woodpecker hole.
I stayed and watched that nest until sun-
down, The plumage of the miale was a
mast exquisite cerulean and reminfscent of
certain shades seen in the waters of the bay
of Nassau, or in the Blue Grotto of Capii
(see Color Plate 11T).

As | watched himy flying about, T found
myseli pitying certain eastern bird lovers
who were not there to thrill at the sight of
the gentle amnd amazingly colored bird of
this far-awany wilderness, The mountain
bluebird breeds from southern Yukon Ter-
ritory and North Bakota southward 1o the
Mexican border.

Catbird
(L umeteila carplinenis)

The cathird is one of the most commaon
and best-kpown feathered imhabitants of
southerm Canada and the United States.
Except for a black crown and chestnut
under-tail coverts, it is slate-colored both
ubove and below (=ee Color Plate TIT7).

Because of its inconspicuous coloring and
slinking hahits, the catbird is far more often
heard than seen. Its plaintive mew s
uttered in the shrubbery of the lawn, the
vines in the gardens, and the thickets in
fields and along {ence rows, Its song is
rich, varied, and prolonged. and usually is
produced when the performer is well hidden
in thick foliage,

Besides Deing a very entertaining bied to
have about the premises, the cathird is also
4 valusble one, destroying numbers of in-
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jurious insects;. s taste lor domestic froit
is pronounced, as strawherry raisers fre-
fuently attest.

The cathird's bulky nest i= concealed in
vines or thick bushes, It is composed of
Iwigs, leaves, rootlets, and often fragments
of soft bark stripped from cedar trees.

Sage Thrasher
| Chreoscoples montans )

It has been my good fortune to meet the
sage thrasher now and then in its summer
home in the sagebrush country of the West,
and ome December day 1 found it in the
chaparral of south Texas.

several miles north of the Enchanted
Mesa of New Mexico the pueblo of Lasuna
has basked in the sunshine for centuries.
From the adobe buildings a path worn deep
in the rock leade to n water hole of unces-
tain attractiveness. It was here, where
maccasingd feet have long trodden, that |
ﬁst saw the sage thrasher (see Color Plate

.'}'.

With elevated tail it van along the
ground, patsing at intervals to raBe Qs
wings in mockinghird fashion. But for its
sputted breast it might have passed for a
mockinghird, s0 closely did its form and
movements resemble those of that famous
sompster. It 2 a gifted musician and its
impuissioned singing is béard in spring over
vist expanses of the elevated regions of the
Far Wesl.

For food the sage thrasher depends
chietly on insects, but it does not hesitate
1o visit the ranchman's gurden in search
of herries or grapes.

The negt is placed in low hushes and the
four or five green ezps are covered with
large brown blotches.

The summer home of the sape thrasher
extends from British Columbia (o central
California and enstward to the border of
Nebraska. It winters from southern Cali-
fornia and cemtral Texas southward through
northern Mexicn,

Moackingbird
(Mimus polyglotios)

Few birds spend as much of thelr Ume
in song as does the mockinghird (see Color
Plate IV). | have noted individuals which,
it seemed (o me, would literally have sung
all day had they not deemed it
to pause frequently o chase away other
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birds that came too near (o suit them. Rela-
tively little time was employed’ in hunting
fond,

Futthermore, they sang for hali the
night, especially when the moon was shin-
ing. They had tales of love to tell, and,
like the Ancient Mariner, they had to speak
right on. Mockinghirds sing not only in
spring but in summer and even on pleasant
winter days. No other bird pours forth
such a torrent of notes,

If asked to choose my favorite bird, 1
would name offhand the mockingbird, for
I hold many memories of his glorious song
al Chevy Chase, Atlanta, New Orleans,
Pazadena, and in a thousand rtoral dis-
tricts,

Mockingbirds are not migratory; any
wanderings by individuals are of short
duration and, of course, are made in (uest
of n more readily acquired food supply.

The eastern mockingbird (M. p. poly-
plottor) ranges: from sopthern lowa and
Muarviand sonthwiard to the Gulf of Mexico
and eastern Tesas. Western mockingbirds
(M. p. lewcopterus) inhabit the country
from ceniral Californin and western han-
g5 to Veracruz and Cape San Lucas.

Curve-billed Thrasher
( Tozostoma curvirnifre)

The curve-hilled theasher (7. c. owrwi-
rosire) and its two associated subspecies,
Palmer's thrasher (T. ¢. palmerd) and the
Brownsville thrasher (T, c. eberholsert), in-
halit the warmer arid regions of southern
Texas. New Mexico, Arvizonn, and north-
ern Mexico. They are all birds of the sage-
brush, cactus, and mesquite countries (see
Color Plate V).

Brown Thrasher
{ Toxostoma rulum)

This is the “merry brown thrudh” of our
childhood books. But it is not a thrush.
It is too brown; its tall is o long; and its
eyes are bright yellow and not dark brown
(see Color Plate IV). It is a famous singer
and by many & regarded o8 a close secoud
‘10 the mockinghird.

Wherever trees are intermingled with
shrubbery, especially if vines: or briar
tangles are present, there 52 good chance
of finding the browm thrazher. It prefess
dry uplands to swomps or the borders of
ponds and streprms.

The brown theasher usually appears in
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the Northern States and southern Canada
from the sixth to the fifteenth of April and
departs in October for its winter home in
the Southern States and Texas: Through-
out much of its range i i an abundant
bird, and, since It hns a voracious appetite
and provides well for its brood, the insects
it destroys are countless, It consumes
ants, thousand-legs, beetles, grusshoppers,
and no end of caterpillars. It also feeds to
an extent on grain, fruft, and berries.  The
bulky nest with its spotted ¢ges is hidden
in thick vines or bushes,

Bu_::di-re‘s Thrasher
[ Tovortoma bendires)

The various long-hilled thrashers of the
spmmi-arid deserts of the Southwestern States
are: very much alike in color.  All are
pale brownish-gray or drab as i bleached
hy the rays of the sun beating so pitilessiy
upon the rocky mesas and the cactus
reaches of the sandy flas,

In deserts from seutheastern California
to sputhwestern New Mexico, one discovers
the summer home of Bendire's thrasher
(see Color Plate V). Tt also runges across
the border into northern Sonorit

California Thrasher
( Toxostema rediviown redivivunt)

This bird’s song resembles in many te-
spects that of the mockingbird. It s de-
fivered from the topmost bough of some
tree or tall bush. Such a position when
singing =eems a little odd, since at all other
times the bird keeps close to the earth and
i5 usually well hidden [rom view m the
chaparral. 1t likes to run along the ground
nnd when alarmed will often seek safety by
this means rather than by flying {see Calor
Plate V),

It ventures from cover now and then in
search of feod, often spading up the ground
with its hill as it looks for worms or grubs.
There is much food also to its liking on
many bushes, both wild varieties and those
grown in gardens. Seeds and insects of
many kinds are taken. [Its three or four
spotted eges are laid in a nest of interlaced
sticks and twigs, lined with grass, rootlets,
and strips of bark, Usually it is well hid-
den in a bush or thicket.

The range of the Califorpia thrasher is
west of the Slerra Nevada from Monterey

Crissal Thrasher
( Faxostoma dorsale dorsale)

From Utah to Baja California and {rom
sputheastern Callfornia 1o western Texns
is the homeland of the crissal thrasher (see
Color Plate V).

This is an exceedingly shy bird., Field
observers often have great difficulty in see-
ing ane while it is singing, for i the song-
ster glimpses an approaching miruder 13
dives instantly to cover and & not readily
found again. If, by good fortune, one
finds a crissal at close raoge, it may he
identifed by the light-vellow eyes, which
are nol possessed by anv of the other
thrashers of the same In-r:afiw.

The erissal should be sought in the mes-
quite thickels bordering sireams and ar-
royos. The nest is made of thomy twigs
and lined with grasses, and is osually placed
in & thorm bush. The three or four eies
are light green without spots or markings.

Leconte's Thrasher
{Toxostoma lecontes beconter)

This bird and its subspecies, the deseri
thrasher (7T, I erenicola). ore very light
gray and their colors blend so perfectly with
the sands over which they roce that when
quiet for a moment they are practically
invisible [(see Color Plate V).

They are past mosters in the art of skilk-
ing through the cactus and crecsote bushes
and avoiding detection. 'When Qying they
usually rize only a few inches from the
ground. Men on borseback, trying to run
them down, have foond it difficolt to e
them to rise in the air and fly away like
other birds. In their efforts (o escape, the
thrashers prefer the speed of their legs and
their ability to dodge hehind bushes,

The nest is often placed n the cholla
caclus, the long spines and ensily detached
joints of which provide a muost effective de-
fense against marnuding animals,

Leconte's thrasher may be found in
desert growths of southeastern California,
southern Nevada, and Ttah, also in Ari-
zgong and northern Baja Californin.

Purple Martin
(Frogre subis)

Purple martine are sociable birds with o
fonclness for the company of their own
kind, and where nesting sites: for several
s are available a colony is soon estal-
ished.  They prefer to live about the
bomes of man, and in most communities
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glatfly accept the hospitality of those who
will put up nesting boxes for them (see
Color Plate VI and text, page 528).

Sometimis boxes with 100 or 200 apart-
ments are erected for theit wse, They will
accept also hollowed-oul gourds sospended
from crosshars nailed to & pole (see Hlustra-
tion, page 526).  In ungettled regions they
will nest in cliffs or o hollows of trees. Not
long ago more than 300 were estimated to
be Dreeding among the bowlder piles on
Spirit Lake, Minnesota,

Although breeding as f{ar north ax the
southern tier of Canadien Provinces and
even Alneka they are most abundant in the
Southern States. In the construction of
nests, weeds and straw dre used, as well
as other wvegetation, feathers, and even
rags. Ofteén mud is employed,

I have examined nests, the linings of
which were composed. wholly of the dead,
smooth leaves of the live ank, which some-
times covered the eges when the gourds
containing them were los=ed about in the
summer wind., In some sections two or
more broods are raised in a year,

The birds are very noisy about their
nests, and the swest twitterning cirol adds
much to the avian chotius about the homis
of planters and innumerable negro cabins
in the pineswonds country,

Northern ClLiff Swallow
(Petrochelidon albifrans qlbifrens)

Cliff sewallows arrive in the District of
Columbin about April 10, in Minnesota he-
tween April 15 and May 6, and ot the
northern limits along the edee of the Arctic
nt o still later date,

Typically swallowlike, they breed in col-
omies.  Their nests are made of little mud
pellets, carried one at a time, Many of the
nests are walled about in such @ way that
an opening anly large enough to admit the
bird 5 leit. Sometimes a bottlelike neck
forms the doorway (see page 322).

The side of a building, well up undeér
the edge of an overhanging rool, is a fnvor-
ite nesting place. For this reason the birds
are oiten known as “eave swallows” (see
Color Plate V).

Although found locally all over most of
Narth America, except Florida and the Rio
Gramde Valley, they are much more no-
merois in o some regions.  In the Central
stales, for some obscure reason, their num-
bers have much diminished during the last
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20 years, In Maine they are very common,
especinlly along the cosst. There | once
abserved a butlding beneath whose eaves
11{!;11‘:;: just 100 nests, all apparently occu-
pie,

In the summer of 1930, T took an exten-
sive motor trip on C Breton Islund,
Nova Scotia,  The voung of both cliff and
birn swallows were out of the nests, and in
great numbers were perching on li‘ir tele-
phone wires by nearly every farmhouse we
pas=ed. In 1927 I counted more than 200
of their nests under on ovechanging clifi
in an unsettled section of Utah.  Such
nesting sites are common in the Western
States. | |

In early September the birds begin their
migration, passing through Florda  dod
Central America to Bruzil and Argentina,
in which countries they are believed to
spend the winter.

Barn Swallow
{ Hirundo erytiroguster)

Late in April, 1934 as a steamer on
which I was o passenger pushed its way
northward through the purple waters of the
Strait of Yucatan, a large Nock of barn
swiallows appeared  (see Color Plate V1),
For perhaps an hour they circled about the
ship, alighting on the rigging and twittering
in small, cheerful voices, They were north-
ward bound fraom. their winter home in the
Tropics, and did not seem at all disturbed
by the fact that they were [ar out of sight
of land,

These little Nyers, like many other birds,
pussess an amazing endurance that enables
them to $eck their summer abodes some-
where in all that vast aren of the earth’s
surface bhetween Alabama and the Arctic
shores of northwestern Alnska (see illustra-
tion, page 524,

The nest 8 made of mud with grass or
straw and is lined with feathers and fine
grasses.  Beams or the verticil walls of
barns and other buildings are now almost
cexclusively used ns nesting sites.

Violet-green Swallow
(Tackvemeta thalassing lepida)

One of the many charming birds inhabit-
ing the greater part of western North
America is the dainty violet-green swallow
{see Color Plate VIT).

It is happy in the wildemess, bot also
finds safety and contentment about human
habitations. 1 have watched it in wild

343

regions of Alaskn, darting about difis in
the mountains of California, shimming over
Lake Washington at Seattle, and fluttering
ahout gardens in the outskirts of Oregon
cities. Its varied colors, its sprightliness of
movement, and its cheerful twitterings
make it one of the most welcome of bird
neighbors,

Its nest of feathers, and  sometimes
grasses, 35 built in hollows. Cracks and
small ings of various shapes along the

faces of clilfs are often ulilized, although

more often the Birds may be found occupy-
ing holes in trees, especially the abandoned
nests of woodpeckers. The exgs are white,
andl asa rule number four or five.

Being insectivorous, Hke our other swal-
lows, this bird mist retire soutbward be-
fore frost has cleared the air of those multi-
tudes of insects upon which it lives. Thus
the violet-greens; after passing the summer
in their favorite localities between the Yu-
kon River an the porth, Seuth Dakota and

Nebraskn on the enst, and the Mexican

border on the south, all iy away to Mexico
and Central America for their annual so-
journ under tropical skies,

Tree Swallow
(Iridoprocne bicolor)

Cne day last winter while T was driving
with & native Georgian through the pine-
lands of the southern part of his State, he
pointed to a flock of fifty or more birds
circling and Auttering over o shallow wood-
bamel pomnd.

“We call them ‘cold weather birds,” ™ he
told me, “because they come about such
places in winter when n cold day comes.”

The birds were tree swallows (see Color
Plate V11). Bodies of water retpin their
heat lomger than the land does; conse-
quently, on a cool dny more flying incects
are o be found at such places, a fact of
which the swallows were well nware,

In summer this species inhabits almost
the whole of morthern and central North
America, It breeds from Virpimin, Arkan-
sas, (olorado, and ceniral Ualifornin north-
ward almost to the tree limits an the bar-
ders of the Arctic regions.  In winter it may
be found from North Carolina, Texas, amd
central California over much of Mexico, as
well as in Cuba and Honduras.

The natural places for tree swallows to
nest are cavities in rocky cliffs and in trees,
bt many are now accustomed to the use i
bird boxes erected by kindly human hands.,
My iriend, the late Wlﬂmm Brewster, once
showed me the nest of a pair of these swal-
lows, built in a tin can erscted on o pole in
the yard of his farm on the Concord River
in Massachusetts. The birds hul suffered
misfortune, for the summer sun had so

Bank Swallow
( Riparin vifparia vigaria)

Like most of the swallows, thiz one seems
1o feel that it must have a cavity in which
to build its nests, and since wsually there i«
nome available to suit its needs_ it proceeds
o make itz own.  With bill {eet
excavates g horizontal burrow two o three
feet long in the side of a sand bank or
gravel bed.  The extremity of the hole is
enlarged and lined with dead grasses. The
hirds breed in colonies, and often the en-
trances to their burrows are only a fool
or two apart (s&e Color Plate VIT),

Few birds have such a wide and wvaried
weographical range as does the bank swal-
ow, It i found in many countrivs of Eu-
rope, Asia, and northem Airica. In Eng-
land I photogruphed one breeding place in
the side of a sand pit that contained more
than 140 nestz.  In America breeding com-
munities of these binls are o be found
from Alaska to southern California on the
west, and to northern Quebec and central
Alabamn on the east.

American Pipit
(Anthus spenoletia rubescens)

The family of wagtails and pipits {Mo-
tacillidae ) includes one hundred or more
species distributed widely in five continenis.
They are small gray birds; rather nonde-

script i general appearance (see Color
Plate VIII)., Ower much of the United

States they are seen 35 migrants, or, in the
South, as winter visitors,
Sometimes three or four may be seen

together, but as o rule théy come in Aocks
often numbering many scores of individu-
als. They feed on the ground and walk in-

Not long ago, by the Cooper River in
South Caroling, 1 watched several running
about on the damp ground of a4 cee Held

Late in winter, when plowing begins in
the felds of Vieginin, Georgia, Tennesses,
or elsewhere south of the Potomac and Ohio
Rivers, you may expect to see flocks of
these birds descend 1o the newly broken
ground. In flicht they undulate through
the air, but ut times have a drifting, uncer-
tain, butterily manner of movement difier-
et from that of other birds. breed
