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FLYING THE PACIFIC

r l *HE trail-blaging  FPan  American
Clipper, staked down in the open,
undergoing general overhaunl, wos

unnoticed by the crowd gathering @t the
witter’s edge at Alameda Airpori. Even the
trivmphant China Clipper, back only three
days from the first rodnd trip to Manila,
cecaped attention.

For today the Philippine Clipper was due
to hop off on the second airmail Hight across
the Pacific Ocean for Honolulu, Midway,
Wake, Guam, and Manila®

Apparently those who had crossed the
bay frem San Francisco this chill, gray De-
cember afternoon in 1935 had forgotten the
achievements of these other two ships which
had made such epochal flights as the one
ahout to start a matter of routine (pages
668 and 678D,

Standing nlongside the gleaming Philip-
nine Clipper, awaiting word to go abaard,
Hurold See and 1, representing the National
Broadcasting Company, could not readily
forget the China Clipper and its orew.
Originally scheduled to make the Pacilic
flight aboard her, we had flown in the China
(lipper from Minmi to San Francisco by
way of Acapuleo, Mexico.

LONDON TALKING—OVER CALTFORNIA

Flying between San Diego and San Fran-
cisco, we had participated inone of the most
succesaful broadeast achievements thus far
realized. Together with Captain Edwin (.
Musick, we had chatted with Caplains

The four of us hiad been interrupted by
i newspaper correspondent in London, who
nsked how the National Geegraphic So-
clety-Army Air Corps stratosphere  flight
still eould be under woy when Landon had
received word the balloon was ripped!

At the bt minote we bl been compelled
o give up the plan of fiying the Tacific in
the China Clipper, as her madl loitd was s
heavy she could not take us,

But today all our waiting nnd disap-
pointments were over. Aboard this sister
=hip, the Philippine Clipper, See and 1 were
to make the transocean trip.  We would be
the first persons, not emploved by Pan
American Airways System, to ly across the
Pacific in the Clipper ships.

Oyr mission was o test the long-range de-
pendability of portable, lightweight short
wive equipment recently developed.

With See and mysell and Louls Har-
mantas, meleorologist {or Pan American
Alrwavs, our flight personnel numlbered
twelye, Hormantas was being sent to
Mianila to estublish weather bureaas at the
fur end of the run.

We entered thromgh a hatch in the after
spctfon,  Inside we found that most of the
seats and the beautiful furnishings had
been removed, Mail sacks and parcels
were tied down in several compartments

take-off, fully loaded (51,000 pounds),
hadd required 45 seconds,

Slowly we climbed in a widening circle
and, as the land fell away, wispy clouds
moved in tn greet onr axcending crnft. The
dull metal of the Clipper blended with the
misty gravoess ol the sky. We were i part
of the atmosphere.

THE SONG OF THE MOTORS

A low ground hoee hid S5an Francsco
from us as we stroightened out severnl
thousand feet op.  The sun made an effort
to smile n salute, but the gray clonds
frowned him down.

The bum of the motors changed, For
a moment they seemed out of synchron-
zgation and thelr wvoices died to 8 mur-
mur. Then their song became 2 solo—
strong, but with a softer tome, We were
niw Oying with the motors at long range
crigising speed and the change in the pitch
of the propellers had reduced the roar.

O Point Bonita, we passed oul to sea,

This wis to be our last sight of land until
we reached the Hawaiinn Ishands—some
2 400 miles off the nose of our Ulipper. The
s¢a wins empty and, save for us, so was the
skv., We were out In o dull void between
spg amid sky with only the song of our
purring maetors Lo comiort us,

Harmantas was studying cloud forma-
tinns aned checking them agamst weather
teports, including datn brought back from
the flights of the Pan American and Chinn
Clippers,  Watching  him, we  realized
weather forecasting was no form of biack
mEgic or expert guessing, buat o carefol ac-
cumulation of & vast amount of information
over long penoddes of Lime.

AN FEMPTY SEA, AND THE NICHT

Now we were flving at 8,000 feet and the
stmosphere was clearer, The ravs of the
setting sun finally broke through the clouds
and the wing tip of our silyer Clipper was
etched in red-gold against the sky.

The cun dropped rapidly after that bril-
liant moment, but our ship was still plossid
in rich purples that dulled grodually to
deeper tones; then came a last bright Aash

wais dark—night had come.

T. R. Runnela, Communiéations Oilwer,
came aft. He was releasing the ship's
antenna 10 Harold See for our firit brogd-
cast. The antenna was recled in and oot
again to the length required by the wave
length assigned 1o ug,

mee sent oot his call—"WOEH aboard
Philippite Clipper calline—hello ROAC
Point lh'_'r't'-' (Californin). He wns wear-
g earphones, but s smile told o2 that
his call wis answered.

We went forward and obtained our posi-
tion ond approximate speed {rom  Judson

Ingrnm, First Navigation (ificer. The
microphone was hrought out to the roomy

Caplain Tilton was drinking coffes. He
154 hnely bullt man of normal height, with
a alim trimness of bearing thatl sugppests
early and regular physical training.

See i waving lo us
He holds up his hand—ithe sien to stand
by, We look out st the darkening night.

What words have we to describe what we
feel, what we've ienced and seen?
How can we adeguntely picture the sense of
nlomeness, of exhilnrption, of awesomeness,
of safety—now that we ure flying the
'peific?  See drops hiz hand and we are
on the air.

Captain  Tillon B watching, listeming
closely, Something we say pleasés him and
he nods approvingly. We sit down and talk
e him and in & moment a question has been
asked and he has answered it.  Ingrim and
Canaday grin, The Captain's twinkling
eyves wink, though he shakes a friendly fist,
and our broadcast is undet way.

We are 381 miles from Alameds and fly-
ing at 8000 feet,

Captoin Tilton, easier now, tells us his
home is Washington, 10, C.; that he served
with the Navy during the war and has flown
the Caribbean route of the P AA. for seven
years. Yes, he flew the 5-42, the Pan
American Clipper, to Wake 1shind and to
Guam.  He iz delighted 1o command one
of the larger ships and to have Caplain
[ vahlstrom along to give him the fesl and
lift of the new Clippers:

He declines to estimuite the time of our
arrival at Hionolalu

And so we talk on, looking out the win-
dows s we fly, boping 1o sight some Hght
on the water, See comiés (orward, point-
me- {0 his watch. We've been on the air
fourteen minutes, 1t time o sign off,

Point Reyes reporis excellent reception,
Runnels hurries forward, He needs the
antenng now o make a regular contact
with Pan American bases, Our next broad-
rast i two hours away and we decide to
visit the engineering olficers’ cabin.

NAVICATING WITHOUT A LANDAMARRK

To reach this part of the ship, we
must pass through the navigators' compari-
ment, But this i no time to bother them.
The hop between Alamedn and Hawail is
the longest leg of the ilight, 2404 miles,
andl there is not a single landfall to eheck
on hetween the Tnited States mamland mnd
the islands. Throughout the night, they
will study the stars,

Runnels, at his radio. will obtain radio
hearings from Alameda behind us and from
Muakapuo Point (Oahy, Hawaiian Tslands)
far ahead, a= well as other points, Periodi-

669

cally he will pick up ships' signals and
obtain their position, thus helping the navi-
gation officers 1o determine our own. Al in
all this will be a busy night for the crew.

With nothing in zight but clouds, and, at
times, dark water, it seems a bit incredible
to see the navigalors look at the chart,
check the time, and quickly scribbile down
o position, giving latitude and longitude
and tronslating the distance we have come
from nautical to stutote miles for our lnd-
lubbrer minds=* But, somchow, we are
confident that they know where we ore.

The quiet roar of the motors i= 4 com-
forting sensiition. Hour upon hour their
song is the same, though changing slightly
in volume a3 the Philippine Clipper ascends
or descends at the pilot’s will, to take ad-
vantage of more favorable winds at various
altitules,

A door shuts off the flyving brdge from
the rest of the ship. Opening this, we come
upan a short ladder and clamber up, The
noise 5 higher in here: a side window is
apen. It is inky black, but the glow of
many luminous dials on the nstrument
panel sithousties two fgures who sit there
cuotnfortahly, Their eyes are alert, their
heads tuming occasionally 1o left or right,
bt i the dim light we see their hands
are folded—neither has his haods on the
controls.

A RIBOT FLIER THE SHIP

We recognize Captain Tilton in the left
seal, He = on watch, in command, Cap-
tain Ralph Dahlstrom, First Officer, is fly-
ing the Philippine Clipper with his hands in
his lap—and we are on a 2,400-mile flight
RCrO== waler!

Dinhlstrom, sensing our questions, smiles
at us and points o a replica of o plane on
A dial, Tee wings dip left or right ever o
slightly to'the motion of the Clipper.

We lean down to Dahlstrom.  He shouts
into our e “We're msing the automaltic
pilot."”

The Sperry mechanism that has won
over even the mes! self-sefficient pilot was
dying the PMhilippine Clipper across the
Parific, though a crew of nine men was
aboar.

We move from our cramped position he-
hind the biritdge and, passing Runnels’ radio
desk, climb up ond crowl back to the

which we had entered. 1t &5 open directly
to the sky. A shield locks into place, but
the wind sucks through the opening and
It is bitterly cold. The full moon looks
sqquarely down into our faces—as far away
as ever, but surely seeming to follow us
and keep us company.

We grow cold and with Harold See
go fotward to the galley for something to
evat, But at this high altitude we pre con-
scions of a chill that hot coffee and soup
will bot warm. Stripping the Philipping
Clipper of all non-essentials for this experi-
mental Dight has included part of the
heating apparatis, we learn.  The crew
hove fur-lined fiying suits, but we broad-
casters and Harmantas are not so equipped.

ABLEEF O THE DEEP—AMONG
MATL DBAGS

We pile on sweaters and overcoats, but
these do not help. We do not want to
sleep our first night over the Pacific, but
it is ton cold o siv about. Going back
through the compartments piled with mail
sacks, all three of ws suddenly get the same
thought,  Without 3 word, we begin bur-
rowing down under the canvas mail sacks.

Haper in bulk iz warm ond, though none
of us intended to sleep, daylight wns not
far off when we awoke. We had spent five
houirs sleeping under and on the packages
and letters from all over the United States
for loved ones throughout the Orient.

The sky waz ugly, not dark but not vet
light enough to be day. The moon was still
in the sky, hut no longer behind us.  Cver
us the sky was hazy; below it was a solid
overcast of clouds. The eastern herizon
wits reddening dully. The entire scene was
depressing,

mtiffty we moved forward to the lounge,
Runnels and Max Weber, Second Flight
(ffcer, were sleeping now, hunched down
i their Ayving suits.  In the navigators'
compartment Ingram was sitting, not asleep
but with his eves closed, Cannday was at
the chart table, his eves red-lidded mnd
wedry, Meither of them had slept doring
the night.

Captain Tilton was eating in the galley.
He had cat-napped only a few hours, but
his eyes were bright, His smile warmed us,
dispelled the gloom. We joined him drink-
ing coffee amnd asked how far we had come.
He steppidd to the chart table, lotked aver
Conaday’s shoolder and ooted the last
mark. We were 572 miles from Honolulu

o

and had flown 1,840 miles {rom Alnmedn
during the night.

Chutzide it was clearer now; warm pink
raye of the =till invisible sun pierced the
darker hlood red at the horizon, The colors
from the first ravs were magnificent, hardly
dehnable in their rapid and seemingly end-
less procession of change from pale pink
pastels to deepening pold antil the sun it-
self burst forth in blinding brilliance,

By our watch it was 8:15 o'click, Pa-
ciiic Standard Time.

A while later Runnels handed Captain
Tilion a radio message from Hanoluly,
placing us 287 miles from Pearl Harbor.

The Clipper was . no mood 1o tamy.
Her motors were not tired and their song
was the samé as it had been since our take-
off.: Billowy couds were everywhere and
the water was not visible piten.

HAWAIT THE FIRST LANDFALL

Captain Tilton came of the bridge szain
atiel said we should be sighting Mauna Kea,
reariig up 13,825 feet on the slond of
Hawaii. All eves were ahead, We could
wee nothing but clouds ind more clouds,
Captain Tilton was the first to speak. It
was 10:08 Facific Standard Time.

f“'l"hrre*i Mauna Kea just west of south
of us.”

Ingram sighted it mmediately., Cana-
day confirmed it and from the bridge there
wis a signal that 4 landfall had been made.
We could see nothing.

Finally, with the Captain's finger mak-
mg i out for us, we aw 2 slightly darker
haze amidst billowy cliwds.  There was
Mauona kea, but a landlubber would have
passed it by, Only the practised eyves of
these air moariners would recognizeé it as
Innd,

Cur longest over-water fump was done,
but Daamond Head lay nearly an hoor
away., This hour seemed endless, Thosze
in the crew off duty were shuving and
changing back to blue uniforms. We
awaited our turn (o freshen up,

After a while we hegan to descend,
slowly, not for a lsnding but 1o get below
the cloud bank. Cautiously we let our-
selves down and far abead loomed lower
peaks.  Upder the cloud bank it was dreary
antl maoist,

As we came lower, it was noticeably
warmer in the Clipper,  The sudden change
seemed oppressive,  Then, just off our right

wing tip, was Lund—we were nearing Hono-
lul, The earth wils rich brown, coppery,
the folinge verdantly green,

We were surprised at the mountainous
appearance of the islands.  And the white
foam at the water's edge as it broke against
the shore told us it was a rocky coass
helow.  As we dropped lower, wispy clouds
swirled around us—anid ahead was Hono-
lulu {page 67%).

We looked ut our watch, Tt was just
20 howrs pad 4 minutes from the time we
b taken off from Alameda Adrpoit.

Captam Dahlstrom was dropping lower,
scanning the scene below, then speeding
the Clipper, surging us up into the sky as
he sought more altitude, Both he and
Captain Tiltom were at the controls. Tl
tin, having landed here several times be-
fore, wax showing Dahlstrom the course
amed pointing out. obstacles.

We few low over land and could make
oot people waving to us.  The Clipper
Was opt over Lthe waler again and o num-
ber of Navy planes from the base filled
the sky to the right and left of us.  One or
two zoamed in closely, apparently taking
pictures.  Each pilot waved in salute as he
dived under or shove us.  The Clipper
maintained i steady course.

Just uver the naval air station, we
turned and started to come in, Lower and
lower we flew, The motors were louder
now, tuned to emergency or Like-off posi-
tion. These great ship: must not be oot
of control at take-ofi or landing, Down
we plided. Ewvervone was sitting in his
place,  We hovered for seconds over the
water, Now that we were below the hori-
ron we saw that we were moving swiftly,

Swoosh!  Water splashed against the
windows and our first leg was done.  Ala-
meda to Hopolulu, after lunch and before
breakfmst. It was 9:15 a.m, Jocally—11:45
am. Pacihie Standard Time,

As we tnxied inshore and were towed to
the dock there was scurcely a wave of a
hand or & murmur from anyone,  But the
instani the crew, led by Captoin Tilton,
appeared through the after hatch there was
i sharp, explosive round of applause as §f
a cue had been given.

Then all aboard were decorited with
ower leis. The quietness and restraint,
yel the lovely gesture, impressed us all,

It wos & drive of several miles into Hono-
lulu proper, over nareow, winiding roads,
The Captoin suggested we get some rest and

we should have done =0, but no one seemd
anxions to sleep,

Visiting the more familiar landmyrks in
Honolulu gecupied mest of the afternoon.
but everyone returmed to the hotel for
dinner and  retired  before ten  o'clock.
Standd-by wns set for 4 m,

It was moist and dark when we were
called. Breakfast was waiting, and lunches
and vacuum bottles for our flight to Midway
had been prepared.  Without delay we ate
and were on our way to Pear] Harbor, Ar-
riving al the base, we Tound the Philippine
Clipper moored offshore, her riding Hehis
agleam. The water suggested o mill pond ;
it was without a ripple. Dawn was hali
an hour away.

THE SMART CLIFPFER BECOMES A FLYING

We found that all the attractive fumish-
itgs had been re-installed while we were at
Honolulu, but onte these had been piled
inodstuffs of all sorts for Midway and
Wake. Fruit and vegetables, pucking cases
anid other bundles, together with the com-
bined odors, suggested the hack room of a
country general store,  The smart Philip-
pine Clipper was flying freight.

With difficulty we found a place tn sit,
Two more had been added to our person-
nel, bringing oor total to fourteen. We
were returning one man to Midway and
taking another on to Wake.

Now all motors were warming and we
skimmed along the water. Locally it was
6:22 m.m, Midwoy was 1,304 miles away.
The breeze had freshened and the sky was
lighter, The deeper growl of the motors
caught our ears; we were stariing the run
for take-off, 1 checked my watch

Faster amd {aster we raced-—not much
splash on the windows here; the water is
too smooth, We were hurtling now anid the
motors were ascream,  he Jand dropperd
away: we were ofl in 47 secands.

We turn to our pew flight companions.

We were in the sguall for more than
iwo mours and did not see any of the other
=lands that were dn olr course.

A number of tmes Captaln  Tilton
climbed the sky o 11,000 or 12,000 feet
secking more Tavorable winds, but finally
we dropped to within 1,500 feet of the
water where the air was smoother and we
spemed fo moke better time,

Occasionally now we could see the water,
the whitecaps, noticeable from this height,
indicating the wea was running high.

Life on the Clipper was calm. At one
time Captuin Tilton was reading a news-
paper in the lounge durimg his oli-watch
period. At another, Canaday and Crago
were eating lunch anl, ite the rough-
ness putside, they had no difbculty drink-
ing their coffes and sop,  The size of the
Elipper ship seemed to muke it ride the
rotigh air betler than any other plane we
had ever Hown in.

We made three broadeasts during the
merning and listeners heard how the Philip-
ping Clipper was flying serenely out over
the Pacilic through a squall,

About 3 o'clock in the aitermoon, we
Hew ot of the 5quu]1}' weidther into a hazy
ivercast sky, The sun wis shining, but jts
riy< woere fogey nnd blurred, Déspite the
rough weather we were more than half-
wity to our goal.  The sun, high in the sky,
cast the shadow of clouds on the water and
we were fooled several times into thinking
baoid was not far off,

Later, what a thrill we esperienced when
Captiain Tilton, after a moment dr two of
steady  gazing, leaned over to Captain
Diahlstrom and pointed to what we thought
wis another elond shndow!

“There’'s Midway." he shouted.

It's a long wav off and =0 fAat that we
privitely believe it iz just another cloud
shadow that will disappear when we ap-
pmn.::ll, Nearer anid nearer we fly and now
there 15 no doobt—Iland is ahead!

We drop lower and a foamy reef s
beneath ws.  Inside, in contrast to the
darkness of the ocean, we see clear water,
sugiestive of an artificial swimming pool.
Glemming  white sand s wvisible down
through  the clear. Blue-green wauter for
some distance from shore (page 690).

We are over the land now and, even so,
how small a spot it is in all this great ex-
s of ocean!  The main sland (Sand 1s-
andd ) s o mere five miles:in cireumierenoe.

MIRDS: AND A CARLE STATHEN

COn the lagoon side. we make out twelve
or fifteen vellow buildings topped by red
roofs, radlo anfennae, 1Wo wiler towers,
ar]l & pier running out into the water.

Cr goal was the island of Luzon and
Manila Bay. On we flew and after an-
olher hour we began 1o drop down through
puffy white clowds;: We were over a large
expanse of land, Luzon.

Automobiles
stoppeidl on the streets as their occupants
stinit] and: waved, The crowd along the
Liay front was a field of waving arms, white
handkerchieds, and umbrellas,

ping Clipper had lunded on Manila Bay.

We had Aown from Guam in eleven hours
and ten minutes, Our fotal flving time
from Alamedn wis 38 hours and 37 mintites,

We taxied In toward shore amd boats

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On shore the crowd appeared to be tre-
mendouz, Eager smiling (aces were every-
where, waving and shouting greetlings.

Landing, we made our way through a
cheering, josthing crowd and, with police
attempting to clear a path, entered nutomo-
biles and were driven to the Manila Hotel.

[]'ur schedule called for only two days in
Manila, so we were glad that formal recep-
tions had been dispensed with 1o ket us see
soymething of the island.

Harmantas, ﬂiem-ntmmluﬁ:il vidited the
Jesuit priests in charge of the Observatory.
This now is the central office of the Philip-
pine Weather Buréau, although it was
foundded by the lesuits in 1565 [t is still
run by them, supported by un arrangement
with the Philippme Government,

The priests have gained much renown for
their work in connection with the prediction
of earthgquokes nnd typhoons.

It was not a pleasing report that Har-
mantas gave Captain THton, Somewhere
aver the Pucific, in the vicinity of Guim, o
typhoun was nioving,

Lacking asz yet the meteorological sia-
tinns which Harmantas had been sent oul
iy estublish, there was no definite way to
check the intensity of direction of the
storm. Harmantas told us that, until he
had more definite reports, he could not ap-
prove n take-oif.

Visiting the Clipper for tests of equip-
ment, we would come upon people whio were
inspecting the ship.

¢ A USTRALIA'S wast lands have been
A colimized by sheep amd cattle, but
not by people,” commented my
Australinn companion as we lingered over
breakinst aboard the Melboume Express.
Although not rm:u{l!iw to epigrams so
early in the morming, 1 still could appreciate
his summary of the development of this
septhern Commonwealth in Britain's globe-
girdling Empire.  There are neardy 17 times
us many sheep and twice as many catile as
people in the country. Thrivieg rities have
grown besice harbors and coastal pivers.®
but spacions partions of the continent are
largely empty, There i3 a reason,
Australia is almost i= big us the Unifberd
Stutes, but its vnst face presents a striking
contrast to the American landscape. This
ancient eroded land muass hus no extensive
mountain ranges, no EReal nver systens.
The granite ridge of Mount Kosciusko,
7,330 feet above sea level, in the south-

castern corner of New South Wales, is the:

highest point on the continent {page 740).
Foar 900 miles nlomg the <outhern copst
there flows not o single river, Many other
miles are little better served, as existing
stream beds are often dey for many months.
The Murray-Lhrling is the one large
river system of the continent.  From its
source In the Quéenstamd  highlamils, less
thon a hupdred miles from the const, o its
mooth ol the sand reef of The Coorong,
sotithenst 'of Adelaide, the stream travels
2,510 miles, Except for length, however,
it i po Mississippd.  Tis drainage aren is
much smoller, and much of the water is
lost before it reaches the main channel.

MONELRS—IERE AND THERE

Where American ploneers in their west-
wanl march from the Alleghenies progres-
sively  Jound  well-watered  fertile  lanids
wwiiting their plows, Australian pioneers
were bafiied by sterile inland mress where
thev could find not even waler to drink.

By the sweat of their own brows most
ownets have built and managed their own
estates,  While there are some nhsentee
owners, by e the nugority know the mea-
ing of work. Sons, too, grow up in the
buasiness. On muny statlons one finds these
young “jackaroos” working to it them-
selyves 1o become station MAanagers.

A SHEEP-COUNTRY GENTLEMAN'S LIFE

With perhaps forty men under his direc-
tion, 0 managers life s 4 busy one. There
are nlwiys inspectjon trips to see the condi-
tiom of water and grass on the runs, repairs
to be mamtained, and o multitude of other
tasks to keep the station goma.

Every evening while 1 was ot Boonoke,
my host was uat his telephone promptiy at
eight o'tlock to carry on his share of the
many-sided conversatlon among the several
stations operated by his brothers pnd other
relatives, With station business over, it was
sudl. o prolong  the conversation by
[riendly gossip and the usual "Stop me 1f
viul've hedrd this one!™

Here In the saddle mast of Australin's
polo players gain their training, The men
wen find recreation in hunting or tennis,
some even hove their own golf courses and
racecourses where horses are trafned for
the popular coumtry o “plenic™  mce
mieering,

The wives of the ers are culiured
and many have troveled widely. In the
outhack it iz rather surprising to fnd people
s conversant with the lated books, music,
and, of course, the races,

Before telephomes and radivs came, sta
tion life was mare isolated. Motorcars and
even airplanes in many places have brought
distant towns next door.  Crone now 10 many

When T once commentid
on it up in Queensiand, one station man
said] that he hud troveled a thousund miles
through ooe region where there WHE o mil-
linn sheep being pastured, yvet on the whole
trip he had not seen a singfr sheep!

SHEELF T ACRE IS RATNFALL ITNOEX

At Boonoke, where there are abwout 3
hendred  thousand  amimals, the plains
seeimed empty. The flocks are broken up
intey smaller groups and  have thelr own
sepurnte runs, but even on the fertile grass-
lands -of that station there is less than one
sheep to the acre.  In more arid régions the

As we spedd across the rolling plains of
one station In an American truck, we saw
dozens of kangaroos rise up like posts above
the gras= and then take to their heels s we
approached. Detouring from an ingpection
ol subartesian wells, we gave them chase.

Propelling themselves with only their
poweriul hind lews, with their tiny undével-
opedd front legs held high, their running
seems uncanny (page T08).  But as our
specidometer touched 45 miles an hour. one
dlil kangaroo kept pace beside the car.,

Proacens of others roced nway and hounded

with ease over the high fences that sur-
roundded the paddock. A few emus, re-

minding one of bustled ludies trving (o
hurery, trotted off across: the pasture Jands.

RHHEARING DONE WITH FACTORY HHYTHM

Shearing time is the station’s husies! pe-
tiod, Then all of the sheep have to be mus-
teredd and brought to the sheds, The clock-
like precision with which the whole rootine
s carried oul 15 amazing; it moves with
the rhythm of a great foctory. A steady
flow of sheep must be brought to the shear-
ers, who clip a hundeed o two hundred
cach daily: some have recorded the amaz-
ing tallv of 245!

If the animals arnve faster than they can
be handled, food n local corrals is soon ex-
hausted or teawmpled underfoot.  For that
reason the Hocks are handled in relays
Imagine the planming required 1o bring
them to the paddock at the nght time when
same of the moustermy camps are 50 to 100
miles from the shearing sheds!

Bullock teams, although puinfully <low,
are sure. They haul the heavy, high-
wheeled wagons, piled with wons of wool,
over boggy terradn and on zigzayg  hill
trocks that seem almost msurmountalble
(page 725). But it is a sizable bog indeed
that can stop 36 togzing bullocks!

Horse teams travel fuster, but they re-
quire more attention than the bullocks. To
seet 4 20-horse team strong out in tandem
pairy or fours, stroining at o miring wagon
carrying ten toms of wool, is an unfor-
gettable display of power,

Out by Broken Hill apd in other semi-
desert regions muny camels are used.  Some
are ingloriously hitched to wagons like
mor=es, except thai their collyrs are turned
upsitde down to it their necks.

In a few places wool poes out by boat.
But whatever may he it= transport, out it
goes with as great dispatch as possible,

From sheep's back through auction mart
1o ship's hold, the wool industry hias meany
ramibcations. It s considered that in one
way or another at least a third of Austra-
lia's population & connected  with  the
trade.

Years ago, while living in Siam, we sed
to buy Australion butter. To the tables of
the TUnited Kingdom, however, goes the
hulk of the 226 million pounds of butter
that = shipped abroad each vear.

And what of Avustralia’s apriculture? In
g few decades it has had remarkable
growlh. Yet the total acreage now under
crop is but little more than the aren of
Muoime.

Stated thus, it seems unimpressive; but in
terms of wheat its importance stands out,
Todoy Aunstralia is one of the three leading
countries in the export of this gron,

In shape like a gigantic boomerang,
vast wheat felds, some 12,000,000 acres
im extent, sweep down across the plains
from southern Queensland through New
South Wales; bending westward in Vie-
oris, they stretch out inte South Austra-
lin.  Another threg million acres have re-
cently been brought under cultivation in
Western: Australin.

Up in the arms of Sydney Harbor grain
elevators: form Babyvlonlike towers along
the shore. But elevators are rather the ex-

ception in Australia; most of the wheat is
handled in bags. Along sidings aml al
lonely tank towns beside the ritElways and
at the South Australian ports sacks o
grabn are cotded up in mountainous piles
seimetimes 100,000 to 200,000 bags in one
stack—awaiting shipment.

WINDTAMMERS AND STEAMSHIPS CAREY
W HEAT

Through the stories of the sailing races
written by A. | Villiers,* GreoomarsHIc
redaders are familiar with that portion of the
grain shipments which is carried away in
the picturesque old windjammers in their
dramatic trips aroumd the Horn on their
way to England. On these and by prosaic
stenm  transport, more than 130 million
Lushiels of whiat are normally shipped foom
Austritlin’s shores each wvear.

Back of these shiploads of grain fie
indefatizable toll and no small amount of
mventive penius, for Australin has pre-
stnter] many peculine problems,

A striking example = the Mallee region
in South Australia and northwestern Vie-
toria.  This territory gained its nome from
the mallee, a low eucalyplus scrub, which
covered the brown soil in such & tangled
mass that men could not clear it with axes.

For yrars these scrublonds were looked
upon as hopeless wastes: Then someone
hitched his oxen to an old bailer Glled with
rocks and found that he could successfully
roll the bush down so thot it could be
burned.  With the aid als of i, Aas-
tralins-invented  “stump-jumping’”  plow,
which hopped over many hidden roots and
other abstructions left from firing, the land
wis won (o agriculture,

Today, mile after mile of waving grain
blankets these former soruly wastes, as laree
areas of the Maollee have heen redeemet by
the roller method of clearing,

Through the belt of compuratively low
rainfull, reaching i ploces to the very edge
of the desert, vast districts have also been
converted into profitable wheat lands by
dry farming.

Here, with eight, ten, and twelve-horse
teamis on plows and harrows and with aliun-
dant energy amd hope, the I',urmrr-= Tallow
their held for a period of 4 vear, in some
plivces fifteen months: to conserve sufficient

In 1843 John Ridley produced a “loco-
motive thresher," or “stripper,” which
would harvest the grain from the standing
straw and discharge it ready to be win-
nowed, thus revolutionizing the industry.

Later (in 1884), Hugh Victor McKay.
then a lad of ninetesn, created {tom parts
of old farm Lmllh"mm’r.!. and many keroseny
tine a muchine that he called a “combined
harvester.”

When farmers smiled and took no inter-
est i his claim that it would strip, thresh,
nnd winnow the grain all in one operation,
MoRKay got on bhis bieyele and toured Vie-
torkt, seeking to overcome their skepticism
and conservotism.,

Today, the busy fnctories of the Sun-
shine Harvester Warks, near Melbourne,
are the outcome of McKay's inventive
senis, first demonstrated in that conteap-
tion of iron and tin, In countless felds
these harvesters voice o stendy rhythm as
they transfer the grain from stem to sack.

In addition te whent, Auostralin prows
m varied guantities nearly every crop that
thrives in temperate and tropical ¢linuites.

Fruitgrowing has claimed considerable
attention.  On tables of the Common-
wealth appear an abtmdance of froits in
season: bananas pineapples, pawpaws. and
mangoes from Chseenslani apples from
Tasmania and Western Australin; oranges
mainly from New South Wales and the
Murray Valley; and stope froits from sey-
eral States, And there is wine. South Aus-
tralla’s vinevards produce four-fifths of the
16 million gallons that are made annually.

Besides supplying local needs, an export
trade hos also been built up in fresh and
dried fruits, jams, jellies, and wine.

To zee one of the Commaonwealth’s thriv-
ing crops you must travel far north into
Oueensland, By the time you have reached
Townsville or Cairns, your shirt s cling-
ing to your back and your collar feels
like a wet towel around your neck. For

In these regions the Chieenslanders nre
growing sugar cane. This industry, how-
ever, is more than the mere supplying of
upwards of four or five million tons of cane
annually to the mills that squeeze out 20
miltion dollars’ worth of sugar, It is the
testing ground of a national ideal,

Australia’s cane fields are like those in
other parts of the world, bin with this dif-
ference: white Inborers, not brown, are
working them.,  Stripped often to the waist,
these bronzed workers are demonsteating
that white men not only can live but can
produce effectively in the Tropics,

Previous to the federation of the States
in 1901, Kanonkas were employed to till the
land and cut the cane. Their presence,
however, was counter to the national prin-
ciple of a “white Australin.”

With sweeping changes, brought ahout
by government gustantee, Queenshand re-
patriated the Kanakas, and white laborers
shouldered the task. It is hot work in the
helds, but they are a healthy lot and eifi-
cieney is thelr pride.

A few are employved on cattle and
sheep statioms, Hut they are 8 vanishing
prople: already the last of the primitive
inhabitants of Tasmanin has become a3
musenm specimen,

The amimnds and birds, 1ke the people,
ure hiving remnants of a bygooe age.  Here
are kangaroos of many kinds, including
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wellabies: also lovable koala bears, strange
moles, wombats, Tasmanian devils, stripesd
Tasmanian wolves, bandicoots, poucherd
mice, and mabive spotted cate—all mare-
suptals (Flate 111 and pages 708, 730)

Cockatoos are #s Tamiliar as crows in the
Middle West (page 723). The lyrebird.
famous for the beautiful lyre-shaped tail of
the male, mimics any sound from the musi-
cal note of the bellbird to the noise of a
buzz sow {page 7471,

But of all Australin's birds none 18 more
remiembered thon the kookabuorrn, which
fills the bush with itz idiotic peals of laugh-
ter.  The mocking, hilariows outhursis of
this stubby, silly-looking bird have won for
him the name of “laughing jucknss.”

Weird-looking lizards and différent kinds
of anakes also inhabit this bolosical badck-
waler (page 736). In the ground of the
Gippstand district of Victorin, oo, are some
of the world's largest parthworms.  Megas-
colides, scientists call these worms thi
miake gurgling sounds as they propel them-
selves through their lubricated burrows.
Imaging trving to use ong of them to hait
yuur fish hook, for they grow from 4:to 6
feet in léneth, and some rench 9 anid 11 feet !

To the long List of things peculinr alone
to Australin must be odded thousands of
species of plants and trees. They, too, are
of anclent lineage, More than 300 species
of eucalyptus trees and two-thirds of the
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world's peacizs are indivenous to theé con-
tinent (page 734},

Evervwhere the encalypis dominate, and
the forests are indesd an impressive sight.
some of these mighty gums are among the
worbl's tallest trees, rivaling the sequiodas.
In the karri forests of Western Austealia |
eaw men timbering amang trees whose mas-
sive grey  boles reared skvward 1o the
hedght of 180 feet or more before they puot
tut a branch.

In the Dandenung Range, mear Mel-
bowirne, pre other monarchs whose edlumns
cause one o vispalize them as belonging
to same mighly cathodral (Plate V),

Lacking n satisfactory classification for
the profusion. of eucalvpls, most people
-I'j'E-IIJI:I..'ll.' of calling them anvthing except

“oums.”  Some, however, are distinguished
by their color or by the peculiarity of their
barks, which they shed regularly. though
they do nat lose their leaves., Thus one
hears of red gums, blue gums, white gums,
spotted gums, and cabbage gums: or of
stringyharks, ironbarks, woollybutts, scaly-
barks and smooth-birks.

Almost extclusively hardwoords, many of
the trees provide timbwer of great strength
and durability. Raoilroad sleeper= of iron-
bark have a life of 25 or 30 years; girders
from this wodd, too, are remarkably resist-
ant to fire.

“Such a wood also is the iarrah, one pf the
two hest known timber trees of Western
Australin. I'n addition to heing unusually
durable, it is free from the ravages of white
ante (termites) and marine borers,  West-
ern Australia’s ofther timber tree is Lhe karri,
which may grow tn a height of 300 feet.
It flourishes in a4 200,000-wcre area in the
somithwest corner of the State,

From the lush forests of Quesnsland come
bogutifully grained woods of special value
n the manuiacture of furniture.

Tor see the beguty of many of Australia’s
wonnds, one neeid only walk through Parlia.
ment House in the pew Federal Capital as
Canherra, for here have been utilized o
number of varietics of the country’s choicest
timber.

As with mast pionesring peoples, the
Austratinns have slashied down vidushle for-
esis to provide spaces for fields, orchards,
nnd grazing lands, One of the most deso-
late sights to me was 10 see vast greas of
once-beautiful forests ringharked (girdled )
and left “standing, the dry. white columns
remipding one of some colissal cemetery.
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fields. Twelve nugeeis of more than 1,000
ounces each were unenrthed there. The fa-
mous Hallarat ougeoet, the “Welcome," was
2,217 ounces. The “Welcome Stranger”
was even lacger, andd was waorth more than
50,000, Greatest of all Australia’s nug-
pets.  however, was the “Holtermann,”
found in New South Wales, which weighed
630 poumds!

In 1850 Australin had a population of
only 406,556 people; within nine vears it
had grown to moré than a million! Mel-
bosrne in thatl tithe grew from a tiny (own
on the banks of the Yarra into a metropolis
of the Southern Hemisphere,

Nor did the gold discoveries end with
New South Wales and Victorin, One by
one fields were developed in Queensinnd.
Not until 1882, however, did miners find
thiut old Mount Morgan, almest at Rock-
hampton's back door, was "o mountain of
copper capped with gold.”  Among the
stories that cluster around this mine, which
has vielded fabulous returns, is that it was
originally purchased from a grazier for
abont five dollars!

Western Australin, last to umlock her
wealth, turned out to be a Croesus.  Conpl-
gardie amnd  Kalgoorlie bechme  famous
throoghout the mining world.

What changes came 1o the spassely
popidated State when Bavley and Ford
camped by chance at a native well a1 Cool-
gardie!  There they plcked upoa little nug-
get that led o their collecting 3300 worth
of gold between breakiast and lunch, then
later to stumbling omto the [Ebulous reel
thit paid out milllons!

DISCOVERY OF THE “GOLDEN MILE™

Loss of their horses caused two miners,
Flannigan and Hannun, temporarily  to
tuke their eves off far horjzons for o licle
time one June day m 18%3, and thus came
the tiscovery of the famous “Golden Mile"
of Kalgoorlie, where they had camped two
day=s wailting for water leams.

While most of the prodigious bulk of
pold of earlier years was won by pick and
shovel from surface workings, the main
yielde today are from deep shaits and the
treating of poores-gracle ores.

In the Bendigo district shafts have been
sunk to more than 4,600 feet. In Kal-
goorlie T saw men gouging out the rocks
with explosives and air drills at the 3,850
(oot level.

A few vears ago Australia’s gold mines

were in aeriows decline, but with the recent
SETING prices muany, are toking a pew lease
on life.  Tn 1934 the pold vield, becanse of
increased prices, was valued ol nearly hali
the amount that was produced in 1903,
when  primdoction’  reached  the  record
amound of 3,830,000 ounces,

With renewerd energy “swagmen” are
agin wandering ovwer sun-scorched wastes,
prospecting for mew Kl Dorados.  Kal-
guorlie 1s again showing repewed prosper-
ity, although on a much more ordered scale
than in the good old days when the un-
savory “ Devil's Acre”™ supported 15 “pubs.”
For there s still much eold in the old
Golden  Mile, especially at the present
premivm gold commands in world markets,

Along with the new ore that s being
brought to the surince, the mines are also
re-treating the dumps that are heaped in
mountainous piles from the varly roasting
methods, as improved fotation processes
retleem stiffvient quantities of gold to make
the aperation profitable, FEvery waste, how-
ever, has to be reduced to the minimum.

“We're trapping more and more of the
gold carried off with the sulphur fumes,”
suidl one engineer as we looked at the
pungent haze that drifted away u}:nm the
stk of one of the mines, “Bul even
with our present condensers, about 400 daol-
lurs” worth unfortunitely goes up the flue
every day!”

How different is the present Kalgoorlie
from what it was when “Paddy” Hannan
chuased his horses jnd picked up gold peb-
bles from the ground!

For golid has buill a town and brought
g rallway. Un one of the main cormers
it a statue of Paddy sitting on a rock with
his pick by his side und o canteen in his
hund (page 744). His own canteen was
often empty, for water in this desert land
wins scarcer than iold. But turn a valve
and water spurts from the bronze repliva:
its source i more than 300 miles away !

The Mundaring Weir, entrapping water
in the mountains near Perth, and the pipe
fine through which it s pumped by means
of eight siations to sapply the desert own
and mines, is one of the remarkable
achievements accomplished in Australia’s
quest of gold

PEIPING'S HAPPY NEW YEAR

Lunar Celebration Attracts Throngs to Temple Fairs,
Motley Bazaars, and Age-old Festivities

By GrorGe Kin LeEunG

OR mevre than 4,000 vears the Chinese
preople have used the Lunar Calendar,
Pewping, until recently called Peking,
the stronghold of congervatism in the North,
oliaerves with due respect the Government’s
dhesire that China “celebrate” with the mixd-
erm world the New Year on January- 1. Bul
the former capital actually celebrates on the
first day of the lunar first month, which in
1936 fell on January 24.*

This &5 not a case of stubborn clinging 1o
olil habits; the roots of the matter strike
into deeper 53l The old calendar, having
been a<ed by man since time mmemorial,
follows the seusons, the times for planting
the “‘pund earth” that provides man with
his fowrl,

It is true to form that Peiping, with the
mnate polished couriesy of its citizenry,
should bow afinbly and even Jow to the
(iregorian New Year, but that the feasting,
account settling, shop holidays, and all that
sets [he human heart in rhythm with the
foremaost hihiday of the year should take
place on the Lunar New Year.

Then winter 5 about to surrender its icy
aripy on the land.  Farmers and city dwellers
jovially greet the first promizes of spring-
time warmith that soon will once more stir
life into growing things

CASTING OFF THE OLD0 LEAF

In the Western World, there is the gquaint
idea that on the hirsi of the year one “turns
over oonew leal.” o Peiping “one casts off
the old™ with a rat-g-tat-tnt ol HGrecrackers,
andl looks into the coming year full of hope,
Those whi have been sorrow-ridden must
completely change their feelings if they nre
to find real happiness that vear

Diaring the hali-month celebration of the
Lunar New Yeor; tens of thousands attéend
the temple falrs and hazmars which are cen-
ters oaf prayer, of animated bargnining at

'eiping citizens adore big crowils—gath-
erings for people to see people.”

Time i not the nerve-wracking, care-
fully treasured thing it 5 in the West.
Therefore, in Peiping preparations, or the
first siages of the celebration, begin on the
eighth day of the Twelith Moon, folly
three weeks before the Lunar New Year.

O the might of the seventh day, a sweet

udding, consisting of many kinds of rice,
wans, dutes, chestnuts, and Tiberally gar-
nished with red sugnr. white sugar, melon
seeds, pine nuts, and so on, 8 cookerd,  The
simplest dish, howéever, must contiin no less
than edght ingredients,

Puddings are eaten by the family and
presefted to friends.  Gift= should be made
no later than the poon of the eighth, The
custom dites back at least gs far as the
sung Diynasty (900-1280). Pickled cab-
bage = sometimes eaten with the delicacy.

THE KITUHEN GO ASCENDE TD IHEAVEN

Un the eve of the twentyv-third, Tsan
Wang Yeh, the Kitchen God, ascends 1o
Heaven o report on the doings of the
family for the year to the Jade Emperor.

The family offers the deity huge pieces of
malasses candy, so that, when he s about
o mutke hie report, he 4 unable o extri-
cate his teeth from the jaw-locking mass.
Hay aned a bowl of water are offered on the
stove 1o the Kitchen God's horse, which
sunts with neatly folded legs on the paper
picture of the deily.

When the ceremony, Including the oifer-
ing of 4 miniature paper ludder (o incilitate
Tean Wang Yeh's l:#ft‘:#linl cHmb, has been
duly performed, the paper picture of the
goud and other paper objects are burned and
w0 sent up to Hleaven,

The Kitchen God is specded on his jour-
ney with the following admonition: “Tenn

The Afteenth marks the great Lantern

hibit hupe gauze linterns in the [orm of
vases, peaches, “good-luck™ bats, and series
of rectangular panels, which may cover a
wall. Their surfaces mre painterd with
scenery, animals, beautiful ladies, or with
characters from familisr novels and dramas,

Streets abound with examples of the art
of the old-time lanternmaker, but the in-
senuity of the érallsmen does not end here.
I saw une lantern in the form of a modern
locomotive. Tt had a light in ite cylinder-
Hke belly und was inscribed with the Eng-
lish “Al15," preceded by the Chinese chor-
acters meaning “Special Express.”

ITINERANT MIERCHANTE AND WAYSIDE
PRETS

The fifteenth for most people marks the
end of the active célehration of the New
Year in Peiping, but the climax of temple
celebrations fulls on the eighteenth, when
the Pai Yin Kuan ( White Cloud ), the rich-
est temple of Taolst failth in the region
(page 7763, holds its intriguing festival,
“Aleetine the Genii"”

Selling by an army of venders and itiner-
ant merchants appears to be as mmportant
is the hurning of incense st the altars of
temples where most fairs are held.  Hosts
of these small merchants who move [mom
fair to fair depend on the New Year income,

Early in the season, there may be found
anywhere on a busy siregt of near a temple
this table of n scholar who his fallen on evil
dnvs and seeks 1o earn o few coppers writ-
ing “spring couplets.”  These are composed
with u brush in black ink on'strips of red
paper.

Even a servan! who may earn only a bare
living buys New Year pictures to put on his
walls: and windows. Peddlers cry these
wares in the streets,

THE NATIONAL GECOGRAPHIC MAGAYINE

In the old days, snudy; crude, but not
unatiractive pictures, done by woord blick
on large thin sheets of paper, were popular,
They represented actors, fat infanis ar-
dently desired by ull, or an entire family
performing seasopal ceremondes, while the
Giod of Wealth has his heavenly sssistants
roll into the house wheelbarrow loads of

‘Silver and pold ingots.

In addition, the God of Longevity and
the celestinl pantheon were shown, shower-
ing down upon the lucky human recipients
all their heart’s desires,

Now these are considered by mnny as
“too ald-fashioned.”  In their stead are for-
eum-style lithograph horrors whose colurs
rival the comic sheets that might easily
have been their inspirntion. Some of the
fat Chinese halyies have been retailored dnto
wobhbly male children in black toxedos,
cuddling dumplinglike infant brides attired
in frilly pink Europwan dresses and tflotter-
ing wveils,

Flat paintings on  scrolls,  sometimes
framed, are much desired for this season,
They are sold in shops, on the street, and
in mat sheds erected for the short holiday,

“pooR GODE CHANGE SHIFTS

Well known to the outside world are the
door gods, who puard the honsehold from
imtrusion by evil spirits. New Year 15 the
time to renew the paper pictures of gods
that are pasted on doors pnd walls.

Recently it has: been urged that the per-
soagres of the Tang Divnmusty (618-907),
who luter became deified as pgoardizns of
the door, e replaced by more worthy hg-
ures. national heroes such #s Yo Fei, who
valinntly fought the Chin Tatars, and Wen
Tien-hsiange, who in the face of hardship
remained true to the last Sung emperor
during the flight to Kwangluny,

{ne newspaper reporting this change
headed fts article: "Door Godg Change
Shifrs.”

Flowers and plants, which have leen
forced in hothowses 0 bloom at the Lunar
New Year, are offered in profusion at
murket fairs.

Favorites are tree peonies, the narcissus,
magnolia (or “jade-orchids™), “welcoming
spring,”’ and Buddha Hands, a vellow elirus
fruit shapexd somewhat [ike n hand.

Curio dealers spread their tfempting wares
on tables at bazsars and i some temples,
The colector of jade, ivory, and carved
semiprecious stones will find here paradise

Everywhere are displayed vast quantities
of foowd,  There is the modest ne-man res-
tirant, the vender carrying his stove on
one vnd of o stout polée thal rests on his
shoulder, while his dishes, condiments, and
utensils repose in p wooden box suspended
from the other end,  Tascious roasterd sweet
potators, little round cakes, steaming haot
andl incrusted with sesame seeds, vats of
jellvlike bean curds; bowls of noodles, and
numerous other things are there,

The Mobammedan peddler with shining
birass scales puts up a sign proclyiming that
all his tood and ulensils are sirictly ortho-
dox that is, they contoin no lard or pork,

tescher the preat saee Chin Chu-chi, the
Tatar conquerer called the group of build-
ings here the Temple of Eternal Spring
(Chang Chun Kung)

The =age-nbbat s ndeod referred (o as
("hang Chun, his tomb being in one of the
vreal halls. OF all the vast throngs which
attend temple fairs during the Lunar New
Year, the greatest by far is that which
pathers here on these two days,

Entering, one sees the long, vellow ban-
ner containing a black dragon, the fair
symbol used in imperial davs.  Too the
siles nre food and tea stalls, while in the
ereal space in the center are multitudinoes
bright-colored windmills, rods of sugared
haws, and gloss fruits that sparkle in the
crisp Pelping sunshine.

When vou pass through the middle of the
three nrches leading to the second inclosure,
yuu notice that everyone reverently touches
a tiny carving at the right end of the white
stone border. So black and smooth has
the object become from wears of rubbing
that you may have to be told that i repre-
sents 0 monkey, a creature of supernatural
gualitv.

Long, long ago the present Temple of
Heavenly Peace was culled the Temple of
the .1.,utu1mm] Winds, The abbots of the
two temples, quarreling over the division
of land, Il-umr bitter adversariee,

The fadt that the neighboring temple
ased “Autumn Wind=" in its name was an
intentional effort on the part of s ahlu
to do harm geomantically 1o White (o
Temple, for everyome knows thar “When
the sutumn winds rise, () white clouds
soatter.”

THE NATIONAL GEOGRAPHIU MAGAZLINE

Hut the old abbot of the endangered tem-
ple was not to be outdone!  He al once
hu:ll the Hridge That [Tmprisons Winds,
under which was the covern (arch) for
confining winds so0 that as soom gs the
“autumnal winds" blew there, they were
safely imprisoned within the cavern umilder
the bridse and no harm came to the “white
clouds,”

With the geomantic danger completely
overcome, White Clowd Temple has con-
tinued 1o prosper down through the cen-
turigs to the present day.

An entire hall' day may be plensantly
spemit wandering through the labyrinthinn
courtyards, of which there are Tour main
ones arranged on the central north and
wyith axis, On either side are innumeérable
umaller shrines, courtvards. a kitchen with
migantic caldrons for (eeding the priesis,
n handsome pagoda which marks the grave
of ane of the three fmmous holy men buried
in the precincts, and a small  artifcial
mound miade of broken bits of chinaware.

Pigs here are allowed 1o live until a
natural death overtakes them. This prac-
tice, according 10 Buddhist teaching, brings
grent merit to the donor of the animals.
Usually there are ta be found in one of the
sunny courtynrds ong or two presis who
¢laim an ape over the century mark.

To the extreme north b5 a rockery, n
garden, and an open-air stage.

Unlike many other temples, the White
Cloud i= waell IEEJ'_II.. Each shrine B
a complete eguipment of tapestry, altar
ormaments, and andsome old homn lanterns,
and every establishment s a  delightial
artistic unity.

U the side walls and at the rear of
the grept halls of worship in the central
courtvarcs hang an infinite variety of lan-
terns, faced with gauee and often rectan-

gular.
The lanterns on the walls of Chi Chen

Hall tell, in plctures, of the life of the great
sage, ('hang Chun. Striking are the four
large square lanterns, their points st in
wiwslen stands and containing the Charae-
ters Wan Ku Chang  Chun—"Ten' Thou-
sandl, Ancient, Etermal, Spring.”

Legends vary regarding who descends
irom the heavenly spaces into Pai Yiin
Ruan, but mest devotess expect 10 see one
of the Eight Immortals, above all the most
active of their number, Lo Tung-pin.
Cithers believe that the sage himself or one
of the gods may put in an appearance.

THE WIGHAT OF THE ROAMING GENTI

The genii. however, do not foat diwn on
a multicedored cloud, Nor o the Eight
Immartale carry the fan, fish-brum, Ay
brush, castanets, crutch, flute, lotus, or
flower basket, by which emblems they are
known to all in paintings and carvings of
ivory and coral.  Instead, they assume mor-
tul gulse, favoring those of beggars and
impoverished Taoist priests.

In the fanint glow of the tinted e
lanterns, the restdent priests appeasr more
sleck @l well-fed in their robes of spot-
less blue denim and large hats of shining
black satin, The hewd priests are garbed
in rich silk robes of bloe, olive. or apple
OTEE,

Hut the priests from the outside are not
alwass woll fed, and the garments of some
reveal tatters and patches of muny hues,
Beguurs swarm the procincts gnd know too
well that this s their night.,. Who would
refilse i copper to 8 rageed pricst or 4 grimy
beguar who mieght be no other than an
Emmortad in disouise?  (Poge 773,)

Some fairs continue throoghout the year,
but do an especially brisk trode during the
Lunar New Year.

Thelr dates, however, now [ollow the
modern calendar. a5 listed bere: Teomple
of the God of Earth, sitpated in the Chang
Yi Gate district, and offering Nowers, trees
and pieeons, un the 3d, Lith, 23d of each
month: the Flower Market, south of Hatn
Men (Gate), oifering wvarious household
articles, on the 4th, 141th, 24th: the White
Pagoda Temple, west of the Four Western
Archwavs, on the 5th. 6th, 15th, 1oth,
Xath, 2ath: Hu Kuo Ssu; in the West Uity
or the 7th, 8th, 17th, 18th, 2Tih, 28th:
Lung Fu Ssu, a short distince to the west
of the Four Eastern Archways; pn the 9th,
10th, 11th, 12th, 10th, 20th, 2isi, 224,

Then the schedule returns once aam to
the 3d and the cycle repeats jt=elf in the
urder just presented,

O the five famrs listed, all excepi the
Flower Market are temples.  This s a con-
tinuation of the old custom of shopping on
certain days ut temple fairs.

Since the bazaars sell about the same
kinds of wares, such as household utensils,
clothing. curios, rat poison, hair ornsments,
toys, and s0 on, a visit to the Jargest fair
at Lung Fu Ssu, or the Temple of Pros-
perity and Blessing, will give o genernl pic-
ture of the fair a= an institution.

NRISK PARCAINING AT THE TEMPLE OF
PEOSPFERITY AND BLEESING

There i3 scarcely a visitor or foreign resi-
dent who does not go there,  Most Chinese
buy things for housebold use, while West-
erners (requently haunt the curio stalls that
border the paths close 1o the temple gute.
Here you may plck up carved stone, por-
celain, lacquer boxes, cunningly wronght
objects of pewter, brass, bronge, jade, coral,
and crystal (page T71).

The uninitiated may triomphantly struf
off with an old lacquer hox having a back-
granel of dull red and A scene done in gold,
after having bargained the dealer down
from 51010 532,75,  The merchant heightens
the buyer's sense of superinr cleverness by
51gh.mg realistically that, since times -are
unbearalily hard, he has en abliged to let
the treasure box go below cest,

Although he has long ago hgured oot a
neat proft of 22, he shows no sign OF vie-
turious satisfnction: he has merely hamdled
competently  another  would-be bargain
seeker.

A few stens to the north iz a large variety
of bamboo objects: baskets, rmkes, sieves,
little benches, and evervthing for kitchen
and garden, gs well as receptacles in which
to waeh rice, vegetables, and clothing.

Well-worn stone steps lead up to another
lewel, the Mooring of a temple hall that has
vamished.,  The once-sacred precinets are
dotted with wagons and stalls steaming
with caldrons: and sizdding with large iron
irying pams of foord.
