Romania. The sedentary ones are not dis-
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tinguished officially from the other Roman-
in cltizens and §L is difficult to lay o finger

GYPSIES SPECIALELE N TRRADES

Evervwhere 1 cvcled past Gypsy camps,
and on lonely roads when 1 saw them 1
pedlaled faster il they were safely behimd,
(i the outskirts of many villages their
wagans hove: given way o hovels wihere
arnetimes diozens of Tamilies Hve ax a purt
of the permanent population. Théese sed-
entary. Gypsies have their special teades,
Everswhere it s the Gypsiee who make
the clay bricks in their primitive Gpen-air
DVERS,

The Caldarari make the huge copper ket-
tles which they peddle from village o vil-
lage, and cepair the pols and pans { page
FR3). The Fergrir put the hoops on cart
wheels and sho@ the horses. Muany of the
Cevpsies who settle down to a sedentary life
become tubercular

I learned that =ume of theso mh*nt.:ir}'
Civpsies are honest, that they sometimes
keep their word, and are very humble i
Lhclr attitude: However, about some of the
nomads, especially the wandering tribes of
Nutofi, 1 heard the most horrible tales:
of wiomen practicing “sorcery,” and of
children kidnaped and mutilated to make
them pitiful 1o the passers-by frim whom
they beg.

Onee, when my weeks with the Hun-
mriang hod come to an end and 1 was on
the road again, toward Rimetea, T walled
my hicyvele through a crowded village fair.
The eycle was given a push, and when
lnoked around, my pumnp, as if by magic,
wits gane,  There were several ragged Gy
sies within arm’s length, but who could tell
within which bundle of rogs my pump was
hidden!

On T went, vin Cluj, ancient university
vity and from time unmnmun.ﬂ @ centir of
Hungarian culture in Transvlvania, For

four days 1 staved at a university student
house for Romanian givis. We had rem in
our morning and evendng tea amd were
served by pretty barefoot peasant girls with
birtght-colored scarves over thelr hair, which

HRIMETEA, FAMOUS FOR COSTUMES

To reach the village of Rimetea, noted
for fts Hungarian costumes, 1 climbed the
valley of the Aries River, whose samds flash
hr1|;.l;]'1=tjﬂ.1 Perhaps this was one of the
saurces in Tmtmyh'nnh which (after Tra-
un conguered the Dacins] provided the
declining Roman Empire with gold,

In Rimetea T stuved with the fumily of
the doctor, About the room where we sat
ufter dinner were <helves with books in sis
lngneases.

The dovtor explained that the cnstumes
| would see in the moming had n decided
ariental sinmp, derived from the Magvars'
Asfatic origin.

Similarly, he nccounted for the Lalip mo-
til which T had =een everywhere on the
carvesd gates and in the embroidery of ‘the
Sreklers and Hungarians,

“This, in Transvivaniz and Hungary, a
lanedd where the tolip never grew, speaks
cloquently of the passage of the Moagvers
iru-m central Asin, where the tulip is in-
digenous,”

We were interrupted by a wigon clatter-
ing into the courtyard, The doctor was:

From Mediag T cveled on to Sichisoarn
(Schassburg), fascimiling Saxon  town,
with its Ili[i~ln§|-| stronghold.  There vaulted
passages and houses packed close around
the Clock Tower Gate make of the latter a
voritable fortress, Citizens of centuries past
believed the bright colms of its houses—
buff, green, rose, blue —brought happiness
and lock., A minute train seems to come out
of nowhere and puffs down the main <treel,
past the square, tooting saucily, then disap-
prears around the corner between the gabled,
steop-roofed houses (puge 578 ).

The walls circling the burg are guarded
by watchtowers, each bullt and defended
by one or ancther of the medieval guilds.

On Marajo Cowboys Ride Oxen, Tree-dwelling Animals
Throng Dense Forests, While Strange Fishes and

Birds Help Make a Zoologist's

Paradhise

ARAJO [SLAND, situated in the

mouth of the greatest river in

South America, has been  comns
pared by one writer o an egg in the jaws
of i dragon. This egg s certainly a very
lurge one, and there are few people, [ sup-
pose, who realize that the Amuron River
Dogests un island in its estunry whose surfoce
aren is twice as lurge as that of Massachu-
sefts (map, page N3k,

This troct is almest egually divided into
two regions: that i the southwest, cov-
ereid with dense tmplfnl forest, and the
northeastern hali, consisting of vast, open
erazing ground where thousands of ciitle
are rorsed.

The abjects of my expedition 1w Marajo
were 1o study the nataral history of the
islnimd und to make a collection of zoolog-
cal specimens for the Botish Museuwm, |
also hoped to bring back a number of Tiving
reqitites, birds, and mammals for the Lo-
wlagical Soclety of London.

Moreover, | was ¢lid 1o have the chance
of observing the life and cuswems of the
natives, for Maraio's intetior is seldom vis-
ited by travelers, and little has been pob-
lished about it

The expedition was nuicle possible by the
hespitality of Dr. Demetrio N, Bezerra. who
allowed me 1o stay as a guest on his manch

The cattle are exposed th two extremes of
climate. On zome ranches they have 1o
stand continually in water for three or four
months during the wet sepson, while toward
the end of the dev period, in December,
water is difficolt to obtain, The lnkes con-
vt and many of them dry up altogether,
and the grass shrivels under the sun's scorch-
ing rays, so that in some bid years the ani-
mals become very much weakened and large
numbers die of starvation or thirst, espe-
cially if the dry sesson is prolonged.

Sometimes at this period the weakened
cattle get bogeed in the mud at the side. of
i lake when going down to drink, and then
they are subject to attack by cavmans,

LAKES ALIVE WITH CAYMANS

Diuring these weeks | spent much of my
time in stullying the habits of the caymans
[Plates 11T and VI and pages 638, 659,
G660, G70).

Almost every lake is swarming with these
huge reptiles, and their abundance s par-
ticularly noticeable in December, whien they
are driven into confined quarters by the
partind drving up of the lakes they inhabit.

some of the swamps dry up altogether at
this time of the yvear; the caymans then
bury themselves in the mud and lie dormant
until thejr swimming pool s ance again re-
stored by the rains in January,

The cowbovs tever loke &n opportunits
of hunting and killing these monsters, be-
cause of the damage they do (o the cadves,

The bovs enter the water;, drive the cay-
mans together at one end, and then lassa
them. When one is caught, they cut the
bose of the tail first with a stroke from their
bunting knife. After this organ has been
dizabled, it i= <afer o approach the animal,
which is dispatched by a second blow on
the batk of the neck or a stab in the eve,
amid the hoarse cries of the cowbovs

in spite of these onslaughts, the croco-
ditians do very well and seem as plentiful as
ever. We came across many of the largeé
nests, heaped up in the swampy vegetation
at ‘the sides of the lakes, vr half hidden n
the proves of piant aroms (Cdloolium or-
borescens), which grow commonly in these
places, Th eprs e found from SEpLEm
ber to Junuary and as many as 70 moy be
taken in a single nest.

The jocaré guni, or black cavman (Cai-
et miger ) of the nufives. is the luargest
species . monsters up 1o 20 feet long have
been recorded.  The spectacled cayman,
Jacard fmga (Carman seleropsd, on Uhe other
hand, seldom exceeds about six feet in
lenygeth,

I Toumd members of this species are great
cowards; they will not allow one Lo ap
proach closely, but alwayvs dive or swim
slowly away, so that it is safe 10 go-omong
them In the water on horsehack, ar even on
Jin,

facard assi s less timil, [ have fre-
quently zhot  bullets from an  astomatic
pistal so that thev splashed in the water a
few inches from the beuds of these crea-

tures, and vet they wouold remain motion-
less, foo lazy to swim awayv. When mortally
hit. thev roll over on thele backs.

In spite of their size and ferocious aspoct,
members of this species will not readily
attnck 4 man in the water, excepl in seli-
defense. No doubt they would be more
nifensive were they not o well supplied
with food; but fsh which form their chief
urticle of diet, abound in the pools; and are
s pasily obtainsd in large quantities that
the creatures usually sre too lazy 1o attack
nny large animal.

FISH AND THEIR ENEMIES

Near one ranch | wvisited; | was shown a
small lake which furnished two or three
cartloadds of fish for the markerz of Belem
every day, even though the fish hadd alsa to
sustain the predatory attacks of swarms of
cuymuns, as well g2 those of innumerable
bits aned fish- -euting birds.

The pirarwce, largest strictly fresh-water
neh in the world, is obtained here in enor-
modie guantities and provides an important
article of food for the mdtives. It was o
common sight 1o see the flesh of these hoge
fish hanging out like washing 10 dey in the
BHR,

The hird hife of these lnkes, in its abun-
dimee and wvariety, forms one of the mast
mmpressive features of the savannn district,

Here the traveler may see, agz he rides
toward one of the marshes, 4 white line
stretched out far away on the horizon; as
he approaches, he will suddenly realize that
it is o huge Nock of egrets, dressed in their
peautiful white plumage. These birds; the
varga of the Brazilian, are unfortunately
rarer now than they were in [ormer yesrs,
becnuse of the merciless wiy in which they
were sluughterid by the hundreds,

R many vears 1 had cherished an
ambition to visit Triston don Cunha,

but no opportunity presented ftseli
There were times when 1 almost despaired ;
vl I never abandoned hope of reaching the
islanids. Finally, my patience was rewarded,
I persunded the Thinish captain of a whaler,
whit wis obout to leave Durban for the
south Atlantic, to sign me as a “third
mate."  Weather conditions permitting, he
contracted to land me on Tristan and lring
me back to Durban in due course,

The Tristan. da Cunha group, consist-
ing of Ave islnnds, & =iluated vear the
denter uf the South Atlintic Ocean, abou
midwiay between South Africa and South
America | map, page G747,

Untl early in 1937 "Tristan, the largest
of the group, was the only island inhalited,
Aptly named Tnaccessible Islimd js 24 miles
sotuthwest of Tristan and 13 miles to the
northwest of the Nightingale group—XNishi-
ingale, Middle, and Stoltenhoff Tslnnds,

This lonely outpost of the Britizsh Em-
pire is oné of the most difficult in the
domain fo visit. There is no regular steam-
ship servive to Tristan, po 1rade or mang-
fneture offering mducement for making it a
purt of eall; no harbor or safe anchorage
vxeepl in fnir weather; and, more often
than not, commuonication with the outside
wisrhl is rendered impossihle by dense fogs,
fierce pales, and mountginoms seps.

ONCE A WHALERS RENDEZVOUS

Untll the middle of the last century the
ocean surrounding Tristan da Cunho was »
{favored hunting srea for American whalers
out of New London dml New Bediord: 60
o V0 whalers have been known to be in the
affing nt one time.  In the age of sqil, in-
habitants carried ona brisk trode by har-
lering }mr.nmm. other vegetubles, and fresh
watet Jor the supplies they lacked.

With the advent of stesm, anil the mive
ment of whales south to the neighborbood
of South Georgia, Tristun censed o be yis-
ited habitoally by whalers or other vessels.
Calls at the island became less and less fre-

quent.  Several yvears passed during which
nut one vessel put in at the seltlement,
and Tristan became known s the “Lonely
T

From 1886 until the beginning of this
cenitury. the British Admirnlty dispatched
a warship annually from False Bay, near
Capetown, with maile and stores for the
solated community.

The muailbag was a postal curiosity, The
sverage accumulated  correspondence  of
twelve months rurely exceeded a dozen let-
ters.  Parcels were a rarity, Within the
st twa decades, however, the world has
displayed a keen interest in the well-being
of the inhabitants, and nowadays the mail
for Tristan, when chance offers to deliver it,
15 of consitlerable size.

WOKAT VOVAGE OF 40 YREARS

My vovage to Tristun was the worst 1
have experienced in forty vears® travel about
the: seven sems. The whaler wos todsed
about like an empty barrel: the stench of
whale vil was nauseating; the food plain and
the cooking of it crude: and the noeommo-
dution available was of the roughest type—
fur, after all, o whaler iz not Luilt for Tuxury,

Approaching Tristan do Cuanha, we en-
countered strong wales and for several days
in sucoession had no glimpse of the sun. A
hint of even mwre tempestuons weinther
when eventunlly we closed with Tristan
Isfaned ‘did riod i]I._II:'.E]I' well for my chunces
of landing there. The Danish captain was
not emthusiastic about the prospect, and
still less =0 about taking me off again.

The-1slund is green and the towering oliffs
are mistly fern-clad; vet Tristan can only
be described as forbidding. As we closed
with Falmouth Bay, the roar of the surf on
the rocky coastline was dlmest deafening,

The only elue which he ever
vouchsafed 1o the English garrison wis
that ““the treasure is hidden somewhere on
the right-hand side of the lnst house in
the zeitlement, down in the direction of
Little Beach and between the two water-
falls.” Intensive search has oever revealed
thee oty

In 1816 the Brifish Government formilly
annexed Tristan da Cunha by rl[th:hmg i
small garrison of troops from Cape Colony
to occupy the ishind.

It 1817 H M. Julie was sent from Cape-
v 1o take off the troope und o lurge bisdy
of Hottentot camp followers; hbut, when
Iving at anchor in Falmouth Bay, she was
driven ashore during a sodden wale ind
completely wrecked.  Sixty offioers and men
perished.  Their bodies were reomvered and
buried ot Big Beach, but todoy no memi-
rinks mark the graves.  Another warship
was dispatched from Capetown.  “This time
the gorrison, Huttentots; snd survivors of
the Julia were embarked without mishap.
What may be a relic of this military oceu-
pation of Tristan i3 9l found on the islind
in an ancient cannon | page H79).

At the Lt moment, when it seemed prob-
able tht Tristam would cense to be occi-
pted, Corpoaral ‘Willlam Glass of the Roval
Artillery, a natlve of Kelso, Seotland, un-
expeciodly it i an application for per-
miksion to settle permanently on the island
with hiz wife und two voung childrén.

RECOMDE FOUND IN CONNECTIOOT

Precious révords of the founding of the
settlement in 1517 were brought to Tight a
few years age in New London, Connecticot,
It i & far v from Tristan to New London,
but the explanation is stmple.  Some Anjer-
ican whalers persunde] sons of William
Gloss 1o join them in the whaling industry,
arl they seitled permanently ot New Lon-
cdon.,  lLater, sume of their sisters marrjed
American whalemen, also going to live at
the snme whaling port,

After the death of Willlam Glass in 1833,
his widow jolned her children there and took
with her all the family records.  She died in
New Lomdon in 1855 and was buried in the
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same cemetery as her sons, Willlam amd
Kobert, and one of her doushters, 1sabelln:
James, another son; was buried at Groton,
Clannecticut.

The rights of these pioneers were deter-
mined by written agreement, dated Novem-
ber 7. 1817, which was signed by il three
mith and formally witnesséd by Lieuteniant
Antchison, Al stock and stores were o
helong equally to ench; all profits and ex-
penditure were to be treated likewise: and,
to nssure hormony, all must be regarded as
equol in every respect.  Thue the settlement
wis (ounded and maintiined upon purely
communal lines, although certain modifica-
tions had 1o be introduced later,

The three pioneers were soon joined by
three more nen, all bachelirs from S0
Helenn—Thomas Swaln, Alexander Cotton,
ond a muan muned Riley., These men had
fionght under Lord Nelson and were then
serving with the St, Helena squadron of the
Roval Navy, which safesuarded Napoleon
i e

Thormits Swain §s credited with being the

sezman who cought the mortally wounded

Admiral in his arme ns Nelson fell on the
deck of FLM.S. Victory ni the Battle of
Trafalgar. He lived 1o be o pentenarian,
dyving an Tristun at the age of 102, April
"ﬁ 1862. He was buried in the modest
little cemetery beside the grave of William
Glass, who had died nine vears parlivr.

WANTEDR: FIVE WIVES

Among the correspondence in the custiody
of the Gilass family in the United States are
two letters friom the Governor of St, Helena
during Napoleon's residence on that isinned
[1815-21}).

One of thesy sanctions the proposed de-
parture of five islawl women for Tristan,
resalting from an application for wives sub-
mitted by the five bachelor settlers. They
had enlisted (he nid of Captain Amm, of 2
MNorwegiaon whaler visiting the islind, in
prranging their matrimonial affairs,

In due course, Captain Amm returned to
Tristan with five women who had agreed to
take potluck in the marringe mart of the
new seltliment. When the women lsnded
em Little Beach the five prospective bride-
yroons Inspected and appraised them; then
they indicated their choice.  Luckily for the
future harmony of the community, no two
men desired the same wife.,

William (sdass performed the marringe
service Tor the five couples, whn are stated
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to have hved happily and been contem with
thefr o,

In 1821 Samuel Burrell aml Hs wife
withdrew voluntarily from the island and
existing [artnership, seltling permanently
in '[rml: Colony and there, for o number
of veurs, he acted os the islanders’ agent.
The two men remadning, (lass and Nanke
ville, gave Tristan da Cunha a constitution,
which hus been retained for more: than a
century,

The small community on “Uristan  wis
lwter increased by the arrival of Peter
Green, shipwrecked on the island about 15835
probildy m the schooner Emilv. He set-
tled there permanently and murried one of
the island wirls. Awain, aboul 185D, twa
American whalemen, Rogers and Hagan,
!uinrr] the settlement.  Forty vears plissed
sefore new Dlood was introdoced by two
Italian sailors, Kepetto and Lavarello, who
were shipwrecked and saved by the island-
ers.  Repetto, who bad been n petty officer
in the lalinn Navy, married a daughter of
Peter Green; sind Lavarello marcied smother
edand gl

seven  surmimes  suffice for the entire
popilation of Tristan—Glass, Swiin, Green,
Rogers, Hagan, Repetto, and Lavarellb—
antl only those of Burrell and Nankeville no
longer survive among the communidty, Al-
though the original agreement constituted
a defnite partnership, subsequent acknowl-
edepment of ownership of lond, stock, and
stores by Gdass and Nankeville was volun-
tarily macde when the popolation incressed.

Judged by what T saw on Tristan, the
community may now be defined as o simple
repuabilic bound by customs enforced by
comingn consent,  The men work as hary
as they have to, grumble some, and each
comsitlers his own family the best on the
Istanrl,  Yet all work topether for Uhe pood
of the community, and in any major enter-
prisg everybody does his bit,

There has always been a headman, elected
by the votes of the community. Willinm
Glass was chosen by the unanimous wish
of the islanders, and ruled Tristan Jor 37
vears with firmness and, justice. Glass was
l:[l:-l.'ph religious, of good education, out-
standing ability and character; and endowed
with urlnnnh'lﬁnvr H‘lﬁ'ﬁ- af o mean order.
His laws on the island have wvardied little
since his death. He raised 3 family of 16
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children. A handsome marble monoment,
sent to the islaned by his descendants resid-
ing at New London, marks his grave,

After his death Peter Green was unani-
mously elected headman of the igland, Green
carned renown for muany gallant and suc-
cessful efforts in saving lives from wrecks
on the group; and CQueen Victoria sent
him an autdgraphed copy of her portrait in
rr-l.ug'.rul.mn of his heroism.  He th:n[f on the
island n 1902, being then 94 yeurs of aze,

Green was succeeded by Repetlo, and
again the choice was unonimous.

& WOMAN BEOOMES “HEapaax”

Upom Repetto's death in 1912 his widow,
Frances, was recognized as chief of the is-
land. As a daoghter of the second bemd-
man and widow of the third ane, the com-
munity saw nothing incongruous in bweing
gwoverned by her. In 1930, however, the
chaplain was appointed  commissioner amd
islond magistrate; therefore, Mrs, Repetio's
authority was curtailed (page 688 ).

The resident chaplain i= under the spir-
il juriediction of the Bishop of St Hel-
ena; and, by Letters Patent under the Grest
Seal, King George VT declured the Tristin
o Cunha group to be a dependescy of St
Helena as of January 12, 1935,

In the absence of o chapliin, it is essen-
tial to have a ledder for the community.
Early in 1937, Will Repetto, eldest son of
Mrs, Frances Repetto, was elected hesd-
man during the yvear's leave granted to the
Reverend Mr., Wilde: but his mother stil)
has a Iarge woice in the affairs of the
settlement. Will Repetto possisses the only
king George ¥ Jubilee Medal pn the island,
the award being made to him in recognition
of his splendid work over i period of veirs.

The chapluin, in addition to his spiritual
duties and those of commissioner an island
magestrate, = also the postmaster; school-
teacher, storekeeper, dnd scoutmaster. The
font used in the litle chiirch was the wilt of
the second chaplain, the Reverend T:' H
Dodggon, brother of “Lewis Carrall ™
thor of Alive i Wonderland.

When the present chaplain returped from
England this vear, he brought a wireless re-
ceiver with a wmﬂmllf luettery charger, pire-
sented to him in response 1o an appeal by the
Tristan dn Cunha Fund, This was installed
oy the Roval Navy, two directionnl aorials
being rigeed with a I‘Jlﬂ.llﬁ& over-switch.

[t hox been estimated thot Tristan can
offer a reasonably comfiortable exisience for
about 80 peaple.  The mounting population,
Lgretore, presents o grim ecomomic problem,
The chaplain hos sought to relieve the pres-
sure by establishing a small colony  of
vouthiul pioneers on Inaccessibile: and bhe
hopes 1o do Tikewise on Nightingale.

Inaceessible #s abomt an hour’s steam
rom Tristan, has imposine and precipitoos
clifis rising to some 1,100 {eet, and a total
aren of about four square miles (page H86)
The summil resembles a section of bypical
English landscape, with valleys and rolling
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hills, and Lrees grow wherever they can ob-
tain shelter Trom winds,

The voung colonists did well during the
first six months: and, from latest reports,
they are continuing (o make a success of
the bold adventure. They hive efected a
coommunal residence amnd  storehouse closs
to the beach, and cultivate potatoes near at
hianid on the only steip of soil available below
the high clifis.

AL present this small settlement G5 re-
stricted to the diminutive stretch of arable
land at sea lewvel, Tor the interior of the
iland lives up to its name and there ds
no eusy path up the precipitous walls of
cliff,

Although in goin] weather a landing is
passible below the new settlement in Car-
lisle Bay, the beach is littered with rocks;
amd, as wt Tristan, there s a stretch of
kelp ofishore.  When the weather 15 fuvor-
ahle, however, the Hght canvis boat= of the
islanders cun be drawn up on the rocks,

The Nightingnle group is entirely differ-
ent from Testan and Inoccessible.  Night-
ingule Island i only abowt 1% miles Jong,
with twin peaks each abour 1,000 feer in
height ; but the cliffs are nit so formicdable
as pt the other larger isiands, There are
attractive valleys and wide open spaces
aviallable for settlement.

A HAVEXN FOR SEA HIRDS

Thus far no colonization has been at-
tempted on Nightingale. Middle, or Stol-
tenhofl Tslands=, for unless the weather s
virtually perfect it s impossible 1o Jand,

This group ig visited only during the
nesting seasons; when the sea birds eges,
vonmg penguing, and mollvhawke are col-
leécted : otherwise, the Nightingale group 15
Ieft to the ccoupation of the vast rookeries
of =ea birds, As o result of this huge bird
colony, the soil is extremely tertile.

When properly coltivited, as it may be
<ocn, Nightingale should vield a valuable
addition to the produce of the islunds.
Shisuld the crops on Tristan fail in any vear,

Normaally, for eleven months in elich vear
the wlanders are cut off from the world and
are largely dependent upon outside aid for
luxiuries, Thev spend their time from dawn
(o fusk in steady toil 1o wring the bare es-
senitinls of life from their rocky home ar the
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encompassing ocean ; and their greatest am-
hition is (o render the community whally

sel{-supporting.

For 122 wvears, through grievous trials
aiul tribulptions, the people of Tristan have
maintained this isolated outpost in the South
Atlantic Ocean. It would not have been
pussible o keep this small community on
their i=land home but for the generous ol
practical interest Jong forthcoming  from
the Tristan da Cunha Fund,

Every islander with whom 1 conversei
insistod he wis happy and content. LUer-
tninly they all appeared to be so, T prefer
to think of Trstan not as the “Lonely
[sland™ bur us the “Isle of Contentment,”
for 1 found there more of that spirit than
the cross of deadly loneliness.

A DIFFICULT DEPARTURE

Insistent signals from: the siren of the
whitler cutl short my visit o Tristan. Wind
anil sea were infinitely worse than on land-
ing, so the journey bock in the island boats
promised to be an even rougher adventuns,

After n hercic strugele with gigantic
waves, Lhe rowers put me safely aboard. 1
am unlikely to forget that experience. Cnce
they had fulfilled their contrict, these gal-
lant men lost no time in fighting their way
back to Little Beach.

| have a deep admiration for the courage
anit sterling good gualities of these people,
Yet [ am oot envious of thelr lot.  Most of
the earthly havens depicted for us turn out,
an close examination, o be disappointing.

Tristan struck me as being the genuine
thing : certainly so if robust health. longey-
itv, innocence, and contentment of spirit
are the troe sum of humnn ambition,  But
how many wold accept the offer of 1rans-
port to Tristan, with the sole stipulation
that they remain there perminentiv? 1
serwously guestion i & rowbost could be
filled with aspirants for immolation there,

Such invasion would not be welcomed by
the islanders. A disturhing note would
thereby be introduced into the symphony
of the “Isle of Contentment,”” while the
newcomers incompetency o contribute to
the life of the commumity would embarrass
such self-relinnt people. There would alsi
e the acute problem of feeding and housing
such an excess of population

The present indications are that Tristan
needs a thinning-out process rather than an
inflix of new =ettlers.
