Spanish Government.  “There appeared. hiow-
ever, to be one mijor difficulty. T the trans-
gction were to e carried throogh, 1t had o
bee done that very day!

A Goye Bought by Telephone

Mr. Mellon knew the picture—hnew that it
was one of the greitest of (ova’s works any-
where in the world—a large full-length por-
triit in delicate whites: and pinks, 1t shows
the black-eyed Marquesa, wasp-waisted, be-
decked with frills and ribbons, carrying a large
carnalion as she strolls in the park with ber
little pug doz (PMate XXV,

Within an hour Mr. Mellon telephoned back
to Muodrid, snd the purchase wos made—at a
price running well into six figures!

Thus was a noteworthy service performed
by the transatlantic circoit between Washing-
ton amd the capital of Spain.

The tranwction—one of many duaring the
forming of the Mellon Collection—wns foriu-
nate for all of us because the immortal Goya
will now hang in the National Gallery in W ash-
ington, Iw .

Che March 24, 1937, Congress passed a law
which launched Uncle Sam upon o new anid
splimdid venture. He accepted the gift of a
mionumental building for the Nutional Gallery
of Art und a collection of old masters and

Andrew W, Mellons gift comprises  his
renowned collection of old masters; one of the
miest besutiful buildings in the country, now
nearing completion in Washington at a cost of
515,000,000, in which the paintings ure o be
hodsed, and an endowment {fund for further
noquisitions.  The value of the gift to culiural
development is inestimahle.

Mre. Mellon's *Thousand-Thollar Folly™

This important enterprise, now 3o signafs-
canl to the American people. had its modest
heginning in 1882, Mr. Mellon was then 27
vears old, and his Intlmnte Triead, Heary Clay
Frick, was 33. They had both been strug-
gling in the whirl of Pittsburgh's industry, but
had already attained the early mmps on their
ot hudders of success.  So they decided o
take a vacation irip o Europe.

some of them have interesting stories,  Pope
Innocent X, the reigning pontifi st Rome, hod
been sitting for the artist for hours and finaily
gazed upon his pew portrait. He frowned and
was nol at @ll pleased.

“Too true!” he complained.

For Diego Velaequez, on his second visit 1o
[taly, commanded 1o paint the portrait, hod
reproduced without Aatbery the heavy fedtures,
the glittering eves, the severe expression of the
red-robed pontiff {(Plate XV ).

However, from this original stidy Velae-
quer puinted one of the world’s best-known
poriraits, now in the Doria Palace ai Rome.

The study itsell, done sbout 1649, the vear
Charles 1 was beheaded in London, so-
journed for vears in Leningrad before it mi-
erated to Washington. [t will hang in the Na-
tional Gollerv—the foremost example of the
Spanish School in the Mellon Collection,

The Sevillian master became the favorite
cerirt petinder 1o Philip IV of Spam. (e day
the Kng saw a phcturse done by the voung-artist
and at once wrote an order w an officer of the
court: “1 have miormed Diego Velazguez that
i reveive himinto my Service, to ocoupy him-
s0lf in his profession as 1 shall hereafter com-
mand: and | have appointed him a monthly
salary of twenty ducats . . . vou will pre-

re the necessary commission pocording to the
form obzerved with other persons of his pro-
fession.  Given at Madeid on the 6th of April,
1623."

As shown in the portrait of Innocent X and
in the many he did of Philip and the foval
{family. Velazguez was alwnys truthful in his
portraval, his hrush Battering o maore a prince
of the purple than o peasant woman in the
streets of Seville.

About 14482, when Columbuos was still hadld-
g forts in Portugal g looking for g sponsor
for his western (our, Botticelli painted one of
his greatest works, the beloved “Adoration of

The: “Adoration” hops  followed the foot-
steps of  Columbues  westward to toke s
place in the National Guallery. [t is one
of the most highly prized works of art that

has ever crossed the Athimtic (puge 28]

Here the Holy Family s shown under an
arch of a ruined temple, surrounded by groups
of knesling, worshiping figures—a painting
brilliant in color, moving, berutiful.

Alessandre TFilipepi, kpown gz Botticelli,
born at Florence in 1444, was first appron-
tioed to o goldsmith, hut soon developed unigue
individuality ns n painter and was called o
Rome by the Pope to nssist in the decoration
of the Sistine CUhapel. While in Rome he
painted this “Adoration.”™

When the Medicis were expelled from Flor-
ence, Botticelll luat his best patron and Inter
became interested in the teachings of Savona-
rofa. The reformer’s tragic death in 1498,
when he was burned at the stake in the Pissa
delln Signoria and his ashes thrown into the
Arno, so deeply affected HBotticelli that he
spent the remainder of his days in melancholy
eeclugion, dying in 1510, He now ranks gs
one of the foremost of the Florentine masters
of the Tulian School.

Amuong the mast widely apprecinted artists
the warld has pmduu.'*ﬂ i« Raphael Sanzio.
Born at Urbine in 14583, he lived onby 37
vieurs, but the phrase, “ns beautifol as a
Raphael Madoona.” s highest praise, Pope
Julius IT called Raphael to Rome in 1508 to
decorate the walls of the Vatican, and the
Madormmas he painied at that time brought
him everlnsting fame,

The ¢elebrated “Sistine Madopna™ now
hangs in the Dresden Gallery in Germany, and
gnother, painted about 1310, known as the
“Madonnn of the House of -’u.ih:l_ 15 probakily
the mest famous painting in the Mellon Col-
lection {pages 2 amd 50).

It hung over an altar in the villoge chorch
of Nocera dei Pagani, near Naples, and was
lnter taken to Spain, becoming the possession
of the Duke of Alba. Subsequently a banker
in London purchasged the picture and in turn
gold it, in 1836, 1o Tsar Nicholas 1T Ior the
Hermitage Gallery,

Another of Raphael’s preat works, the ¥ Nic-
colini-Cowper Madonna™ (Plate V), wos in-
cluded in the Mellon gift.

Art Surgeans Perform an Operation

Raphael painted the “Alba Madonna™ on a
panel made of wooden boards. The Hermitage
experts, possibly fearing that the rigor of Rus-
sign winters would crack the wood, decided
upot a major operiation to help preserve this
art treasyre throwgh the ages.  The'y performed
the nmazing task of transferring the painting
frome wood to canvne.  This feat hos been ae-
complished by experl restoréers ot various
times—also the transfer of a painting from
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eldel, rotting cloth (o new canvas—but it re-
guites infinite patience gl technical skill.

The picture js first taken out of the frame.
A strong adbesive tissue paper or muslin is
pasted across the face of the picture to hold
the paint in place and to prevent any particle
from being lost, Then the wooden pmn'[ is
recluced by paimstalcnge planing and scraping
until it has been remove

The back of the paint i= next covered with
o strong masiic solution, New canvas is (are-
fully  placed thereon wned slowly  ironed  or
pressed 1o fie dat gl smooth,  Then the tssue
or mushin is removed from the fzee, and the
masterpiece 1= good for & few more centuries!

Among the treasures from Leningrad are
two famons fullHength portraits. One by
Rubens of his first 'l.lril'r, Isubella Brant, was
painted shortly before her deith in 1626 Plate
XVIIly., The other, of “mabbit-eved” Su-
zanne Fourment, a sigter of Rubens’ gecond
wife, & attributed to Van Dyek.

The Tsabelln Brant picture wns painted in
the same studio «ome five vears after the one
of Smeanne Fourment, viel both of these ludies
wear the same dress of gold and red and the
samme golid chudn sround the neck. Even in those
s, apparently, stige “profis” were userd,

The
“Annunciation shows all this richness in color
atidd ts remarkable for the composition amd per-
spective of the architectural background,

03 the Rembrandts —there are nine in the
Mellon Collection—the most striking s the
brillignt portrait of “A Polish Nobleman® -in
a high fur hit and o furced coat, painted in
1637, It once belonged to Catherine 11, Em-
press of Russis (Plate XXTT).  Another, for-
merly in the Wachimeister Collection in Swe-
den, i= the “Portrait of 8 Young Man,” painted
in 1662.

One of the finest of Rembrandt's many ==1§-
portraits, done when he was 53 vears old, ten
vears before his death at Amsterdam in 1669,
belonged 1o the seventh Duke of Buccleuch
and was obiained in London:  As one looks
al this picture, it is sad to recall that Rem-
bramudt, who rose to fane and riches early
in his carcer, spent his lost vears il and
lonely, in dire poverty. Tis fortune gone, his
husme n-u]d hiz collectlon of arl treasures puc-
tioned off, he was lefr hankropt.

A tiny pictire, no more than 7 by 9 inches.
lII]ll'-'-llhil-"fH} will attract much  attention—
“The Girl with the Red Hat,” by Vermeer.
The model = supposed 1o have been hizs wife,
Catherine Bolnes. 1t is so powerfully pamted,
with sach striking contrazt of light and shadow,
that the girl =tems almost life-size,  There
are only about 40 anthenticated wirks by
Vermeer konown toduv, and three of them are
in our national collection.

Chve of the most charmiing of all English
portraits, amd, incidentally, one pf the earliest
purchases made by Mr. Mellun, 75 Sie Joshua
Revnolds punmli. of Lady Caroline Howard,
daughter of the fifth Earl of Carlisle. ‘This
wis painted in 1779 when che was only seven
vears old, in o white dress with a blue sash,

Revnolds comtemporary and rividl in British
portemiture, Thomis Gainshorough, son of n
wonl manulacturer. beciome o chuarter member
of the Rovil Academy.

His portrait of Mrs, Richanl Sheridon
( Plote XXV, popmdar singer and beauty of
her day, wis u-llnlrll abiout 1785 for her hus-
band, the noted dramatist,  When brst ex-
habsated 0t lacked the IiTﬂl"I:l, which Czains-
treoueh linter added to give the picture “un
uir more pastoral than it at present possesses.

Landscer Edited 8 Turner Picture

A large, Deautilul landweape of Mortlnke
Tertuce by Turper shows the Thames through
a tow of lime trees hathed m the sunlight of
4 summer evening., The story poes that Sir
Edwin Landseer, viewing the picture with
Tummer in his studie, felt that it needed 2ome
point of (ocus ip the foresround, He painted
a little black dog on paper, pasted it in the
miidle of the picture on the stone wall, and
Turner allowed the dog to remain,

The oldest work in the collection 13 by an
unknown master of stanbul, painted urnund
1200, befure King John of England hod
prafded] the famous Magna (arta to the
barons, nearly three centuries biefore Americn
wis thsauviero !

These early Byvzantine artists; some of whom
came to Italy to rlecorate thll.'l.h!'_"’n Lirought
the traditionnl, almost Oriental, ‘idens with
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thern.  The figures are cold and devoid of any
expression,  The National Gallery picture de-
pricts the Vivgin, holding the Child, seated upon
an ecliborate formal throne, garbed in bright
reds and blues, against a ghttering background
aof gold.  The pamting looks s if it were fresh
from the stodio todoy,

It was carried tn Spain, probably by one of
the Crusaders of vore, where it remained hid-
dim away for years, perhaps centuries, in an
ol eonwent at Calahorra, and this explaing
it excellent state of preservation

Calnhorra, the venernhle Theran town which
resisted Pompey in 76 B, O and still Bousts
rains of 4 Roman circus and aqueduct, nor-
mitlly  ships quantities of Spanish peppers
every vear 1o the American market.

In o roundabout way this sleepy Tittle tiles
mooafed town in the Provinee of Logrono also
provided us with a1 2th-century  Byzantine
masterpieoe.

A rare example in the Mellon Collection is
the “Nativity” by Duccin, While Giotto wis
working in Florence, Duccin i Buoninsegna
(active from 1279 to 1319) was startine a new
school at Sienn in the hills of Tuscany,

The “Nativity,” flanked by panels of the
prophet Izniah and the prophel Ezekiel, was
ul'ren to the Kalser Friedrich Museum, Berlin,
i 1584, by a resident of Florence.

A few wveéars ago, the lnte Lotd Duveen,
traveling in Geérmany, was taken il and had
to tesve the train at Dissebdor While there
he met an old friend who had just bheen ap-
pointed to a high position in the Berlin M-
seym.  The friend told him that they were
anxbous to obtain more German pictures for
the museum aml were particularly nnxious to
et a certain Holbein,  Losd Duveen obtained
the Holbwin and traded it in for the Dhuccio,
which be later sald to Mr. Mellon,

The verv catalogue of the National Gallery
will be thrilling. Three Raphaels, four Botti-
cellis, 1en Bellings, two rare Masaceios, three
Fra Angelicos, six Titians!  Aned not only 1tal-
imn masters, hut also Dutch, French, Spanish,
Flemich, English, and American.

In the Mellon Collection alone are some 70
of the grentest nomes i oart-—including Ru-
bens, Yan Livek, El Greco, Holbein, Rem-
I]-r..'lmlt Hals, Vermeer, Gaihsborough, Turnet
—abiout 120 canvases In all

Venus Reseued from a Fire

I have mentlonee only the paintmgs.  OF
sculpture thére are 23 pieces representing the
Renalssance period, largely from the collection
of the late Gustave Drevius of Paris—works
of Donatello, Verrocchio, Della Robbin, and
nthers,

Chne of these: pieces had a nirrow escape.
The: life-size bronze by Sansowvino, of Venus
Anadyvomene as ghe mae from the sea, made
nbout 15325 ot Florence, was carried 1o Poris
by Napoleon to enrich his nutional collection,
Tt was part of the plunder from notthern Traly
after his soccessful compnizn pghinst Austrin

Venus remiined in the Palais Roval and
wiae wiven o Government inventory mumber
(*“631n . R."™Y, which s still stamped upon
{he base of the statue. On May 24, 1871,
the Commune being in power, the milace was
set afire by the mob, and Venus was thrown
out of the window just i time to prevent her
lestruction.

It was during Mr. Mellon's vears in Wash-
ingten that he first thovght of a national
millery—an American Louvre to which his
and other important collections could be given
fie the Ametican people.

After a long day in his big, square office in
the Tressury [Ilepnrlmfnh nwrhmking Lhe
White House, this quiet, patient man of af-
fairs would enter his car alone and sav 1o the
chauffeur, “ Just drive around.”  AMotoring in
the Mall, through the parks, aroond the Capi-
tol and the Lincoln Memorial, be came to ap-
preciate every aspect of the long-term prograg
for the beauntification of the Capital City,

For a gallery building that should be of
outstanding architectural beavty and  neir
enough to the Capitol to be pecessible to visi-
tore, he [avored the site an the Constitution
Avenue side of the Mall, between Fourth and
seventh Streets, and that location was also
deemed the most suitable by Congrees,

After retiring Prom public office a8 Ambas-
sador at London, Mr. Mellon traveled in Eu-
rope inspecting the buildings In which the na-
tional collections of other presl nations oare
housed.  Numetous sketches were considered,
etmitent architects in this and other countries
were consulted, and finally the conception of
hts frrend of many vears, John Russell Pope,
wis iipproved.

Mr. Mellon then made one of the conditions
of the acceptance of the gift that “the gallery
shall not bear my name, but shall be known
as the Nationnd Gallery of Art, or by such
other name as may mpnqmulreh tdentify i
as 1 gallery of art of the Nationnl Government,
to which the entire public shall forever hove
access, =subject only 1o reasonable regulations
Lo e fromm time to time established,”

There is pathos in the thousht that Me,
Mellon himself never saw the whole collection
together nor the completed building.

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These fountuins graced the gardens of the
Palace of Versailles in France more than 250
vears mpo.  They were done in 1672 by order
of Lowis XTV a3 part of the decoration for the
celebrited Theéatre d'Ean, One, by Pierre Le
Cros, represents two winged chetubs playving
with a lyre, und the other, by Jean-Buaptiste
Tubi, depicts two similar fgures at play with
an jrole swan,

This open-air theater, built {or the esthetic
satisfaction of Louis XTIV, was considered one
of the chief glories of Versailles. However,
the many fountains throughout the park con-
sumned such a vast amount of water that peo-
tests came from adjoining Jdistricts which were
left high and dry by the diversion of streams
for the displays

The King, respecting the protests, passed
word to one of hiz ministers, e that thereafter
he arranged to stroll theough the garden only
at a designaterd hour. As he appeared, the
water wos turned on, and the moment he
turned his back it was cot off, Lowis i said

In the two garden courts, henches will be
provided where visitors an a tour theough the
extensive gulleries may find o restiul interlude.

All the exhibition spaces will be completely
airconditioned, and museum experts predict
that ¢enturies-old works of art thus kept in
uniform temperatire and humidity throughout
'EhE vear will be hetter preserved than hereto-
nre,

And Watteau, who became <
fmmouns; had little more than promise until the
French collector Crozat  permitted him o
study and copy the works of art in hiz posses-
sion,  In this collection was “The Finding of
Muoses,” by Veronese, which i now in our na-
tional collection | Plate X1,

In Washington, two centuries later, yvoung
artiste will fnd the ssme opportunities that
Watteau once enjoved in Paris.

Not only did Mr. Mellon request that the
building should not bear his name, but he e
sired also that the paintings given by him
should not be segregated as “the Mellon Col-
lection.”” He wanted them distributed through
the: Gallery in their appropriate schools,

It wits his unselfish hope that the National
Gallery would thus attract important gifts
from other American collectors, willing to
merge their works of arl into a great instit.
tion for the American people.

This hope i= being abundantly fulfilled even
before the gallery building has been completed,
While the original collection was being (nrmed,
another reticent, public-spirited American was
quietly gathering together a truly zreat col-
lection of works of art devoted entirely (o the
italian schonols,

The Genesis of the Kress Collection

On July 12, 1939, it was announced that
Samuel B Kress, of New York, had given to
the Nuational Catllery his collection of paint-
ings and sculpture, acclaimed by experis as
one of the finest private collections of Tralian
arl 1 existence.

The Kress Collection consists of 375 paint-
ings and 15 pieces of sculpture. Praciically all
important painters of the Tralian Schoal from
the thirteenth to the eichteenth centuries are
represented.  Appropriate gallery moms aTe
now being constructed to house these works,
which will Iw installed Lefore the huilding is
opered (o the public,

Bormm im Cherryville, Pennsvivanin, Mr.
horess sturted his career at an trarh, Age s a
schoolteacher.  Subsequentiy  he  founded @

stiatonery store in Nanticoke, Pennsvlvania,

thus laying the foundation for a chain of 240
stores pow operated from coasi (o coast,
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Long interested in Ttalinn art, he generously
provided funds for the restoration of numeroas
historical aml artistic monuments in Naly, in-
cluding robms in the famous Ducal Palace of
the Gonzagas at Muantun and, more recently,
for the renowned Mantegna frescoes m tha
edifice.

Historic monuments in Ravenna, Spoleto,
and other places have been restored with funds
fuenished by Mr. Kress. and he hos gives more
thaty 75 fine paintings to musemms and colleges
throughout the United States, He followed
with interest the building of o national gallery
in Washington and the opportunity it offered
ag o center of culture for the whole country,

In offering his collection to the Gallery, Mr.
Kress explained: * Because the Gallery and the
works of art which it will contain will be for
the benefit of all the people of the United
Stiles and will be accessible to s0 many. citi-
zens of this and other countries visiting our
National Capital, it seems most suitable that
others chould contribute to the collection heing
formei] there; and it i& my wish, therefore,
that the works of art which T have acquired
should become part of the Nmtional Gallery
collection und be exhibited in the Gallery build-
ing now being erected in ' Washington,”

Rarely has a gift of such maenitude been
given tduring the lifetime of the donor.

Presidont Roosevelt, in his letter of thanks
o Mr, Kress of July 7, 1939, sqid: “Not énly
are the treasures vou plan (6 bestow on the
Nation menleulalile in value and in interest,
but in thelr bestowal vou are giving an exnmple
which may well be followed by others of our
countevmen, whe have o their stewardship
art treasures which also happily might fimd a
home in the National Gallery.™

A Great Renuissanee Painting

Perhnps the foremost painting in the Kress
Collection is the celebrated “ Adoration of the
Shepherds,”™ by Giorgione, which formerly e
longed to Lord Allendale of Englaind { Plute
VI). 'This is one of the most heputiful amd
important paintings in America. [t shows the
softness anid richness of eoloring and the pos-
toril, Arcadisn beauty that make Giorgione
4 figure entirely apart in Italian Renalssance
urf.

Much of Giorgione’s work has been lost or
destroved through the centuries, and barely i
score of his paintings are known to exist today.
In Venice Giorgione and Titian were students
of Bellim snd loter formed a=sort of pariner-
ship, sometimes painting o pictare jointly.

The voung artist from Castel france became
tvalved in a controversy that attracted the
attention of the whole country.

Verrocchio, . also working In Venice, com-
pleted a bronze horse for the spleadid Colleoni
Muonument, aond his admirers proclaimed that
sculplure was superior Lo paimting becutse i
showed all sides of the figure.  Giorgione ook
upy the challenge, painted a nude Ggure near o
clear pool with a mirror in the background gl
a polished corselet at one side.  He thus provesd
that all sides of the hgure could be =een in a
painting without the trouble of walking around

Criotto un Early Naturalist

Giotto’s majestic “Madonna and Chilid™ was
formerly in the Henry  Goldman  Collection
(Plate 11, Giotto, born about 1266, was o
shepherd oy who later lnid the Toundation:
for Florentine art. He was the first of the
Gaothiv painters o dramatize human fipures
and to depict achion: He painted jagged cliffs.
arren hills, and trees almost devaid of Jeaves,
These touches of landscape were innavations
in those early dayvs and he was hailed as an
ambzing naturalist,

Boconooio writes in the Décameron: " Glotlo
was such a penius that there was nothing in
nature which he could not have represented
in such o manner that [t oot only resembled,
but seemed to be, the thing itseli”

Also a famous architect, Giotto planned the
Cathéedral ot Florente as well s its bell tower.
In the tower, which still exists, he carved (he
frst course of stome, depicting arte and fndus-
ires, with his own bhamd, Few of hiz works
are to be seen outside of laly.

Exceptionally well rtfprea:mni in the Kress
Collection is the work of Giovanni Bellin,
with eight paintings.  Hellini's father, Jacopo,
and his brother Gentile were both grest art
15, and his sister morried another leading
master, Mantegna.

For many years the two brothers helped
their father do his large historical scenes, but
Lriowvnned later became one of the most im.
partant men in the development of the Vene-
tian styvle of painting.

“81, Jerome Reading,” done in 1305, show-
ing the Snint at the entrance to his cave
in & romantic landzcape of Venetian hills, is
an interesting example of his work (Plate [ X)),

Among other owtstanding masterpieces are
the “Madonna and Child,”™ by Filippn Lippi,
which [ormerly hung in the Kalzer Friedrich
Museum in Berlin ( Plate T1T). and the " Mevt-
ing of St. Anthony and St. Paul," by Stefano
i Glovanni, who wae known as Sjssella { Plite
IT).

[n this picture the kindscape was supposed
o represent n desert, bot Sazwettn pictured it
full of hills, lovely trees, and shining stones.
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It was part of an altarpiece dedicated to the
life of St. Anthony., (Other parts ore in the
Lehman Collection, New York, and the Jarves
Collection at Yale Univ er-ur.g;

Mr, Kress hos succeeded in keeping in this
country many valuable works of art which
might therwise have returned 1o Furope and
become permanently fixed in European gal-
leries.  He acquired practically the entire ool-
lection, of Dtalian paibtings belonging (o the
late Henry ﬂﬂiuirl:r.:l.u of New York, including
Titimn's “Lady at 4 Mirror” (Plate XV1), and
Hartolomeo Veneto's “Portrait of a Gentle-
mon” [ pagee 27).

The public has heretofore Known little of
the magnitude of the Kress Collection and the
remiarkable 1rensores it contains,

Chne of these paintings, ' lnterior of the Pan-
theon,” has o perulmr‘h uppropriate place in
the National Gallery (page 41, Considered
one of the finest ‘i'l."-l.'!FI-..* ever produced by Gio-
vanni Panini (1695-1768), i is beilliant in
perspective, showing hively groups of people in
the spacious rotunda under the wide circular
dome, He even painted himself into the pic-
ture 8s a spectator, standing in the central
foreground in p white waist and black robe.

A Celehrated Dome

The Pantheon at Rome, where the tomb of
the immortal Raphael I Incated, is one of the
oldest roofed edifices in the world with walls,
vaulting, and dome still perfectly preserved.
It was completed by Emperor Hadrian about
120 a. 0, 1ts low, hroad deme with a circular
opening ot the top i3 of major architectural
importance.

The shape of this dome s repeated in the
famous St. Sophia built by Justinian in 332 at
Istanbul. Tt was also used in our Capitol at
Washington as at first constructed, with the
low dome rising from a base formed by the
Senate and House Chawbers:  Again  this
beautiful dome appears—in 1940 A 0 —am
the National Gallery of Art in Washing-
tom, wnd i to be used nlso on the Jeiferson
Memaorial.

In the Pantheon the rotumdic is 142 feet in
dinmeter, while the height from floor to ooulus
is the same, this similarity being responsible
for the feeling of space attuined. It was in
thi= rotunda under the massive dommie in Kome,
two cenituries agno, that Panini placed his easel
antl painted his masterpicce—and the work
ftself now fincde 313 permanent home under a
similar dotme n Washington.

On February 22, 1940, the National Gallery
received its third gift—I11 celebrated paintings
by early American artists; acruired by Mr.
Mellon in his lifetime and now given o the

MNation by the Ao W, Mellon Educational and
Charitable Trust,

Supplementing the other eollections, this
gift represents the first pamtings of the Amer-
ican School acquired by the National Gallery,
including |1rm:ﬂ pnuralu by Gilbert Stuurt,
Jukn Copleyv, Benjamin 'Wfﬂ, John Trumbull,
Chester Harding, Edward Savage, and Mather
Brown.

There are five Gilbert Stuarts. one of them
the “Portrait of Washington” (Flate XXX
which wis brought to this country from Tre-
landd, where it had been sent hy Stuart nnd
remained until 1919,

A Historie American Painting

There is also the large portrait group, “The
Washington Family,” by Savage (page 29).
George and Murtha Washington are shown in
their home at Mount Vernon with their adopted
children, son amd daughter of John Custis, who
wits Mri. Washington's son v her first hus-
band.

'u.'lr'a.-.hingtnn'ﬂ hznd resis upoan a plan for the
*Capital City” which was afterwards 1o henr his
name and nlong whose main oxis the Nativnal
Gallerv s now being srected. At the right
stands Washington's negro servant, Billy Ler.

This piciure, painted against a traditional
background of red draperies and with o view
of the Potomac River bevond, acourntely por-
trivve the simple dignity of 'Lhr: Washingtin
heisehold.

Another inleresting picture in this American
group s Benjamin West's portralt of Guy
Juhnson (Plate XXXI1), nephew amd soc-
cessor of the famed Sir William  Jobnson,
beloved champion of the Mohawk tribe aml
transintor of the Dook of Uommon Prayer
into the Mohawk dialect, Standing directly
behind him may be seen his Indian puide and
SCPELATY.

To safeguard the National Gallery from the
inclusiom of inferior examples in jt= collection,
the law provides that no work of art shall be
accepted unless it be of stimilar high standard
to that of the original collection,

The policy of the Gallery will be to include
in the prrmaneént collection only paintings and
sculpture which are representabive of mrtists
whose merit and importance have been gen-
erally recopnized for more than twenty years
after their death.

The law also provides that the Gallery shall
he properly maintained by the Government
atid the works of art regularly exhibited (o the
pubilic free of charge. When the building is
completed, Uncle Sam will take charge and
provide for the operation of this new venture.

EVOND Bali peace settled on our little
ship after the seekers of rest and
quiet, with their bright-labeled bageage,

trooped ashore at exotic Boeleleng,

Even then, troubled statesmen at London,
Tokvo, ond Washington pondered  panegled
problems of the Pacific and ity rich islands, but
close-range passengers on the smiling Juva Sea
were oblivious of overseas concern,

O the breezy deck o traveling hardware
salesman discussedl orchids with the chief en-
gineer.

Barefooted Malay boys hring coffee at dawn
or rise from sleep in the passageway to serve
A the moment passengers wish away siesto
drowsiness by ladling water over themselves
from a “Malay tub.” Between decks are Chi-
nese  merchants amid their stocks, and hun-
dreds of Juvanese colonists, leaving thelr over-
crowded island for the jungles of the Celebes,

Covered-Deck Planecers

Far astern are the superabundant fields of
sugar and tobaceo, the geometrical mnk and
file of coffer and tea plantations, the grderly
rows of palme-oil and rubber trees,  Afier teem-
ing cittes and paddy terraces of Javn, where
met mass closer than in industrinl Rhode
lsland, the Outer Districts of the Indies, for-
merly ravished by piracy and slave trade, will
seem lonely to these covered-deck ploneers.

When the sun sinks behind Borneo and sea
birds float like shadows against the blazing
skw, archipelago life is symbolized by sails,
scudding in for @ hight's rest at Makassar,
haven of Malay ships.

Seving the high-pooped pularis in the prau
harbor gives one i sense of antigquity, for such
ships carried Columbus across the Atlantic,
Vasco da Gama around the Cape, and Magel-
lun's men around the world.

A pajala, esembling an open: Viking boat,
becomes o pelari when the upper works are
added.  Portugoese colomzers furmished the
pattern for this praw design, which still resiste
the competition of Australisn-sivle lambos,
although the latter are foster and require a
smitller crew.

The Muakassar sailor’s palari is his home ot
sea and his club as well, A prou crew is a
tirotherhood as well as trading oompany. Dur-
ing manoy hours spent in the prau harbor |
never saw any distinction between captain and
crew, Once | had established friendly velu-
tions, these sea rovers, descended from pirates,
showed o heart-warming cordiality and fellow-
ship.

O August 31, the birthday of Cueen Wil-
helmina, Makassar forgets commerce to give
its undivided attention to the racing praus—
dugonts as sleek as racing shells and carrying
remarkably sails.

Were it not for outrigpers—the soppd has
one, the balolang two—these slender hulls
woultd turn turtle faster than any turtle ever
turned.  But with a stiff breeze and a trained
Malay crew riding the outrigger, a soppé may
be the {astest sniling craft aflioat,

With wind and outrigeer on the same-side of
a-soppe, & skillinl helmsman scuds along with
the single oulrigger hizh out of the water,
much us wartime motorcyciists, leanmg [ar to
the other side, 1if1 sidecars over shell holes.

Wearing conguizstador hel-
mets decormted with bosguets of feathers, these
men struck fighting poses and looked as fero-
cious as possibite.  Their Falstaffian walsts were
heavily podded with once-bright tapestries,

After the savage rjakaléle 1 had seen on
the island of Ueram, the Tomohon version
seemid tame. But jost abive the resthouse
was o school to whose pupils in gold-rimmerd
spectacles and  European dress this  dance
aeemed stranper than it did o me.  So the
fierce-faced dancers, helmeted like Pizarro’s
troape, not anly repepted their performance but
took renl delight in making the voung coeds
stqueal with mock terror at their grimaces.

Hend-Hunting for Sentiment’s Sake

From Tomohon to Toradjaland is o long
jump, from the most progressive region in
Celebes to the most primitive, from aspiring
stenographers to pagans against whom the
charge of head-hunting still lingers.

=0 far as the traveler is concerned, it s a
purely academic guestion, {or unless he be-
trays a sense of superlority among them, a
more friendly group than the Toradjas he i=
not likely 1o find (pages 65 to 80). Head-
hunting, if practiced ot all, & a sentimentnl
adventure, designed tn provide the lonely dead
with a companion shade, anfl what kind of
companion m Inferno or Paradise would an
American writer be for n Toradja mountaineer

Muagnificent scenery, a delightful climate,
amd] exotic appeal make the mountain country
of the Toradjas unsurpassed in all the archi-
pelago.

After the corrugated-iron oofs amd ndis:
tingtiished, though often highly comfortable,
architecture of the sesports, | was impressed
by the longsroofed homes of the Toradjs,
shaped like grounded war praus propped up
on shore.

Reflected in paddy fields dotted with white
cuttle herone (page 621, the Toradja villages
are ug distinctive as the high-gabled kampongs
of the Bataks in Sumatra.

The projecting roof, built up of many tiers
of bamboo halves, shelters n porch which is
both reception moom and clubhouse, intricately
carved and painted with earthen of bark dyes
in red snd black, The steps leading to it are
vestigial yersions of @ ship's ladder,

The Toradjas, with a genius for geometrical
patterns, scratch and burn intricate decord-
tions onto the smooth surface of bamboa,
Rows of human fyures, admirably spaced, are

separated by hands of perographic patterns,
the whole working out so perfectly that intri-
ciele measurements . zeem o have been em-
ploved,

For the infrequent visitors, Toradja artisans:
make napkin rings around whose periphery
humble grists carry their designs, coming oul
evenly at the completion of the circle, The
same <kill i uged in lorger surfaces.  Across
whole house fronts ting serolle and circles
march without ooce losing step—geometric
desizn  effortles<ly  attaining the required
L ET

Where the whole valley floor is needed for
growing Tood, the houses are built on rocky
hifleides under deep preenery.

When the annual fair spreads its exposition
ctandds in Maknssar and a government buresy
uses mininture paddy felds to teach the Malays
better rice culture, no exhibit aitracts more
attention than the Toradja house, o relatively
colorless imitation of the imposing porches in
Toradjalynd,

That the Toradjss are head-hunters, that
the strange fao-faor, or doubles, on their
graves are muminies protected by thick paint,
that a lone traveler i in danger—I had no
evidence of any of these thrilling character-
istics, begueathed by gossip,  But if there §s
a more thrilling portal to any primitive region
than that to mountainous Toradinland, where
5 it? Whether one climbs the corkscrew
jungle road from Palopd to Rantepao of goes
north, as T did, from Parepare, the approach
s marvelous.

Conmverted into a series of vaulis, like a color-
less copy of those in Petra® the Lemw oliff
s impressive, beciause, standing like spectators
outsicle the deep pockets in which byrials
are made, are wide-eved "doubles” leaning
on rnlings, like sports fans, high above the
scene,  When a new corpse s buried in a cliff
tomh, his double takes itz place in the pock
godlery,

Tu phutograph these fuscinating images as
closely &s possible, T stroggled up  through
dense jungle growth and emerged on o crag
almost level with the portrait flgures, their
tves staring in elernal vigilnnee, thelr bodies
clothed in brizht checks and bandunna colors.
Some have traveling sacks for their trip o the
land of souis (pages 76 and 77),

There was scarcely ronm enough (o st up o
tripwc], but the cliff waz in deep shadow and a
long  exposure wos necessary, Once a Lripod
leg slipped and the machine leaned toward the
vald.

“Captain Bob," Who Went North with Peary, Tells of 42 Years of Explo-
ration in the Orphan Island of New Aerial and Naval Interést

HFE first vovage [ muude to Greenland

l was in 1898 with Admiral, then Com-

mander, Robert E. Peary in the old
Windward. At that time the “island of desola-
tion,”" as people used to call it, wns just a
jumping-ofi place for the North Pole;, and 1
hardly expected to see the day when it would
be unvthing else.

Since that first visit 1 have made more than
30 exploratory trips to Greenland in the Tast
13 wears. iaking with me on my schooner
Efie M. Marrizzev lads from the preparatory
schools pnd colleéges and gathering data and
specimens for the Smithsonian Institation and
other scientific societies, as well as birds and
animals for zoos,

1 have observed the development of the
country's resources under the intelligent man-
agement of Denmark, have seen the Eskimos

gradunlly adopting white. men's ways of liv-

ing, and have learned that the snow fields of
the icccap, the open land along the shore,
and the sheltered fjords provide excellent land-
ing fields for afrplanes and hide-outs for war
viessels.

An Island without a Country

When Germany entered Denmark, the gues-
tion arose whether this “protectorate” extends
o Depmark’s island of Greenland, and, i it
does. what the effect will be on North
Americans.

The answer, it seems to me, k= found in
geography.  1If military forces come to Green-
lanid, they will ind a diverse sland, beagtiful,
nmaking, difficult, icebound; vet n place which
might very well serve as-a vear-round hase for
dir opwerations and in summer for maneuvers
by =ea and land.

The distance from the west coast of Green-
lind to Cape Dhver, Canada, s less than 200
miles, und northern Greenland i= only 12 to 14
miles from Ellesmere Jeland. 1t is only 200
miles as the sea bird fies from Greenland o
leeland, and {rom there 300 miles to the Brit-
ish Isles, 623 to Norway (map, pages 118-9),

Thus, while Greenland belongs: to XNorth
America, it = actually a convenient stepping-
stone for airplanes flying to this continent
from Eurape.

Before 1 st down my notes of specific voy-
ages, 1 wish 1 could put an paper the wonder
anel bafilement T felt when, ag 4 neweomer to
the North, on my vrigingl Peary expedition,
I saw the picture of just what Greenland
CoMmprises,

First, it is un island, the largest in the world,
and one of the most sparsely inhabited. In the
interior 15 the vast, forbidding waste of ice
which has been accumulating in mystery and
splendor since the beginning of tHme, or, st
any rate, since blind Nature in the pglacial
petitd se4 her inscrutable machinery to wark.

A Mammoth lee Cake

It is nuire thin three times as big as Texas.
But a good four-fifths of its 827,300 square
miles lies mute and frozen beneath the icecap
which has filled the dead vallevs and made
them level with the mountain tops,

All the visible land of Greenland is u gort of
uncovered band, stretching about the coast, 4
to 20 miles wide; hut in a few pluces widening
1o as much as 112 miles on the west const and
1o 180 or sd on the sasi coast.

Interior Greenland today i3 a  majestic
plateay of fee. Ower this plateau in the old
Peary davs, we made our sledes Journevs
across the icecap o full 6,000 feet above the
level of the sen,  What sleds from the sky
may alight there soon 1 can only conjecture.

The esnow of the Arctic has not changed,
not have the ide-lncked mountains of Green-
land; but the chonges which have come over
the Eskimps are profound,

In the old davs Peary compared the Green-
land Eskimos as he had found them on his
first trips, with the Eskimos as he left them
when the great venture of the North Pole hod
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Greenland from 15898 to Now

One of my boys,
R, T, Dove, during the
1936 expedition, made
a rather careful study

of the Smith Saynd
Ezskima, whi lives be-

tween Greenlond  and

Ellesmere Island, with
Special regard 1o “iu-
berculosis and the
sun,”  Sadly enowgeh,
this white man's dis-
ease has come to
Pearv's Eskimns, to-
sether with the white
meatt’s tobacco and de-
vitalized flour.

Diriftwood for Houses

The kind of hotise an
Eskimo builds depends
almost entirely on jts
location. In east
Greenland, the section
we stidied in 1939, np-
tivie homes are built of
Canndian cdriftwood,
Rivers draining down
irom the Canaodian
northwed, 4 richly for-
estetl  section, bring
quantities of driftwood
dancing along the tides
These rivers empty into
the Polor Basin and
their watelr 15 carried
anround the north of
Lrreenland, thence
down the east coast by
the Arctic curreni.

Thus the vast Green-
lanil Eskini hias plenty
of lumber for his house,
though the houses we studied wsed only a small
amount In the rool.

But only a little driftwood travels along the
currents around Cape Farewell, or up the west
contst, Consequently, the Smith Sound TEskimio
builds for his house a4 stone bgloo,

The roof is made of fiat stones, with o back
glope.

HHousehold Heat—and Smells

Certain rather interesting facts turmed up as
the Danish doctors considered the nse of tu-
berculodis among the Eskimos.  First, the in-
vestigators our old idea that the
Eskimo by nature is capable of bearing more
intense eold than white men. 1 he does =0,
the authorities conclided, it I because he
dresses {or the cold and eats fat, fuel-charged
foods to stand him in stead during his éxtreme
winter.

When this theory seemed to be established,
however, the contradictory fact wias revealed
that the Eskimo con stand o degree of heat in
which white men wilt and sufier.

Nobody can [olly imagine the heat and the
smells of an Eskimo house quite so realistically
as the man who has borne the heat and smelled
the smells; The houses are hented by senl-oil
lamps. These are rather flat stone vessels,
with wide moss wicks which, when properly
trimmed, bhurn the seal oll with a wide, while
Aame. The heat in the house becomes tropic—

and <o hyvgiene perishes in the midst of food
seattered about among the fur skins, of dops
here and there, of all oo little attention to
sanitation, thfn tuberculosis comes into an
Eskimo settlement, it runs rampant.

In the old Péary dove such o germ would
not have been so serious, for the Eskimos then
lived in stone igloos which thev abandaned

A Remarkahle Polar Mirage

Chir next stop after Rrigus would be Kejser
Franz Josephs Fijomd on the edst coast of
Gireenland (page 1311, From Newfoundland
to Cape Forewell we had adverse winds and
saome rough water. MNearing Cape Furewell
in the fop, we suddenlv found porselves among
heavy jce, but luckily for us it was nol very
wide,

I had been mony tindes to the North and
had never before seen such open conditions,
The east const of Greenlam] s a difficale place
to reach and in some years ships cannotl et
in at all. 1 had been worried about whether
of not we could et in. However, evervthing
was fine and, altbough it was fogey amd we
could not tell vur position exactly, we knew we
were cloke (o land,

We saw a remarkable phenomenon in Den-
mark Straft, midway between the tip of swth-
ern Greenland and Teeland, The date was
July 17, and all our observations were made
in brilliant sunshine,  Our position was luti-
tode 63 42° N, loneitade 337 427 W,

The ship's three cheonometers had been
checked datly by Naval Observatory signal,
The air was calmi and the sea smooth. At 4
p. m., with the sun mm the southwest, an amaz-
g polar mirage appeared i the directlon of
southwest leeland, showing clearly the Snae-
fells Jokull (4,715 feet).

There were other well-known landimarks, all
of which were familiar to me as well as to my
ship's officer. At the time, | asked him how
far he thought we were from this land.  He
replied, from 25 1o 30 moutical miles. As o
milter of fact, the position of the Movrissey

showerd that these features were some 300
sintute miles distant.

A Bit of Rough Weather

Next day the harometer began dropping fast
and the wind was strong from the northeast,
with a heavy sea coming {rom the southeast
The barometer went to 2044, very low for
this time of the wvear, and the celling was
alap very low,

At noon we lowered the moinsail and jib,
making them inst, and hoisted the storm
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Greenland from 1898 to Now

trvsifl, Al 3 p. m. we were near joe.  There
was 1 hig swell on the weather edge. As we
gradually worked in through the loe, the water
became smoother, and the wind wis going
down wmong the jee but still blowing a gale
outside in ppen water, The sky was dark
with heayy, ominous clouds.

in the inst-diminishing light we saw a
erhooner, two-masted, with 4 barrel on her
foremast. When we got close to her, we saw
that she was loaded with seals, deck to water,
She Iny there as if anchoved,  Hunting hooded
seals—the  Norwegians cnll them “bladier
nose”—is a profitable industry as carried on
in mormal times by the Norwegian molor-
driven vessels.

In a gale among the joe we Jost our foresail
and had 1o bend a new hemp sall,  Neverthe
less, we ohtained specimens of hooded seals
for the Smithsonian,

The morning after the gale was beautifuol,
the sky blue as the Arciic, bluer even than

Califormia.

Stepming along by Blosseville Coast in o
mist which the sun was quickly dispelling,
we =w mountains capped with  pew-fallen
snow thrusting ap through haze, touched with

blue and purple tints, The colors were

chored in a fjord at Manby Peninsuln.  Here
we collected birds and flowers and discovered
a hot spring:

today. We steamed close by the coast of
l’r!.rt*r wol Lund and saw the red snow, about

Spoged, Hungory, had nsked ws to procure
information, The color is due to the presence
of a plant, T have also seen green snow in
the North.

Alony the Liverpool coast thnusanils of little
auks were enjoving the wirm, brilliant son-
shine, Exguisite colors brightened the foce of
the cliffs. Marble from similar cliifs on the
west coast of Greenland has been used for
buildings in Copenhagen.

Because we found the fjords were still lce-
hound on July 26, we could not get into Kejser
Franz Josephs I"_]HI'II The fce was close in to
Cape Hold with Hope, named by Herery Hud-
son ; and we went eistward for [0 miles, meet-
g shack  jce.

Going in, we shot two polar bears ( pages
121 and 130), also severnl squaretlippers, os
we Newfoundlanders eall bearded seals, for
specimens, “The meat of young palar bears ks
almost as pood as pork, and we wsed it for our
meals. Some of the bovs stored a quantity of
the meat in the Frigidaive and 1ok it home as
a treat for their families

We passed] Eskimonaes, on the soathern-
most: point of Clavering 1sland, a base of Dr,
Lauge Koch, who for several yvears hos carried
on extensive scientific research both with ships
and with afrplanes along the epst coust of
Cireenlnnid.

Flowers and Birds of the North

Stenming o the sound, we caw musk oxen
ropming the hills and wvalleys (page 156).
Here in this beautiful country, only 1,100
miles from the North Pole, Howers hloom anid
e saw barnacie
anel pink-footed geese, plovers, and songhirds.

The slopes of the mouniains were green,
black, dun, russet, and hrown. Newly fallen
spow cappedd the mountains and a hlue hoze
made g symphony of color,

The boye seattered far and near, collecling
birds and Nowers. In ten davs we obloined
for the Smithsoninn thousands of plants, rep-
resemting several hundred specles (page 125).

I had been wanting o use the ofter trawl
on the Belgica Bank and hoped with the good
ice conditions that we might be successiul.
The weather changed and became warm ani
raniny, with poor visibility,

We pazaed the Rass Rock close, lnter antch-
Ing a sight of Shannon Island. 1t began to
et really fogey: but there was no jce, and
wie kept going,  The water tempeerature showed
around 39 to 40 degrees F.

In fog the thermometer [z the seving eve
and feeler. We watch the readings carefully,
pnd when the mercury goes 1o 35 degrees or
jower, we know that we are getting close to
the ice. At such times we haul out until we
get thermometer readings up (o 38 or there-
about, then contifie on Our COurse.,

Guided thusz, we followed the straight edge
of ice which parallels the east Greenland coast,
It was provoking and tantalizing to have fog,
for we hod hoped to see the land and ice, polar
hears, hirds, seals, etc.

About midright, when the light was not so
sharp, I saw a polar bear asleep on a sheet of
ice,  Since the wind wits blowing away from
him, he did not met our scent, We shot by so
mear that T could almost kiss him from the
guarter of the Morrtszey, The slaty color of

As they work north, they begim to leave the
const and move across Davis Strait o Baffm
lakand and southbound Arctic currents, - It
would D interesting to Lag these bergs as we
do hirds amd fishes.

I seven dave we crossed the North Atlantic
to Brigus and every three hoors we made
plankton hauls.
