Mountains Top Off New England

By F. Bagrows Corron

HOUGH the culendar insisted it wns

only August 19, 3 wild and decidedly

wintry storm wis raging across the
6.288-Tool summit of Mount Washington, top
L‘.lf New England.

Well anchored to the rocks though it was,
the staunch little tiptop hotel shook, and even
the bed in which T slept trembled under the
onslaught of the thundering 60-mile-un-hoyr
male. Outdoors, that wousual might, the ther-
mometer registered well below [reezing,

When morning diwned, the whole mountain-
top was white with rime, A thick cloud blan-
keting the bare, rocky summit cutl visibility
to o few yards,

Yet, out of sight below us, all New England
was basking under 4 hot summer sun <hining
in & bright-blue sky. Mount Washington was
merely throwing one of its frequent tantrums.

Mountain Panorama Unlolds

Then suddenly its anger melted, Huoles
opened in the clood, sunlight poured through,
the rime began to thaw, and far away (o the
southeast we could see the Atlantic Ocean
gleaming off the distant coast of Maine.

Al around us; as the cloud continued to lift,
uniolded the splendid panorama of New EILF:-
land’s: mountnins.

Nedredt rose the stupendous, hulking shoul-
ders of the Presidential Range, bare and gray
like the backs of gigantic elephants.  Bevond,
in all directions, the other peaks and ridges of
the White Mountaing rolled away In wave on
wive, =pilling over New Hampshire's eastern
horder into Maine (puges 566-7).%

Still farther to the west rose the softer
ringes of Vermont's Green Mountains, Jike
parallel furrows in 0 giant's plowed  field,

Barely wvisible on the western hotizon were
the sharp cones of some of New York's Adiron-
dacks, 130 miles away,

Through five States New England’s moun-
tains thrust up & rocky backbone 500 miles
long (map, po 569),  This ridgepole of Yan-
keeland runs from the gentle wooded ridges of
western Connecticut and Massachusetts north
through the entire length of Vermont, turns off
across northern New Hampshire, ond ends
with the stark, lonely monolith of Mount
Katahdin, jutting up out of the vast rolling
wililerness of central Maine {pages 598-9),

Vermont Was Independent Nation

Colorful past and busy present vie for the
spotlight in this far-flung mountain world.

Here, though few Americans realize §t, the
State of Vermont flourished as-an mdep-:ndem
nution for 14 veare, complete with its own
coinage, postal svstem, and army, before ite
ﬂrlmisiirm to the Union in 17913 If necessary
tu defend this independence, wrote doughty
old Ethan Allen, "I will retire with hardy
Green Mountain Boys to the desolate Caverns
of the Mountaing, and from there wage war
with Human nature ot large!”

Through  these mountains ruiding Indians
driagged off hull-Trozen Captives to Cansda in
the dead of winter; here debi-harassed vet-
erans of Washington's army staged Shays'
Rebwllion; hére in the roaring davs of Malse's
lumber boom, in the early 1500 one man
bought a million acres of virgin pine and

spruce for only a few cents an acre.  Lumber
barons boilt up great {fortunes.

Many New England pioneers hacked nut
farmy high on the hill slopes, When the thin,
rischky sotl fniled to support their big families,
the surplus boys and girls left home to help
seltle the Middle and Far West.

Today vich dairy herds graze on these hill
farms, from which vast quantities of milk flow
dnily by tunk truck and railwiy o Boston,
New York, and other cities of the Northeast,
Veérmont nlone, which has more cattle than
people, exports to other States 85 percent of
ite total milk procduction, which approaches
two million quarts o day,

Bustling quarties and stone-cutting plants

miake the area around Barre, Vermont, the
HGrinite Center of the World,” Maine's for-
ests turm out enough newsprint poper every
day I;cu mitke o two-foot-wide strip around the
earth.

In these busy mountains people do every-
Ihi]lg iram rtmniug skiing schonls and selling
antigues to carving marble and making naple
sugar, And all this highland region i a year-
rotnd] mecca {or hundreds of thoosanda of
vacationis{s, skiers; hikers, campers, fisher-
men, and hunters {rom the crowded cities of
the Northeast. Two national foresis, o New
Hampshire and Vermont, help preserve timber,
wiler resources, wildlife, and natiral beauty.

Far Older thun Rockios

When westerners brag about the greater
heights of their Rockies, Yankees remind them
that New England's mountains are alder by
many millions of years, and originally prob-
ahly towered as high as the present-day Alps.
Maunt Washington, only 396 feet lower than
North Charolina’s Mount Mitchell, still ls one
of the highest peaks east of the Mississippi.

Unly an hour’s drive {rom teeming New
York City, Connpecticut has 500 miles of
marked hiking trafls. Here the 2,000-mile
Appalpchinn  Trail enters New  England’s
mountaing amd winds across them all the way
to Mount Katihelin in Maine,*

Iron mines once flourished in the Connecti-
cul and Mnossachusetts hifls. Near Mouont
Riga, Connecticut, is the abandoned smelter
ind ghokt mming comp where tradition says
nnchors of the frigate UsS Constituiion were
forged. An arsenal near by made cannon,
cannon balls, and shells [or the Revolutiobary
Army. Today these mines are dead, bot
thrifty Yankess still get cash out of sime of
them by selling the old slag heaps as raw mate-
rind for modern rock-wool insulation,

Nocthward the Connecticut highlands merge
inte Mussachusetts’ Berkshires, of which the
highest is bare-topped Greviock, 3,491 feet,
named for the snowy crest it wears in winter
(page 371).

A griceful 105-foot granite tower on the
summilt honors the Bay State's dead of all
wars, unid from its top shines 0 memorinl bea-
cont visible for 70 miles on a clear night.
When birds are migrating in spring and fall,
the light is thoughtiully turned off to avoid
confusing the traveling flocks,

(o Grevlock at eévéning may be heard the
thin, wiry notes of rare Bickoells thrush.
This is believed to be ita only hreeding place
in the entire State.

Hoosae Tunnel Epic of Railroading

Through the core of near-by Hoosar
Range bores the tom and Maoine Rail-
road s Hoosae Tumnel, considered a wonder of
the age when it was constructed, and even
todday the third longest in the United States,
In 1831 bold engineers, seeking to give Boston

3 railroad link to the West without elimbing

over the Berkshires, sturted diging the 434-
mile tube with the only tools then avatlable—
pickaxes, hand-driven drills, and black powder.

It took 24 years to finish the job, and 193
men lost their lives in explosions, by drowning
in subterranean foods, by falls of heavy tim-
berx, and m other accidents. 'When a man was
killed, other workers on the shift would quit
for good, and new laborers would have to be
recruited. :

While a 1.000-foot ventilation shaft was
being sunk, fre destroved a storage platform,
dropping o deadly hail of beavy steel drills,
hammers and chisels that killed 13 men work-
Ing 383 [eet below,

In 1866 power drills and nitroglyeerine were
introduced for the first time on A large scale
in America, They constrittion, but not
until February 9, 1875, did the first locomo-
tive pufi through from end to end.

First great railrond tunnel built in this coun-
tryv, the Hoosac was the longest in the Uniied
States until 1928, when the Moffat Tunnel in
Coloradi; 6.2 miles long, was completed, The
Unscade Tunnel in Washington, 7.8 milés, 1s
now America’s longest.

(radled in the loftiest part of the Berk-
shires, in the extreme porthwest corner of
Massachusetts, is proud old Williams College,
founded in 1793 on what then was almest the

Professor Hope-
kins; later president of Willlams, helped de-
velop the ideal of lberal education fostered to
this day in most small New England colleges—
close contact between teacher and student,
free discussion, and  independent  thinking

'El-irthj_:-ln:: of American Foreign Missions

In 1806, on this thep-remote mountain cam-
pus, was born another ideal with world-wide
influence, the American Protestant foreign
missions movement. Puring a thundersiorm
ane Afternoon, five Williims students took
refuge under a havstack, and their con-
versation there inspired them all to pledge
their lives to foreign missiomary work, Cut of
this grew the present-day North American
Protestant foreign missions program, which in
the wvear before the Korean war resulted in
the expenditure of over 354000000 to sup-
part the work of 15,500 Americans and Cang-
dians oversens and 76,000 notive workers.

In 1801 a Yankee named Zenas Crane set up
a mill ‘in the Berkshires to make paper from
the rags he collected from country housewives.

Today, whether vou carry 31 or 51000 bills
im vour wallet, they're all engraved on special
papeer made in Dalton, Massachusetts, hy the
fifth generation of Zenas Crane's descendants.
In the past 100 vears Crane’s hos made paper
for bank notes and securities of countries
occupving more than half the globe.

Chonging Styvles in Stutionery

i seeret process in Crane's “government mill,”
frovem which armied puards exclude all visitors.
Hall linén and kali cotton, it 1= the most dua-
rable paper that can be wsed for currency nnd
i= impregoated with Goe red and blue sifk
threads thut make it difficult to counterfeit.

Paper for stock certificates, bonds, insurance
polivies. deeds, nole paper, wedding invito-
tions, and the like aleo is made by Crane’s.

“Styles vary in stationery, us in clothes,"”
Winthrop Crane 3rd told me, “For instancs,
the hlack-hordered papers once used by people
in molgning sre going out of {ashion, but
wedding forms have not changed for several

ritions.

“Peaple in the Southwest generally buy
maore brightly colored note papers than edst-
ermers, who stick to whites and muted shadies,
The westerners, we think, are perhaps uncon-
sciously influenced by the stronger coloring of
their scenery.”

Across the Berkshires today can still be
traced the “Great Road™ over which, in Janu-
arv, 1776, toiled o long trin of ox-tdrawn
sleds londed with more than 350 cannon cap-
tured at Fort Ticonderoga on Lake Cham-
plain, Col. Henry Knox and his Continental
artillerymen dragged these guns nll the way
to Boston, mounted them on neac-by Dorches-
ter Heights and thus forced Lond Howe's
Brirish ’gan‘]mn to evacuate the city.

In 1777, after Burgoyne's surrender at Sara-
toga, forlern files of Hessian prisoners were
marehed over this same mountain trock. Along
its route today, among the quiet forest-clad
hills, stone walls, and rocky firms. one can
almost hear again the hoarse shouts of Colopel
Knox's ox drivers, the creak of sled runners
under the weight of the cannon; the shuffle of
marching prisoners’ {eet,

Artificial Lightning Aids Rescarch

In bustling modern Pittsheld, near by, I
stood on a balcomy in the Gemernl Electric
Company s “high voltage hall™ and watched a
50-foot bolt of artifickal lightning, largest ever
created by man, flash and crash hetween two
huge impulse generators (page 589).

Scientists wse  this 15million-volt “man-
made lightning” to learn better how to protect
electric r transmission Hoes and power
plants from domage by natural lightning
bolts* '

General Electric also runs, in Pittsfield, the
world's largest electrical transformer plant.
Millions of transformers made here are work-
ing in electrical systems all over the world,

Nowhere i= there anvthing guite like the
annual Berkshire Music Festival, which n
1950 drew 170,000 music lovers and musiciang
to the Berkshire Hills, At Tanglewood, the
Jovely 210-acre estate where Nathaniel Haw-
thorne entertained children with' Tanpleawood
Twles; the Boston Svmphomy Orchestra con-
ducts its vearly Music Center, playing a
series Of superb concerts and operating a
wiorld-famous summer school of music,

Next morning George Judd, manager of the
Hosion *ﬁ}.mphnm, showed mie around  the
music school, Under a sprea oak on the
green lawn a lovely blonde sat on a camp chair
pracicing on a big golden harp,  In a secluded
shack down in the woods an earnest teombone
plaver blatted away where he would disturb
no one. A student orchestra practiced a con-
certor written by n student composer, while
houssevitzky paced the aisles and listened
with a now approving, now pained, expression.

Dancers Must Be Athletes

Yankee furmers who once tilled the stony
acres of Joacob’s Pillow, not far from Tangle-
wood, would be amazed at the cavortings of
the lithe, muscular men and women who now
leap. twirl, and pirouette there every summer.

Here for three months students from all
over the Unlted States and abroad come o
study ot the nonprofit University of the
Dance, directed by Ted Shawn, noted Amer-
ican dancer (page 576).

In the little' theater where stodents stage
dance recitals approaching Broadway's best,
I saw them periorm with faultless grace that
classic ballet, Les Swiphides. Not only did 1
hecome a dance enthusiast on the spot, but |
gained o new respect for the physigue it tnkes
to be @ dancer.

“Commando training 15 a cinch compared

with the workouts these people get," a staff
member told me.

“Their day starts with one hour of body ¢on-
ditioning, the most rigorous calisthenics ever
devised. Then comes an hour and a half of
proctice in classical ballet, followed by an
equal period of modern dancing.  After lunch
thiere is a session in ethnologic, or folk, danc-
ing, Amd on evenings when theré's no recital
in the theater, there are two hours of come-
pubsary rehearsal of the day's work!

In sharp contrast with the busy Berkshires
is tiny Plymouth, birthplace of Calvin Cool-
idge, almost lost among Vermont’s Green
Mountains bat =till sought out by thousands
of reverent visitors.

Miss Aurora Plerce, the Coolidge house-
kevper, spry despite her 80-o0dd vears, showed
me the room in the modest old homestead
where the Yankee President was administered
the oiath of office by his father before dawn
on August 3, 1923, after Harding's death.

He didn't
talk much, Hut when he did, you understood

Mount Mansfield, Top of Vermont

From the bare granite cone of Mount Mans-
field, 4,393 feet above the sea, highest peak in
Vermont, the blue-green summits and ridges
of the Green Mountains are visible north 1o
Cannda and zouth haliway 1o the Maezachy-
setts line (page 574).

Cnly the gleeful “deedee-dee’™ of a lone
chickadee and the gentle whisper of the wind
broke the silence as 1 sat on o rock on the
summit, munched sweet wild blueberries, and
watched blnck shodows of moving clouds
paride up the green slopes of the next ridge.

Almost under my leet mgantic rock preci-
pices plunged down into the deep, narrow gash
of Smugglers Notch, as if a giant’s ax had
mude a stupendous cut deep into the moun-
tains (page 572). Through this wild defile,
tenddition says, smugelers spirited cattle to
Canada during the War of 1812,

To the west gleamed the 100-mile-long ex-
parse of Lake Champlain, historic pathway of
French explorers and invasion route of British
armies and fledts moving south from Canada
in the Revolution and War of 1812,

For pearly 100 years o tiny {rame hotel has
perched on Mansfield's summit ridge, parts of
it hardly changed from 1858 when hoop-
akirted female guests rode up to it sidesaddie
on horseback.  Today cars can drive to the
top of the mountain over o good toll road,

Chn the hotel porch T met myv old friend Ed
Chapin, Smithsonian Institution entomologis,
on vacation, but with the happy Light of the
bug collector 8o his eves, He showed me a
glass jar full of grashoppers. “Thev're o
sub-Arctic wingless variety,” he said, “found
this fur south only on the higher mountains
where it stavs cool even in summer,”

"Long Trml” Follows Highest Ridees

Down, over the steep 1,000:o0t drop of
Mansield's southern spur [ climbed and shid
im the route of the Long Trafl, & spectacular
hiking path 261 miles long thot traverses (he
entire length of Vermont, staying in the wil-
derness of the highest mountiain ridges all the
WAY,

Through ministure spruces srowing amid
tree skeletons left by an old forest fire, the
trail led down over bare ledges whire cairns, or

rock plles, marked the way, A hawk soared
silently above the shoulder of the mountaln.
Below, the trafl led among clusters of enor-
mots boulders strewn helter-skelter down the
slope, throogh (unnels formed by pilés of
rocks, down rustic ladders and past caves.

Puifing up the trail under beavy packs came
three high school boys from Dedham, Massa-
chusetts, out to hike the entire length of the
Long Trall from Miasspchusetts to Canadn.

“Any excitement so far?” | asked,

“Well, a porcupine clfmbed in bed with us
one night in one of the open shelters, probably
looking for salr,” they said,

“"Anather night we had to sleep outdoors
beuuse the shelter was full of girls, That was
the only night it's rained so far!"”

Hundreds hike im the Long Trail F vear,
A mail carrier once wolked 1t from end Lo end
on his vacution!  Built and maintained by the
Greon Mountain Club, the trail has shelters
spaced at intervals of a few miles, near drink-
irige water and equipped with bunks and stoves,

skimng Down the Nose Dive

Winter now iz Mount Mansfield's busiest
season.  Skiers by the thousavds, from as far
awiy as New York Clty, swarm in for week
ends or longer stavs at the hotels, Jodges, and
farmhouses at the base of the mountain. O
the highest and longest single-link chair lify
in the Fast they ride in 12 minutes to the top
of the mountain, then swoop down the steep
Nuse Dive Trail or glide more leisurely down
the four-mile gentle slope of the auto road.

O bright, bitter-cold day T watehed hun-
drecls of colorfully clad skiers of all ages soar
pway up the mountain in the chair 1ift, whiz
bitck down on one of the many trails leading
out of the woods, skid o n halt n a clowd
of swirling snow, then stop in (o warm before
the shelter’s big open fire or have a cup of
coffen,*

Though anly 1wo or three of évery 1,000
skiers recelve injuries requiring medical atten-
tion, Mansfield's efficient Ski Patrol carefully
supervises the safety of all. Unsafe spots are
markerd with flags and entire trails are blocked
off by the Patrol if they become dangerous.

Cn the mountain slopes, in summer, you see
stonl wooden boxes elevated high on stilts w
ktep them from being buried in the winter
snw,  In them the Patrol keeps toboggans,
ret-aid equipment, and telephomes, Injured
skiers are haded down the mountain on the
toboggans, und a Ski Patrol member is the last
man down in the evening on every ski il

Highest and roughest of New England's
peaks are the bare and rugged White Moun-
tains, massed in o tight cluster in New Hamp-
shire's northern half, Highest and roushest
of them all is mighty Mount Washington,

named for America’s first President (pages
560-7, 393).*

Wintering on Mount Washington

A gust of wind with the highest velocity
ever measured on the earth’s surface, 231 miles
per hour, whipped across Mount Washington's
summit on Aprdl 12, 1934, Twenty-five men
and women ave perished trving to climb the
boulder-strewn dome in bad weather, victims
of insufficient physical siamina or exposure;
vet, when the weather smiles; one can walk
up and down it in a day.

Leaning into n 60-mile-un-hour August gale,
I visited the summit weather station where n
hardy crew of voung men stay all the yvear
round.  Their reports, broadeast dailv from
the mountaintop, are used in forecasting
weather for all New Englund and for reporting
skiing conditions (page 594 ).

Bolted to the rocks, the weather station is
one of the world’s strongest bulldings, [Its
windows are double-paned and covered with

583

fine wire mesh to protect them from flving
chunk=of ice. An oil hurner supplies plentiful
heat in winter, but, nevertheless, snow sime-
times sifts through the window cracks and
stays on the sills for days without melting.

“Coldest winter day we've ever recorded
was 46,5 degrees below zero,” Harry Temple,
chief observer, told me. “It's never been over
44 above in winter or over 71 even in summer.
On very cold dayvs we have to wenr face masks
outside, and when the wind gets up to 100
“:.u‘:j per hoyr, it's impossible to stand wp-
right.

“Our weather up here iz as swere as any
in the world, worse than the storms in the
Rockies and the blizzards on the Great Flains.
In winter we get hurricane-velocity winds on
two out of every three days.”

“Here on Mount Washington we get naturil
icing conditions frequently, better than we can
procluce in a wind tunnel or laboratory. We
set ip scale models of wings, propellers, and
other aircruft parts, watch how ice forms on
them, and try out anti-icing devices, such as
heating the leading edges of wings,

“lIring affects the performance of jel en-
gines, too, aml we're testing various types of
jets up here to see how they perform under
icing conditions,."

When Sylvester Marsh, a New Humpshire
by who had made his fortune in the West,
climbaed Mount Washington in 1838, he puffed,
“This isn"t the way we do things in Chicago,"”
anel started plinning & raflroad to the top.
People scoffed, and a member of the legizla-
ture sopeested Marsh's franchise be amended
to permit him to build a railroad to the moon!

Marsh designed a narrow-gauge track with
a-slotted rail in the center, into which meshed
the teeth of a cogwheel turned by a steam
locomotive, It worked, and one.car trains

Gregt fractures in the clifil face bepan the
formation of the Old Man a5 much as 200
million vears ago. Frost action broke off
big blocks in such a way that the remaining
ledges form the “Greal Stone Face” when
viewed Tfrom the shore of Profile Lake, some
1,200 feet below,

Three Miles of Pulpwood

Driving alongside the Androscogzin River
north of Berlin, New Hompshire ({page 564,
I saw o muss of four-foot pulpwood logs filling
the stream from bank o bank for three solid
miles. They were stored for future use by the
Brown Company, pulp and paper manufac-
turers, which owns 4,800 squire miles of
forest land in northern New  Hampshire,
Mauine, and Canada, an area almost as large
g Connecticul.

In old times the men who logged these
woonds lived in rough log houses, sleeping side
by side in one long straw-filled bunk. Bathing
wits rare. Heans, salt pork;, molasses, and
strong coifee were the staple foods,  Coming
out of the woods In the spring, lumberjncks
spent  thelr accumulated wages in one wild
ST,

I visited s moedern model camp where the
men Hve in neat portable houses with well-
spaced double-deck fron bunks. There werp
shower baths, flush toilets, set ths for wash-
ing clothes, electric lights, radios, rezular mail
deliverivs, and free newspapers and  maga-
Fines,

For moonday dinner we had big steaks,

potiatoes, onions, fresh rolls, and the Hehtest,
flakiest cherry pie 1 ever tasied anywhere.
IUs ot unusual for one logger o consume an
entire pie!

Out of the enormons complicated machines
in the company’s huge mill in Berlin come
pulps and papers from which are moade fine
stationery, wedding announcement stock, on-
lonskin and carbon Paper, cigarelie papers,
photographic papers, pliving cards, parch-
ment, facial tissues, multiwalled bags  for
coment and chemicals, strong bags for pota-
ties, coffee, tea, sugar, and four. They moke
the base material for paper draperies, gummed
sgaling tape, msulation paper for electric
wiring.

Oldest industry in all the White Mountains,
founded in 1823, is the manofacture of mil-
fions of sharpening stones for hand use in
putting odwes on knives and tools, Out from
the: Norton Pike Company factory at Little
ton, New Hampshine, wre shipped nearly all
the stones used for sharpening machetes in
Latin America and for most of the knives used
b rubber workers in the East Indies. Some
stemes are of natukal rock ) others nre molded
and fused in electric furnaces from molien
siicon carbide and alumimim oxide (puige
3809,

For 100 years résort hotels have been ns
much a part of the White Mountains as the
peaks of the Presidential Range. Typical of
the older resorts g the lusurious Mountain
View House at Whitefield, aperated for five
generations by the Dodge family, Its mem-
bers have built nine successively larger addi-
tiong on the original old family farmhouse,
which still forms part of the lobby.,

The original William F. Dodge gt Tnto the
hotel business accidentally when a Boston=
Montreal stagecoach broke down near by dur-
ing a storm gl some passengers from New
Urleans sought shelter in his home.  They
liked the fomd and the masmificont view of the
Presidential Range. came again and brought
their friends. Some families have been spend-
ing vacations here {or four generations.

Muaine Muakes Hardwood Gadgers

Where the White Mountains bulge over into
weslern Maine they are less rupged and are
interspersedd with lukes, forming a popular
vilcotion country in which are located 220
boys" and girls” summer camps.

Here, and in Vermont as well, busy wood-
working foctories turn the hardwood trees of
the mountain slopes into the countless little
wikdlen gudeets thut help keep civiliztion

Leo Melvium, superintendent of the H. (.

Disasters Harass Expedition

In the fall of 1775 Arnold, at that time still
a loval and energetic officer in the American
Army, led about 1,000 men in boteaux up
the Kennebee River to try to penetrite the
northern wilderness and capture the British
stronghold of Quebec by surprise,

Trouble began estly. Water gelting into
the boats ruined the biscuit, dried peas, and
salt fish, Heavy mins fooded campsites,
washed away eqguipment, and made o morass
of the ground over which the troops struguled
to carry their heavy boats al portages. Many
men fell sick, sdme disd, amd some umnits. be-
coming disheartened, torned back,

With n remnant of only about 500 men,
Arnold finnlly reached Quebec and joined Gen.
Richard Muontgomery's force of 500 that had
come down the St, Lawrence. Thev attacked,
but were driven off and all the privations came
tiv nothing,

Away to the north and east of Moosehead
Lake stretch the Big Womds of Maine, Out
Of this timberland every day comes 1,200 1ons
of newsprint paper, produced by the Great
Northern aper Company, Targest makers of
newsprint in the Uniled Stites (page 591).

S0 extensive are its forest lands, covering
more than a tenth of the State, that the com-
pany classifies timber with the aid of aerial
photographs, on which experts can identify
the various kinds of trees.

Kainhdin Rises from Wilderness

Thrusting ap out of the center of this
wilderness stands the last grent eastward
bastion of New Fnglund's mountains, the solid
gray rock miass of Mount Katahdin, Only 12
feet short of a mile in height, Katahdin rises
almost alone out of countey that is only about
ROO feet zbove =ea level, so that it appears
more spectacular than any other New England
pedk (pages 598-9),

All arognd in the woods we saw tracks nnd
signs of moose, bear, and deer. Driving back
to camp one night, phitographer Bob Sisson
rounded & curve and almost ran head on into
a bull moose standing in the road. Just in
timie, the moose yvielded the right of way.

“Some hikers used to wear oul the seats of
their pants sliding down on the mugher
trails on Katalelin,” a Maine guide told me.
“Thev'd stay out in the woods pnd send in
for blankets to wesr into camp! Once, (or a
joke, we sent n fellow a barrel!

“Une woman hiker wore so much gear that
she pot stuck in the Needle's Eve, where the
trail goes throngh o parrow cleft of rock. She
couldn’t move forward or back, and had 1o
wilit all might until some people came along in
the moming and pushed ber through.”

Flying me 1,000 feet above Katahdin's top,
Bill Turgeon of the Maine Department of
Inland Fisheties and Game pointed out the
;l]-t-:ulhlr fishhook shape of the mountain.

‘vint of the hook i= the broad, rounded dome
of Pamola, nomed for the deity of the moun-
tain that the Indians feared, Tnside the bhend
of the hook ate three gront basine, amd from
their floors stark granite cliffs rise 2,000 fest
sheer to the rim above,

Along the top of the bend of the hook we
could see the famous Kaife Edge, so narrow a
man can stand astride of it in many places,
anil dangerous in a high wind, with precipitous
slopes dropping 1,500 feet on either side.
This narrow ritlge leads up w0 Baxter Peak,
Katnhdins summit.  Bevond is the Dbrooad
four-mile Table Land, o compamatively level
area on the top of the mountain,

As far ps we could see in every direction.
the forest formed a blanket of glorious ag-
tumn coloring, dotted with the shining blue of
innumerable lakes and ponds, which, as Henry
David Thoreau once =aid, look like the frag-
ments of & gignntic brolen mirror scattered
far and wide,

Wordsworth wrote: “Two voices are there:
ane = of the sea, one of the mountiing; each
a mighty Voice,”

In New England the voice of the mountains
1= mighty mdeed.*

A Journey to “‘Lattle Tibet™

& AT o way to spend wyour holi-
tay!"™ our friends exclaimed. T
sippase they were right.  Our Lrip

would mean a trek of 350 miles on horsehack
and an fool over ground completely alien o
us. It would mean évervihing from flash bliz-
mnds to drought. snowdrifts to desert saml,
and temperatures ranging from below zero Lo
100 degrees above. It would mean sirange
people, strange customs, o different language
and economy. At worst it would be sheer
trudgery: ot best, rough going. But we
wanted to go. We wanted to journey to
Ladakh, sometimes cafled “little Tibet.”
Politically, Ladakh is in the ¢astern part
af the now disputed State of Jammu and
Kashmir. In every other aspect, Ladakh and
the rest of the State are poles-apart, The
hashmiris pre predominently Caucasian by
race and Moslem by religion, living i Tush
green valleys.®  Ladakhis, Targely Mongoloid
andl Buddhist, inhabit a cold, Infty wasteland.

Doorway to Tiber

Onee Ladakh was 4 part of Tibet. The
people still ook to the Dalal Lama of Lhasa
as their spiritual  leader. They are still
Tibetan—in religion, in blood, in dress, lan-
guage, and custom.t

A glance at the map shows that the State
of Jummu and Kashmiir sifs like a crown on
the Indian subcontiment. On the east lies
Tibet, on the west Pakistan, On the north
it touches Sinkiang und Afghanistan, o narrow
strip of which separates Jammu and Kashmir
from Russia (map, page 607). Claimed by
both Tndia and Pakistan, the State is o coveted
[irize.

Tibet has never welcomed travelers.  But
remote Ladoakh s virtoally the doorway 1o
the forbidden land of the lamas, Ladakh
was accessible (o anyone who wanted o go
there—to “the roof of the world.”  Whnt
contld be better? To s secloded Ladakh
meant  romance, mystery, and adventure,
something liternlly out of our world, Nothing
could dissuade us. We were going to Ladakh,

Four of us—my movie-producer hushand,
our young son, 3 woman friend of mine, and
I—=et out one bright August evening on horse-
back from Srinsgar, Kashmir’s capital. Our
itinerary: North to Gandarbal, then east
through the Sind Valley to Sonamarg, and on
o Leh, capital of Ladonkh.

hils

We were to journey for two months over
desolate trafls, with full field equipment, five
servants, 20 ponies, food mmd loggage, plus
teer] for the animals. We took canned goods
to supplement fresh edibles we hoped to buy
along the way. For the most part we lived
in tents, comping in the fields beside snow-
fed rivers.

Our daily routine called for enrly rising,
a quick breakfast, packing the animals, riding
an o the next stage, camping for the night—
alwiys moving on. There were 15 stages in
all, some long and some short, anging from
11 to 26 miles each, determined by the diff-
culty of the route and the situation of the
villages.

At the end of our first day on the road
after leaving Srinagar, we reached Woyil
bridge, where we camped at the edge of the
Sind River. A lorge suspension brige in
the walley 100 feet away arched over the
(ast-flowing, snowy waters,

Early the next morning we learmed that
we would travel by the res, the system under
which a village or group of villages suppliee
transport for certain stages on certain roads.
The rate of payment was small, about half a
cenl per pony per mile

Once again we started along the Sind.
snow-capped mountain peaks hemmed' the
valley. Beautiful flowers filled the meadows;
the. pale river woond between crags and
boulders. The felds were ripe with comn
andl rice. The mountain walls grew steeper
and higher, It seemed to me that there was

magic in the atmophere,

We reached our nest camp, at Kangun, at
3 in the aftermoon, Since the pack ponjes
had gone ahead, camp was ready for us. It
was an enchanting spot, with a carpet of grass
andd the rippling sound of g spring a few feet
away. A mountiin wall stood gramdly in
front of us,

Evergreens vied for color with an azure
sky. Little calves gamboled over the moss-
encrusted rocks as we sipped our tea and
listened to the dreamy strains of Strauss

We met a post runner carrying mail from
Leh.  Each runner had to do three miles a
doy, handing his post to a relief gt the end of
his stint. Al each relay point stood a small
mud-and-stone hut where the runner handed
his mail over to the next fellow. From Baltal
on, people did not actually understand miles,
They measured by daks, or post distances,
of three or four miles each,

We spent a bitterly cold night at Matayan,

with freezing wind tearing at our tents. The
next morning it was still cold.  But the
scenery was unigue—straight and fine like a
Chinese etching. There was not a tree any-
where, scarcely any grass, and no iflower
dotted the wide plateaus.

Later in the dav the sun came out and shone
over the resplendent mountains. The scene
wiis like & painting, with brilllant hoes over

the mouniains, turguoise merging into sap-

phire skies, and purple horizon. T was

Dras, the next stage, is the land of the
Balti and Dard people.* The men wore long
cream-colored, hand-woven woolen coats and
felt boots. Riding fast ponies with wooden
saddles, they resembled Cossacks,

Their women, garbed in black hats with
veils, and tunics over (ull trousers, were tend-
ing the bright vellow fields They looked

much like the Turkis of Russia.

Snow Traps Inhabitants for Six Months

Except for grain fields, the landscape was
devoid of vegetation and stodded with multi-

The
next m_::mingw:- were greeted with depressing
gray rain,  We met a party of Americins who
were returning from Leh on the same route,
It was pleasant jusi to listen 1o them talk
alter hearing the Halti language, which re-
sembles a strange mixture of Russian and
Chinese,

We moved on to Kargil, the haliway point.
Even n good weather this ﬂrh-r{ﬂnr stogre
of the jUHmE} i= cold and mug]:l

The rain only made matters worse, causing
# number of landslides and cutting deep rifts
into the trail, making the going slow and
treacherous.

Our hands grew so cold that we could
nit hold the reing, and bhad to dismount and
walk from about 2 in the afternoon until 9@
(Our boots were caked with mud, our gloves
sotfden, coats cold and clammy.

But we had to take off our wet hats to the
servants. They worked wonderfully and never
cooiplained, pitching our tents, anpscking sod
serving our meals,

Most praiseworthy was our personal hoiise-
bov, a Svuth Indian who had lived all his life
on the scorching plaine. He was alwavs the
first up in the morning, notwithstanding the
terrible cold and the fact that he stuck to his
strict vegetarian diet throughout the whole
trip.

Washday in Ladakh

When we fnally reached Kargil, the rain
stopped.  Houses were packed in rows within
groves of apricot trees, with 4 long buear
wedged in  between (page 603), People
greeted us from their housetops and windows
as we passed, We decided a day of rest was
in orer,

My woman friend and T welcomed the
change. At last we could wash our clothes,
In the heart of the Himalayas wnshday is
unknown. And | must admit cur camp Jooked
somewhal comic with a line of wash llapping
in the breeze.

The greatest excitement in Kuargil came
when we called at the midget post office and
picked up several letters, newspapers, and
lelegrams.

That afternoon my friend and 1 changed
from breeches and shirts into saris and san-
dals and entertnined two English-speaking
local officinds at ten. For the first time since

we had lefi Gandarbal our faces were free
from the génerous coating of cold cream we
used to avoid sunburn.

We picked up our frail again. The trip
to Mulbekh was uneventful. But bevond
Mulbekh a whole new world opened up to
us, four here began the pure Tibetan coun-
iry {(pages 630-631).

We spotted our ﬁrst lamasery, built high on
a hill 'vverlooking a panorama of river and
field, with ranges of the Himaluyas all around.
The Tibetans in their fowing woolen coats
and embroideced boots fascinnted us,

The Waorld of Lost Horizon

Villages appeared from time to time Dbe
tween  long  barren  stretches. We
splendid whitewashed houses whose architec.
ture reminded vs of Loxt Horicon. We were
introduced to the pecolinr Tibetan food of
powdered barley mived with hot tea, rancid
hutter, and salt.

The route to Leh is nothing more than a
pony track. Unider British control it was
turned into Treaty Road and became a notable
trade route. 1t continues on from Leh south-
east to Demchok, Tibet (map, page 607), and
then on 1o Lhasa. The Kashmir Government
kept only o small garrison at the frontier,

Ludukh has an orea of some 46,000 sgimre
miles, about the size of Pennsvlvania. 0
holds a scattered population of about 195,000,

It has been said of Baluchistan {now a part
of Pakistan) that, after the world had been
made, that country was then constructed from
the debris. The same might well be said of
Ladakh,

The entire province is studded with gigantic
barren mountain ranges and riven with deep
narrow gorges,  The whole tegion lies very
high. The average height of ‘Elllrl.'[H.ﬂll'Hﬂl!,
ranges i 19000 feet, There are infrequent
bledches of irmgated land; these are the
habitable oases.

But it is a fascinating country, inhabited
by n most charming people who, despite their
barren land, langh their way through life.

The farther we advanced, the more unreal
the scene becume. Days passed without sight
of grass. Ve climbed to 12 200-fost Namikn
La, overlooking range aflter range of moun-
tnins and u vast space of indistinguishable
lanadseape,

Cold wind pushed through the valley, The
temperature ut the height of summer dropped
o 227, when just a few hundred miles away
the pldins of India sweltered in 1227 heart.

We came to know the typical Tibetan horse-
man who traveled with us (page 621), He
carried as his only lugeage o chobmak (ilint
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ol Leh, Where ndia Trades swath China

and metnl matchbox), a small ef, & hrass
alloy spoan for eating, a wooden howl, a little
leather purse with thread and needle, and
charms against evilk [ was reminded that
“Man wanis but lttle here helow,™

These people had so fittle, yet were content,
hﬂpp:.r, and free from envy and conceit, 1
can't remember ever seefng n Tibetan out of
temper or rude or complaining on our journey.
When we stopped for lunch on the road, they
squntted happily beside us, grinning in com-
radely Tashion nm'f eating their roasted barley
powder.

They begsn teaching us the Tibetan pames
of various objects. It was not Jong before
wiee learned to say “fooley" (good day).
Constantly they begeed us for cigarettes,
which ﬂ‘l:ll-_"j" smoked with the greatest pleasire.
We had brought nbout 5,000 extra cigarettes
jusi for such & purpose. These proved 1o be
appreciated much more than Lips of money.

The men wore flowers in their hats and were
pleased when we put flowers they gave us in
our hair. These horsemen were the happiest
und jolliest we had come across,

They were singing, dancing, or laughing
all the time, especially one old man who hoad
a gleam in his eve and considered himself
quite & Don Juan, He was a wonderful type,
4 real Robin Hood, wearing bis hat at a jaunly
angle. Their singing was reminiscent of some-
thing Arabic and something Chinese: their
dancing was Arabian, with In:-it turns and

WAVING arms,
Skysoraper in the Sky-high Himalayas

We now came to the third p.rml [,
Fotu La, 13,432 feet hmh Bevond it Lama-
yviru stood supreme: in her gorgeous virgin
beauty, The lamasery reared its head from
a stéep hill shaped like a Gothic cathedral.
In the foregroumd green and wellow corn
spread o carpet.  In the background the blue
mountiains shone majestically ( page 634).

The lamasery was perched atop a steep
cliff rising more than 100 feet straight up
from the foor of the vallev, 1t looked like
a penthouse on o windowless skvscraper.
Above it praver flags futtered in the brecze.

We were invited to visit the lamasery, as
e most visitors who come (o this remote
region. (Un owr ponies we climbed the narrow
steep path that leadls 1o the top of the pinnacle
and the lamasery. UOnce in the courtyvard at
the top, we were ushered into the central
praver chamber,

Beautiful old frescoes and paintings ol the
life of Buddha lined the ancient walls. His
statue and that of the frst shushek (head
lama, or abbot) were placed on an shar of

brocade, with ever-burming lamps and water
bowls before them,

A skushok is believed to be a reincarnation
of a very holy and virtuous man and i= chosen
by rjinhquthg the fuct that he was born at
the moment his predecessor died, or by the
bl of an oracle.

An mir of mysticism filled the monastery
when one of the lamas took up an old parch-
ment and chanted for us.  Coversd  with
besutitully written religious verses, the man-
script wis made of fine old parchment and
hound with siltk (page 606).

Christian Mission in “Little Tibet™

The whole countey filled us with a strange
wonderment, For the first time since leav-
ing civilization. we felt that, in the midst of
the grandeur of the mighty Himalayas, these
simple people, and the mystery of the atmos-
phem_ nothing that one counts important in
city life mattered. Life ook on a different
meaning. We unconsciously moved nedarer to
the spirit of perfect solitude.

Moving on to a ploce called Khalatse, we
ﬁlnppﬂ'i fm' lunch in the garden of a Moravian
missionary whose wife is a well-known doctor,
They were in Leh ar the time, but their as-
sistant, a voung Tibetan convert to Chris
tianity, welcomed us and pave us apples and
apricats {rom the adjoining orchard.

After lonch he arranged dancing for us,
It was the first time we had seen Tibetan
women dancing. Being o dancer myseli, |
was much interesied. A groop of voung girls
amd women arrived wearing the usual black
o redilish-rown gowns, tied at the waist with
i small shiehdlike ornament, and with tassels
hanging from one side,

Thev were all very jolly and danced in
little circles, singing and lavghing, and open-
ing and closing their fingers like the opening
of o bud., Thare was nol much varely o
beauty in the dance, Bul the strange envi-
ranment, the laughing Mongolisn faces, and
the weird accompaniment of Tibetan fute,
drums, and cymbals made it fascinating.

Buot I was disappeinted. These were unlike
our coloriul peasant dunces in Hindu festivals,
where women dance with much grace and ex-
guisite hand movements,

Success Story: Golden American Corn

When we were leaving, the young Tibelan
presented us with several vegetables—carrons,
pumpking, cabluges, and tomatoes, The big
surprise, however, came next moming, when
the cook served us delicious corn,  Later we
learned from missionaries we met at Leh that
it was Golden Bantam, which had been im-
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ported from America and now wie grown in
Ladakh.

On the next lap of our journey, we had poor
horses and uncomfortabile ssddles, Two of
us fell off while we were riding,

My son had a trick of Ingging far behind,
then suddenly galloping up the narrow steep
pathway and catching up to us just for the
thrill of 1. It was terrifving becnuse one
false step would medn a fall of thousands
of feet,

Wwe refrained from checking him
we did not want to frighten him or make him
nervous during dangerons ascents and de-
On this particular morning, he
loped up ns usunl. His pony suddenly tnipped
and fell just at the edge of the steep chif.

We silently looked down the precipice (o
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the Indus River maring far below, e learned
a lasting lesson—he lagged behind
A,

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AL our pext stage, just before Leh, we T
A most unhappy espérience. We had reached
Nimu, 18 miles from the capital, at 5 in the
evening, A party of more than 100 people
next o os,
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They invited us to see a0 performance of
dancing given by two Ladakhi girls. We
sccepled thelr invitlion and took along our
camera o lake some pictures. We returned
to our tents in time E]r dinmer and thought
no more about the doncing.

But the next moming, as we prepared to
start, our valuable camern with special lenyes
and filters was missing. The Demchok party
had left at 6 in the morning. We questioned
the watchmani he assured us that Tibetans
were foo honest o have stolen it. We
searcher the entire area and searched it again,
Bul our cimera was gone.

We set out for Leb along a fantastic road
framed in barren mountains, often without
viegetation,. We only occasional wvil-
Inges. The ancient monastery of Pituk, com-
mancing a splendid view from itz diztant
height, was an interesting landmark along the
wiy (opposite, and pdge 628).

Farther along, the rond was suddenly
glorified by the panorama of magnificent
show ranges that stood before us, glistening
white atul pure. It was the famous Kara-
koram Range. :

Suddenly we sighted Leh, an oasis amid
rings of snowy moiontaing, Barley and wheat
waved in the near-hy fields. We could see the
old palace of the Kings of Ladakh, and the
lamasery of Sankar (pages 614 and 615).

Flags Wave Prayers Heavenward

(Outside the town we saw long  mawids
(praver walls), They consisted of exquisitely
carved rough stones bearing the inscription,
Om mam  padme ww, meaning, “Oh, thoy
jewel in the lotus, amen” (page 605).

The stones are sét by pious monks who
believe they possess a magic power which is
suppused to bring peace to the =soul after
death. Near by there iz wsually a ling of
prayver flags waving in the breeze. These
carry the pravers to heaven.

Leh, with its population of 3,000 people, is
on “the roof of the world." The entire coun-
tryv lies at an avernge heipght of between
11,000 ond 14,000 {eet above sea level—prob-
ably the highest area where that many peo-
ple live wanently *

Traveling to Leh we had crossed three high
passes,  Now, just before us, stood the his-
tofic Khardung La, 18380 feet high, the
open door-to Yarkand.t

We journeved up to the pass one afternoon,
finding the trip extremely strenuous be-
cause of the raried atmosphere, We stood
lnoking about us. Far helow lay the village
of Khardung, and all around the snow peaks
of the Himalavas gleamed like sentinels,

chaste amd noble in their garments of white.

A pony track ran north to the Karakoram
Pass, about 150 miles awasy, and on to the
spetunl boundary  between Sinkiang  und
Kashmir,

Our vaks browsed in the cold and were
undaunted when we were suddenly caughi in
a heavy snowstorm on our return.  Returning
to Leh, we came across the sho and zdmo
(male and female crosses between a cow
and a wvak), They are stronger than the
avernge cow or bull, and are used for heavy
tramsport, long travel, and (or providing milk.

People from the strange and exciting world
bevond met in Leh’s bazaar [poge 6201. The
Yarkiandis, some in smart top =, black uni-
forms, and small skull caps: people of Rus-
sinn aned Chinese Turkistan; merchants from
Lhada; hashmiris and Indiuns, all swarmed
the streets.

Litde whitewashed houses stood huddlerd
together in dozens of short, sloping lanes
Their rooftops were covered with hay drving
to feed sheep and goats in the winter, Goat-
skins filled with butter lny buried under shops
for storage, und hundreds of furs, piled one
upon the other, barred low doorways.

We camped in a benutiful garden facing a
range of the Himalavas. A stream tinkjed
beside our tents, and apples and apricots hung
from the trees above,

Passing througrh the long line of the bazaar
in Leh we were followed by a crowd of Tibet-
nns, chattering and Inughing heartily. Wide-
eved women pointed at us.  Later we learned
that they were highly amused to see women
dressed like men in breeches, shirts and
coails, and were tryving to figure out whether
we were grown-up boyvs ar {reaks

A Bit of BEurepe in Central Asia

We met the Rey, and Mrs. Walter Ashoe,
who tan the Moravian Mission in Leh. The
mission has peérformied a humane work for
many vears. |is doors are open o evervone,
tegardless of creed,  The mission also main-
tains a hospital and a special industrial school
which promotes Ladakh's woolen industry,

The Asboes, who are English, lived in a
little clay cottage, built, they said, for £300.
Their garden was full of {ragrant roses and
sweel pefis. canpas, snapdragon, dalsies, lark-
spur, gladiola, and forget-me-nots. [t wis a
little hit of Europe in Central Asia,

The house boasted curtained windows,

lived between the years 1357 and 1419,

There is little difference between “‘Red’
and “Yellow”™ monks, Red lamas—ealled

it not because they are Communists bot
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because they wear dark red cloaks—trace
their origin to an old Tibetan sect which
Bégan in Tibet in the Sth century.

Yellow lumas also wear red cloaks, It with
a vellow hat (page 611). The Yellow Hats
are the more austere. bt nu:mu!lil,* ihere is
little difference in doctrine, Yellow lamas
predominate in Tibet proper, while the Reds,
with headquarters:at the Himis lamasery, are
stronger in Ladakh. One out of eévery six
Ladakhis i a lama or a nun,

When we were in Srinagar, we werg told
of a book written by a. Edropesn who ad-
vanced n strange theory. The author claimed
to have found documentary evidence in Himis
that Jesus Christ had been to Ladakh in His
lifetime.  After the crucifixion, so the tale
goes, Christ wag not buried in the Holy Land,
but was brought ssceetly to Jittle Tibet,
brought to life by Himalayan herbs, and
later ascended to heaven from the Himalayas.

We were also' told that this guthor men-
tioned going to Himis and seeing the docu-
mietit with Father Gergen.  But the venerable
old gentleman assured us he knew of no such
evidence, Though he remembered the author,
he had never been to Himis with him,

After reading the book, severnl Ewropean
church dignitaries wrote to Father Gergen
nsking for corroboration and detsils of this
matier.

When we wvisited Himis, we asked about
the dpcument, but the lamas didnt koow
what we were talking about. It was Greek
to them!

Our, first Tibetan lunch was at the house
of # landlord.  We sat around the room on
dch silk carpets at littde lacguersd  tables
and were servid Tibetan tea in delicate jade
howls, It was real punishment sipping the
highly salted, buttered tea,

The meal congisted of spaghetti and tomato
spuce, chicken and beans, salt meal, pota-
toes, curried grivy, rice, and baked apricots,
(Our host  then  offered  homemade  okang
(beer), and arak, o kind of vodka made from
hirlev, We tasted a few drops of each from
sheer politeness.  According to law, Tibetans
can make these drinks at home but cammot
sell them to anyvone.

We found the Ladakhis charming, hos-
pitable, and colorful, A man wears a Jooze-
Rtting, knee-length coat, called a goncke. Tt
is coarsely woven of heavy homespun wool
and dyed a reddigh-purple color.

Her Dowry Goes to Her Head

Her fancy headdress ( pevrak) consiats of a
strip of cloth extending from her forehead,
over the head, and down ber back. The pey-
rak iz studded with chunks of turguoise ( page
627), She also attnches patches of black
lumbekin to her hair; they stand out from
the sides of her head like giant, protroding
carmuffs (page G16).

Actually, the pevrak is a woman's dowry.

{hief occupations of the Ladakhis are care
of their herds and the cultivation of wheat
and barley on their sky-high platean (page
628). They swend their spare time weaving
andd spinning wool and felt for boots and rogs.
As they worked, their chubby, carefree chil-
dren romped merrily  with pashmina goats
and sheep ond tumbled arotnd in the fields,
their grimy faces lit with mischief and
lughter.

The most striking thing about these people
iz their honesty and the fact that they never
bargain for anyvthing. We locked up nothing
all the time we were in Leh, thoogh Ladakhis
walked through our campsite comstantly,

Occasionally they came to our tents (o sell
ug souvenirs.

We took a trip to Himis, 25 miles south
of Leh;, to visit the fomed lnmosery. The
road streiches across o dreary and monot-
orous landscape,  All that we could see for

miles was stones amd  boubders and  more
stanes amd boulders,

“Hidden Valley™ of Himms

But the Vallev of Himis itelf is the closest
thing to Shangri-La. we could hope to see.
Turked away in the high Himalayas, it is
calledd the “hidden wvalley.” Its secluded
location has undoubtedly saved the valley
and its famed Iamasery from destruction by
Asialic conquerors sweeping scross the land.
The lumasery, headguarters of the Red Sect
in Ladakh, is the richest in the lund.

Ohice we arrived in the vallev, we had a
long climb up to the lamasery, perched high
on 4 rugged mountain crag (page 613). We
stayed at the summer palace of the skushok,
i a garden Glled with wild flowers blooming
at a hejght of 12,500 feet. Near by, the
lamasery lifted its sacred bead almost into
the clouds that lingered over the peaks.

We were fortunate to be in Himis {or the
celebrated  twosdny  Devil Dance Festival,
The first day we took o commanding posi-
tion overlooking the courtvard, and waited
for the sun to come out so that we could film
the ceremany, But we waited in vain,

At 6 in the evening, one of the Limas
offered to say special pravers for bright sun-
shine the next dayv. We accepled his offer
graciously, and he begnn a druning praver
chunt that seemed 10 have no end. We were
glad when he finished and solemnly assured
us there would be sunshine for us the pext
morning.

Sure enough, it was a lovely doy, and we
filmed the festivities, which were practically
4 repeat performance of the previous day.
Similar to other religious dances we had seen,
this was done by lamas in elaborate brocade
costumes, Some wore muisks of animals and
skeletons, and others great hats crowned with
images (pages 632 and 633).%

The dancing depiclted Buddha's hght with
evil forces, the driving out of wicked spirits;
and the oltimate triumph of good over evil
Buddha was portrayed with the mask of the
lion, whose strength, nolality, and greatness

of heart destrov anything harmful to  man-
kind.

Accompanied by an orchestrn. of drums,
cymbals, mod giant 10-foot  trumpets,  the
dance continued, Lamas parnded through
the courtvard, whirling and circling, moving
fostér and faster as the dance reached its
chimax, Other monks chanted hymns and
sprinkled holy water,

The dance did not stop until sunsel, when
the lamasery gongs called the monks o ves
Efrﬂ. The sun cast 4 strange shadow over this

nd of mystery.

As we walked back to our quarters, T felt

Lofty Himalayss Haunt Every Traveler

[t had been difficult to get the mecessary
travel permits to visit Ladakh, the remote
province so little visited by people from the
outside world. And the trip was long and
hard. But our rewards were satisfying—real
adventure and many wonderful memories that
would never die.

Although we were lack in Srinagar, our
thoughts were elsewhere. The Himalayas have
a way of getting inio vour blood, The fasci-
miting people and places we had =een haunted
our dreams and wove a maygic spell through
gur waking momenis,

We spoke constantly and fondly of our
trip.  But we thought of only one thing for
the future—when could we go to Lhasa and
Tibet itsell?

Any traveler who has seen the indescrib-
able loftiness of the Himalavas, felt the pence
and contentment of their immeasurable space,
the strange -atmosphere of their magic, is ir-
revocably called back there again and again

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Flamingos™ Last Stand on Andros Island

BOUT ten years ago a visitor crossing
ong of the numerous shallow lakes that
dot Andros Island in the Bahamas

might have seen o hreath-mking sight, First
e would spy a long thin line of pink =t
the water's edge. As he came closer he
would heéar a strange squawking, Hke the
constant gabbling of wild geese.

Then, as i on signal, the noises would
abruptly give way to an apprehensive silence,
When the visitor came within 100 vards of
the share line, the rasping clamor and chatter
would begin again, growing louder and louder,
Suddenly countless flaming  “jets”  would
sireak over the water like a quivering sheel
of fire—thousands of gleaming red flamingns
boiling into the sky and quickly disappearing
into a mirage-like horizon (pages 648-640),

Today man could comb Andros in vain for
Hamingos, He might see eight or ten stray
ones shoot overhead in a V-formation and
sweep out of sight behind the trees, But no
red multitudes.  The grotesquely  beautiful
flamingo ‘of Andros fices the same fate that
made the ungainly dodo extinct shout 250
Vedrs ago.

Outpaost of the Bahamas

Detoured for centuries, desolate Andros,
110 miles long and about 30 miles wide, lies
baking in the white sun, Occasionally it is
tilted back on its heels by a hurricane roaring
aut of the Caribbean storm womb. In the
vears before the war the world had et
Andros, largest of the Bahamas, o a few
thousand matives -who dwelled in wind-resist-
ant limestone huts in the small towns and
communities nlong the east coast. Thoy eked
out a living raising corn and coconuts and
fishing for =ponges, conches, and spiny lob-
sters. Here aleo a few white men found refuge
from a maddening world.

The interior and west coust of the fsland
are uninhabited. For the most part, these
areas have remained little known since the
beginning of time. Like all of Andros, they
are & conglomeration of hundreds of irregular
lind patches interlaced by shallow waterways,
SOMEe DArrow, some expensive,  Scrubiby man-
grove brush covers the land.  Dangerous
sharks and leg-ripping bharracuda crijse the
shallows. Moray eels, sting ravs, fish, and
ather marine life abound.

Such wasteland and solitude was a hoven

lor the Hamingo (derived from the Latin
flama, meaning Tame). For vears flocks of
them fed on the mollusks found in the sand
bottoms of the sall lakes, mated and nested
an the low, fat shores. The flamingo, which
brought color to an otherwize drab scepe,
hﬂ-:lmﬂ' Andros as its cherished and undefiled

e,

And, strangely enough, for the shy, nervous
flamingo Andros was one of its lust stands—
the world's end. Forty years sgo the isiand,
lving north of Cuba and off the southenst
tip ol Florida (map, page 639), had a popu-
lation of many thousand famingos. Feel
ing the pinch of encroaching civilization nearly
everywhere else in this urea, they prospered
};]IJ llfr by-passed and seemingly forgotten

alilb

But Andros was rediscovered during the
lnst war by man and his technolegy., The
big Hamingo city found on Andros by the
late Dir. Frank M, Chapman of the Ametican
Museun of Natural History, New York City,
in 1904, was as surely a war casualty as
Leningrad, Warsaw, and Berlin,

In the early 1940's, military planes rogred
through sun-drenched Bahama skies on prac-
tice maneuvers. Pilots were at first per-
plexed by the sight of immense vermilion
patches which mottled the Iand below, More
than once a young girman, bored with routine
pattérn flying, would bank out of formation,
descend on a great mass of this red-pink
color, and give gleeful chise to the terrified
birds,

When perhaps a half-mile away, the pilot
could make out some movement among the
birds. Those nesting would rise uneasily.
Thousands of ungainly black-beaked heads
would periscope and freeze in the direction of
the approaching intruder,

No Protection—Only Hysterin

Rizsing from their nests, the hirds would
reven]l o myrind of mud mounds, bowls ex-
tendling above the shallow water level (page
652), the center of each punctuated with a
single chalk-white egg, rarely two. The air
would well with honks of raspy terror.

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nesting grounds. Having found them, they
wite now bent on mischief, These men
undoubtedly knew that on the Bahamisn
hooks there was a law forbidding the molesta-
tion of Ramingos,

But they also knew that the law hiad seldom
been enforced and that the watcher who for
some prewar vears had been assigned to guard
the birds during the breeding season had long
since been withdrawn, Besides, to them
lamingo meat is more savory than chicken,
and fAamingo eggs @ delicacy. The men
understood nothing of conservation and didn’t
Care,

As the intruders approached, the sentine
hirds began squawking loudly, and a wave of
nolsy apprehension swept through the flock.
About 1,000 feet from the nest area the boat
crunched to a standstill. The men leaped
overboard and with baskels in hand proceeded
through the shallow water on foot. An old
fear surged over the ﬂn.mi.t'lﬂtli: the birds
ﬂrE:amed into the sky. Angrily but inefiec-
tyally protesting, they watched the nest rob-
bers fill the little boat with eges (pages 037

Overlooked Egfdgs Cuarry On Species

As the dinghy sailed away, the birds hur-
riedly returned to their nests.

The remaining group had peoduced perhaps
300 voung, although eggs kept appearing on
various mounds to replace broken or stolen
ortes, or those carried ofi by an vecasional high
tide, If the colony had not been molested,
there could have been approximately 1,500
voung, But even with anly 300 new Ha-
mingos, there was as vet no serious survival
threat to the colony.

New and more deadly troubles, however,
were soon to begin, The egg robbers had
been watching their calendars to caleulate
time. Just before
the young were beginning their first flight
exercizes, the dinghy with the white butterily
sail again appeared from across the lnke, This
T.lInE there were three men,

Ag they approached, the birds began their
raucous alarm calls.  Many of the young
descended in panic from their nests and began
iﬂmmmg toward one of the corners of the

B,

For a time the aduolts held their pround
with the nestlings. But as the invnders came
cloger, all the adults wok off. They circled
overhead and watched the predators go after
their helpless voung.

Last Roundup lor the Flightless

Noture again had failed to provide either
parent or offspring with an answer to this
dangérous dilemma, Each from a different
angle, the men splashed barefoot toward the
cowering group of yvoungsters and succeeded
in driving them imto a small estuary, Older
fledglings. were furiously flapping their wings
in a vain e¢ffiort to gel into the air,

The men began the assault by throwing
stones into the group, 1t was hard to miss.
When an effective missile landed in the group,
there was n wild scatter. leaving one dead in
the area evacuated. But this was not efficient
enough; other methods must be employed,

By now the men had succeeded in driving
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Flamingos' Last Stand on Andros Island

the voung out of the water and onto a sandy
bheach., Here the birds were doing better for
themselves, being able 1o outrun the invaders.
But then the final craftiness of the spoilers
asserted itself,

Ome of them got on the far side of the
group, 1o prevent the birds from fleeing far-
ther onto the land. The other two, standing
shin deep in water, untwined a ball of fsh
line, Fach man carried one end and was
separated [rom the other by about 50 feetl.
The fruntic adults still wheeled above,
flashing red wnd screnming wildly.

Helptess Young Trapped

suddenly the two men with the taot line
held low between them began to run, faster,
faster, splazhing through the watet, drawing
the fish line about the group of quivering
Yoking.

Some jumped over, some darted under, some
ran before it into the brush. Hut others,
especinlly the larger birds with legs beginning
to grow long and awkward, were caught at
about knee level, Both legs broken, these
pitiful victims fell.

When the men had finished their assault,
pethaps 20 or 30 disabled birds Iay on the
sand or floated on the water. The men
leisurely picked up the voung flaminges by
their fractured legs and carried them back
o the dinghv. Nor did they mercifully kil
their wounded victims; they merely threw the
Muttering creatures into the hotiom of the
hoat, Left alive, they'd stay fresh longer.
It was a long trip, back w the coast and
camp, before the hirds could be killed and
conked or cut up and dried in the sm for
later use,

When the dinghy left, the adulis landed
again and the surviving voung crept back to
them.  Adults to whom no voung  returned
paced anxiously., In-a few davs these lonely
mourmers left the rookery. Time had tun
put for them. There was no ose trving ho
lay a new batch of eges.  The hurricane season
was imininefit,

Coming In for a Crash Landing
The remaining family groups, apparently

sofn [orgetting the slaughter, continued with

the busivess of completing Nature's mission.
Within several weeks, some of the voung
succeeded in gelting into the air. That was
easy. Merely run as fast as vou can and flap
VIHIT WITES with evervthing you've got, and
the principles of aerodsnamics will do the
rest.

But landing is quite another matter. The
yourg noticed an adult glide smoothly in for
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a landing, its spread wings tilting gently
back el fm'th (page 649), Then the landing
gear is slowly ]uwered legs extending down
and a little forwand, 1||.'|."I':-:+.i.'|. the webbed feet
hit the water, the hird starts running rapidly,
splashing through the shallow water before
coming to o stop.

When the offspring tried it, there were
complications, The delicnte balance between
wing andl leg movement was something to be
learned only nfter long practice. The young
would often lower their legs too soon ar too
late, Inevitably there would be a crash land-
ing and a flip-Bop in the water,

But it wasn't long before the youngsters
were fiving off with adults to distant lughts
to feed. They learned to take a position in
V- or angle-line formations, to sweep low
with the group and skim the w:ltur with
their wing tips. They learned how to find
heds of Ceritham (inch-long, spiral-shaped
mollusks).

Feeding Birds Use Beaks as Sieves

The famingo feeds both by day and by
night (page 640), The hird pi'l:mgﬂ its head
into the shallows= so that the beak is Inverted
and pointed backwoard. Then it gulps a
mouthiul of sand, the while shiking and rins-
ing its head. Waoter ond sand are strained
out throvwgh a grill arrangement of the beak’s
inner edges,  Molusks oo large o pass
through this grill are retained and swallowed.

Feeding in one spot at a time, the flamingo
stowly pivots until a complete circle has been
made, during which all mollusks within reach
have been cleared out.  Then it moves on 1o
another spot and repeats the process,

Each former feeding station s recognizable
as # shallow mountd and moat left in the sand.
The author, wading through shallows, has
seen hundreds of such feeding scars.

SNormal living, however, was not for this
generation of Androsean Jamingos. [t was
enrlv ope moming In September thﬂt fimal
disaster came. The pink rave of the rising sun
were shoving the tluu-l:ls up off the eastern
hisrizon, 'l‘hl: ke wis blue and quiet in the
morning air save for the Intonation of an
occasinnal Aamingo soice.

All was quiet ‘again.  Reil and Dblack
ieathers were gently falling in the area as the
hunters came in o wather up' their quarry.

Survival in Grest Toagun and Y uentan

Walking west of Macroom, T put my phck
diown on a big rock near the River Lee.

“hrownstone  country”™  where, as Paiidy
(rShea had said, farms shrank and “saving
the corn™ was only & three- or four-man job,
and where cows, chickens, umd pigs runked
high as farm produce,

Back to School—in Gaelie

Greeting here was in Gaelic, “May God
and Mary bless you,” said one traveler. The
other returned, “May God and Mary and
Patrick bless vou!”

In 1904 the first Irisk-speaking college was
eetpblished at Ballingeary. 1 attended a sam-
mer ¢lnss there for voung and old in a modern
school building. At one point some 50 boys
and girls broke out in unison, reading aloud
from the blackboaard in Gaelic.

The schoolmuster told me later it was a
well-known poem, The YVellow Bittern, eulo-
pizing n lonely bird which had died of thirst.
The poet, who was overfond of drink, points
out that thirst shall never cause his death!

The ceili, or folk dance gathering, held
almost nightly in the big Ballingeary college
hall was part of the Irish sessions.  Small bhoys
in knee pants and striped jerseys and little
girls with hraids mingled with oldsters, scuffid
and swuny, skipped nnd sl.fi}:ﬂmd. a5 a melodeon
whipped off one tune after another. One
was “Yankee-Doodle™!

I said no when a il jad asked me o
dance, But a determimed eight-year-old
came up, told me to follow him, and off we
went info the havmaker's Jig.  (Lucky I was:
it was like the Virginia reel,)

| stayed in a bizg house near Ballingeary
with a dozen or mare Irish students from ail
over Treland. We explored the craggy ridges,
followed the Lee near its mountain source
above Gougane Barra lnke, hiked by moon-
light to Irish dances, and had “singsongs.”
Once we went to a Gaelic football match.

A big red truck collected the team.
“Nichael, coome on!  Sean, to the match!”™
they called.

One by one, playvers clambered in until
15 men, the Ballingeary football tedam, bumpsd
along with six girls—all sitting on chicken
crates—bound for a match with the village
of Inchigeelagh,

Before the 10-mile ride through mountain
and glen ended, cleated shoes and blue-and-
gold jerseys came out of a battered suilcase.

We arrived in full stremgth, if sixty minutes
ite, Ballingeary practiced two hours;, but
finally fans left the feld, We went home too,
because the team from Inchigeclogh never
showed up.

But nobddy cared, Homeward-hound,
Michael started singing “Om the Banks of
My Own Lovely Lee” and the singsong
started.  We stopped for orangeades and
Cadbury chocolate.

L left Cork suddenly for County Kerry,
realizing T must hurry, hurry, hur'y:; time
(Ireland's priceless commodity) was running
ot for me,

Dingle peninsuln is called Kerov's index
hnger: it stretches its mountainous, heather-
scented length from Tralee (o Dunguin on
the Atlantic (pages 600, 674).

I walked west from the town of Dingle,
where Spamish influences are believed 10
mingle with Goelic tradition and fishing is
the town's livelihood,

Down on the “strand” of Ventry Harbour
I noticed some imdustrious women. 1 asked
an old man what they were plcking up,

"Seaweed,” be said, “to pul under potaloes
is fertilizer.”

I told kim I was going to Dunguin,

“Is it Kruger's you're stavin'z" he asked,
and I nodded. “Ah, vou'll be lazy to leave
Kruger!"

Kroger's real pame is Maurice Kavanagh,
and his tales are tall and many, Back after
some fifteen vears in the States, he dwalls in
a red-roofed cotinge on the Slea Head moad
in this “pext parish to America.”

Gallarus Oratory on Dingle peninsula, an
carly Irish church, was visited in 1838 by
Lady Chatterton with much pomp and cere-
mony, when she wrote Rambles mn the South
of frelund, Nuow, climbing over rocky fences
in the rain, I could see it. 1 touched the time-
smoothed stones. The old walls, inclining
inward o form a beshive-type roof, were
musty (page 665),

By bus 1 went to Galway, through Tralee
and Limerick, winding throwgh Ol World
towns, olten the River Shanhnon in sight,

Women's Flight from the Land

But I passed no forests, for Ireland’s orlgi-
nil wealth of timber was misused, Today a
national program of reforestation’ hopes to
bulld & new sapply.

A young girl in entton frock waved to her
parents and brothers and started for a plane
one fine evening at Shannon Alrport, neur
Limerick. While the wind whipped her ban-
dannn, her family called her bick and could
not hide their tears, nor did they care, They
vaught at her dress and bands, and tried o
hold her, but she finally ran, now crying her-
seli, to the plune which would toke her
thousands of miles to a new life in Canada.

Only the
dim glow of a candle or oil lamp furnishes
light. S0 women are in flight from the lund.

Selling Behind the Counter

Galway, “City of the Tribes” and tradi-
tianal city of the West, mixes modern man-
ners with ancient streets and Spanish arches,

I worked here in & small department store.

Saturday morning | stood in the center of
the four-sided counter with a2 row of belts
hanging above my head. The shop resembled
an American variety store, with books, sau-
cers, and cigarette cases on display. Prices
ranged from pennies for pins to guineas for
fine ching, Smiling colléens whis sold behind
the counter showed me the stock.

Women in black shawls from the west and
carrying woven shopping bags, girls in Eng-
lish swenters and tweeds, men in homemade
suits, in Connemara wenves, stopped and
looked and bought.

“Will this dve a frock scarlet?”

“How much for pins? Sixpence! That's
much,” und the shopper put them down,
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A tall, spare ‘man, bronged by wind and
sei, bent over the pins and needles, soap and
bohby pins (“clip=”) and hesituntly asked me
if I had seen his wife,

English tourists bought Rinso and Lux
(packaged in Ireland). Seap and {oothpasie
sold here were made in Ireland. DMuch raw
materidal and spare paris for motorcars are
Imported, but many items are assembled or
packaged on the island, from Ford cars down
to corn flakes and aluminum teapots,

A crowd collected at the china counter.
Someone handed me a dish to wrap. It was
Pyrex, as familiar to me as my own kilchen.

That same week came the Galway Fair. Its
first day featured pigs. There they were, hind
legs hobbled, on straw, squealing right up o
the hotel steps on Eyre Square!  Beyond
stood  horses, large and noble-looking, and
sturdy Conneminrn ponies (poage 661).

Al around were buyers, coattails Oying, ash
sticks  waving, 'Il:mdlﬂ_'-lhmn’ for the bar-
gain, looking like enemies but agreeing good-
maturedly on “luck money,” the part that's
given back.

E CLOSER we drew, the more enor-
mots the liviog column loomed.

“This i5 the Louis Agassiz Tree, named
after the famous moologist and geologist, It's
high as & 20-story building, wide at the base
as g city street, beavy as a destroyer, and
probably as old as the Christian Era."

“"Hesides which,” the ranger said guietly,

Louis Agassiz, one of the grestest of all
sejuoias, wios certainly impressive.  1is heroic
girth shrunk men and girls of our party o
puppet size. Far above, the tree’s branches
and swelling top were dwarfed by distance.

Limbs Luarger than Muany Trees' Trunks

“An old stag-headed sequoia’s branches
start 100 feet or more up the trunk,” the
ranger said. “You need binoculars or o heli-
copiler to apprecinte their size,

wers' feet beat on wood that was
g‘rmlr: nearly 200 years before Charlemagne
founded the Holy Rpman Empire. On the
trunk of the same {allen tree enthusiasts laid
out a bowling alley.

An artist, Edward Vischer, later drew
sketches of the Dancing Stump and other
scenes in the grove (o publicize the arboreal
maryvel, COne of his drawings showed a herd
of camels plodding past the huge trees.

This was no imaginative fancy, but a true
recard. For Vischer accompanied nine Mon-
golinn bactrians wiren they shiifiled t the
sequotas e 1B6l, bound across the Sierra for
Nevada silver mines.

When Big Tree measuremenis first wers
quoted abroad in scores of feet, listeners were
vehement in protest: “You must mesn
inches! ™ was the reaction.

First white men to see Sierta sequaias (in
what i= now Yosemite National Pork) were
members of the exploring party led by Joseph
Reddeford Walker, journeyving overland to
California in 1833,

But the Big Trees of the North Calaveras
Grrove, “effectually discovered™ in 1852 (there
were some earliér clnims), were the first giznt
seruoias to hecome known to the public,

Soon much visited, the North Calaveras
Grove, with only 158 trees, wons thooght for
severnl vears to be the most exténsive group
of Big Trees, But when the groves of Yo-
semite and the southern Sierra were opened
up, the trees of Calaverns lost their exclusive
claim to interest.

By 1870 most of California’s Big Tree
groves had Dbeen located. Ome small group
of piant sequoiss, however, wins reported as
recently as 19335,

Oddly encugh, the South Calaveras Grove,
least-known major stond of Big Trees, lies
but a scant five airline miles from the historic
North Lrove.

The 1400 scres of the South Calaveras
Grove extend for three-and-u-hulf miles along
both sides of sparkling Big Trees Creek. Here
is o wilderness reach sheltering 947 miant
cequoins (503 of them more than six feel
diameter ut a man’s height)., The tract also
contains some of the Oinesl remaining giant
sugar pine and other Sierra conilers,

The North Calaveras Grove became Cala-
veras Big Trees State Park in 1931 as a result
of the successful campaign of the Save-the-
Redwoods League and the Calaveras Grove
Assocmtion,

It lies close to a paved highway, Only
fire and logging roads as yet reach the isolated
south Grove,

South Grove Sought to Enlardge Park

The U. S, Forest Service, the State of Cali-
frmia, nnti the private owners of the South
Calaveras Grove have been negotiating  for
severn] yvears, with the goal in view of setting

linked with the North Grove. The present
owner is the Mickering Lumber Corporation,
Before leaving the Calaveris grove area, 1
stopped at Murphys Hotel (formerly Sperry's
Hotel) in the little foothill town of Muorphvs.

The life span of some sequoins has paral-
leled the recorded history of munkind for the
lnst 3,000 venrs, 3Some, still vigorous, were
sepfllings five centuries before the Periclean
perind of ancient Greeoe,

From pinhead seéd to monumental adule
balk, the Big Tree’s story is an epic of tenacity
and adapiability.

It is late winter (February or March) when
millions of tiny blossoms E,ilr.i ripanted’s Ereen
top,  Although it can produce cones before
its fifth decade, the grént tree is severnl cen-
turies old before it renches full productive
maturity.

Clouds of male pollen fall on the female
blossoms, from which the cones develop, Twe-
antdea-half vears later the cunes are ripe,
hawving attnined about the size, shape, snd
color of o lime {page 686).

The llﬁed cones shed brown, fat, wing-
mirgined seeds somewhat resembling dried
rofled oats: Weighing 6,700 to the ounce,
the minuscule seed carries bittle stored food
with it to theé pground; any single seexl has
tess than one chance in a: billion of germi-
nating, sprouting, and growing up,

Tiny fakes of marcon gum are released
with the seod; they make good reddish-brown
writing Nuid, With sequoin ink John Muir
wrote fetters that still are legible today.

Big Tree seeds are choosy about where
they grow.

Hranches wither and perish; eventually
they plunge to earth. Forest rangers call such
woidy swords of Damocles “widow makers.”

About 300 feet I8 preenied’s maximum
height.

The Hig Tree's flat pedestal of clasely
matled roots & disproportionately small to
suppirt so huge a trunk; vet the trees-grow so
erect and nicely halanced that they seldion
topple unless undermined bv fire or Nood.

Sawed Through, Sequoia Still Stands

Loggers cut completely. through the Sawed

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Big Trees are rich in tannin, a chemical
whose preswence in such heavy propartion helps
make - the tree highly resistant to fungus and
insect attack. This Iargely expliing the tree s
longevity.

Almost every mature pigenfes shows fre
srars,  Frequently the wounds are grievous,
The Big Tree's ability to survive devastating
fire is astonmiching {pages 683, 687 ).

Deep black caverns in the bases; with al-
most all the central heariwood burmed  out,
are common, Awe-struck  visitors stare up
through “chimney” trees; their hearts com-
pletely remmed out by fames.

Forest fires, roaring  through the woods
at intervals over the centurics, have eaten
away all of some trees’ underpinning save
preat knotted fingers with “breezewny'” gaps
between, Somehow, uncannily, they still sup-
port clear, healthy trunks,

No tree of shorter life span could repair
hurts as deep is those the sequoin unhurricedly
mends and covers over, Uenturies may be
required to heal even lesser scars.  Major
wounds the tree simply walls off with new
growth, Large holes remain for the life of
the tree.

Big Trees inhabiting slopes usually show
fire soars on the uphill sides, The2e charred
flanks are evidence that bumming lesser trees
ant forest litter have piled against them from
above,

The giant sequoia’s spongy, ashestoslike
bhark does not burn readily.

Unless the bark already has been scorched
off, a single fire seldom can resch the wood,
But a sustained fire, fed by adjacent torching
trees and blaxing debriz, may kill the cambium
layer, Afrer the charred bark falls off, sub-
sequent fires easily Jgnite the exposed wood,
inflicting ever deepir damage.

Flames have consumed four-fifths of the
bark and sapwood at the boase of the Grizely
Giant. Living tissues linking trunk and roots
are largely severed, Perhaps to compensate
for this loss, “Old Crizaly” has thrust owt
miissive buttresses,

And still the battered warrior carries on,
the epitome of stubborm will-to-livel

Lightning-struck Tree Burned Four Months

Hulking mammoths, towering over the for-
est, are favorite targets of lightning, Many
Sierra sequoias have heen strck,

Lizhtning can—and does—shatter giganica
tops and stripe the frunks with long scars,
But it rarely, if ever, kills a tree.  Biggest
damage is from fires the high-voltage bolts
set of.

Some yvears ago in Sequoin Park one light-
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ming-struck Big Tree smoldered uncontrobled
through four months, from August (o Decem-
ber. Learning of this, 1 asked, “Why didn’t
the rangers put out the fire?'”

“Are yvou kidding?" came the snswer. “How
would thev get up there to fight it, with the
lowest limb 100 feet above ground and the
fire 100 feet phove that* They don’t equip
us with extension bdders! ™

Observers have watched lightning strike a
single tree six times during one storm, piling.
heaps of cones and shattered branches at jts
base,

The world’s bigzest tree in bulk and prob-
ahly the oldest, the ginnt sequoia ranks third
or fourth in height, Tts cousin, the coast red-
wood, grows taller, and so do some Douglas
firs. A few specimens, too, of Australian eucn-
lvplus, or mountain gum, may outtop it.

Of known trees, only the famed Tule cypress
of Ouxaca, Mexico—an admitted frenk, which
may be a fusion of severnl trees—exceeds the
Big Tree in diameter and circumference.

Biggest Weigh ns Muoch as Small Ships

How much do the biggest sequoias weigh?
Short of cutting down a tree and putting évery
iragment on the scale, there's no way 1o hnd
an accurale answer,

It's not too difficult, however, (o compute
the poundige in a single Ihg trunk; some
weigh 1,200 to 1,500 tons, The most ponder-
ous: Big Trees probably approach 2,000 tons,
displacement of a small steamship.

Looking a1 gigantea’s mass of wood an-
other way, the Genernl Sherman Tree cone
taing as muoch lumber as a dowen acres of
average Californin pine forest. Using every
bit of wood n it (impossible, of course, be-
cattse of lofring and sawing loeses), it would
build about 23 six-room houses,

Hut the fact is that Big Tree lumber, vory
soft and. brittle, is nol 4 good construction
wood.  Seguaig pigantea 13 nol oormadly a
profitable species to cut,  Tts Hmitations start
with felling: its great wetght shattors the hole
upon impact, and it tends to break across the
grain as well as along it. Handling the big
chunks is & major éngineering problem.

As p result, waste in lumbering the Big
Tree avernges 45-30 percent. In large in-
dividuals it may run as high os 50 percent.

Big Tree wood uses reflect its unusuul
durability.

Seeking the Seeret of Cold Light

acience knows more than 1500 species of
fireflies (Loampyridae, from a Greek word
meaning “bright’ '), and each has its own sys-
tem of signals.

Losing their lanterns' in the laboratory,
these thousands of fireflies are martyrs to
science,  (As pdults they would die soon, any-
wav.) But their light lives after them, In
one of Dir. McElroy's darkrooms 1 saw the
ghostly glow of 400 firellies that departed
this life in 1948, Their powdered tails had
been resting in peace in o deep freezer at
17 degrees below géro, Centigrade.

“Weve kept some of this for as long as
three and a hall vears and found it would
still glow,” Dr. McElroy said as he took from
the freezer u test tube of the brownish powder,

In the darkroom he poured the powder intn
a bowl and added o Little water. The mixture
shone with a faint greesish-white light.

“That's pretty good: some energy is left
after more than two vears.” the scientist
obaerved. “But pow watch this™

He poured a clear Auid imto the bowl,

Instantly the weird light greatly increased
in intensity.

The fuid that produced the flare-sip wos o
high-¢nerpy  phosphate  compound  isalated
from muscles of rabhbits. It might be called
enetiey i chemical form. Vilaming in food
help mike this adenosine triphosphate—ATP,
for shurt-—which is present in all Hving things,
It provides the energy that enables mv fingers
o type thewe words, @ tablit to jump, a fire-
fiv to light. Thus the strength of mbbit legs
wis kindling anew the lights of long-dead
lightning bugs.

How the Firefly Lantern Lighis

Scientists studving fireflies’ strange cold
light have found that the finsh s caused by
oxidation of a substance they call luciferin,
from Latin words meaning “to bring light.”
A zecond substance, luciferase, i5 an enzyvme,
or catulyst. Acting like a clergyman perform-
ing a wedding, it enables the luciferin and
oxviren to unite,

Both lucierin and luciferase are contained
in the freflies’ myrind microscopic light cells,
along with the necessary moisture and oxygen,
';'[I:I.}' tubet ventilate the living lantern (page

0z).

Lf you imitate Nature by putting these sub-
stances together, yvou get a llash, but only one,
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After thut, the mixture seems as dead os a
burned-out match.

Yet the firefly lights again and agnin, mused
Dre. McElroy in his lnboratory. Something
must regenerinte the luciferin, he decided.
What could it be but the energy thit moves
us all? He tried his ATF amd it worked.
Every time he poured it on, a fAash resulted,

‘Here, then, was the firefly’s secret. The
chemical energy in its protoplasm revitalized
the luciferin after each fash and made it ready
tor finsh again. Luciferin and luciferase seem
inexhaustible, never consumed.

“There's got 1o be u source of energy, Now
well supply it another way.” said Dr. M-
Elroy, turning to a test tube of cloudy flaid.
“I'his is highly concentrated extract of fire-
fly Innterns.”

He switched on an ultraviolet lamp, and
siitddenly the test tube plowed with fluorescent
firefly light, room-cool 1o the touch (page 701,

In the average electric bulb only about 3
percent of the electricil energy goes into vis-
ihle lght; most of the rest is lost in heat, In
the firefly's light, heat is virtually nonexistent.
The insect’s temperature i3 lower than that of
the nir through which it flies.

Firefly light itsell is oot well suited to
humaon wose, because 1ts bluish, greenish, or
yvellowish cast makes some colors mvisible
its glow. But fireflies and other luniinous
crentures are important in helping man lesrn
the principles of chemical light,

“Is it really possible,” 1 asked, “that miin
will eventually learn to make uselul Light on
the fireffy principle®"

“"Abzolutely.” D, McElrovy answered. "1
feel sure that man will be uhIE to create cold
light chemically and use it

In nnswer io the same cquoestion, Dr. E,
Newton Harvey, of Princeton University,
1-::=rlml.1. authority on animal luminosity, said:

“It is possible at the present time to pr-mlure
chemiluminescent lght as bright as the lyght
ol the firsfly from pure orgnnic compounds,
and the solation and synthesis of lociferin
[rom luminous animals 5 just 8 matter of
time. It is doubtiul if these compounds will
be used for illumingtion of houses, but they
may be used for other purposes.”

The: guestion of practicality of chemical
light was answered by Mr. Sylvester P, Guth,
of the General Eleciric Company's lamp de-
partment, with an emphatic “no.”

“Cold light,” he ohserved, “can be
duced by chemiluminescence—ithe  oxidation
of certain chemical substances. But the cost
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has been estimated at 525 for the same amount
of hight produced for one 5.000th of a cent in
a 100-watt filament lamp and for a 15.000th
of o cent in a typical Auorescent lamp,”

Nt one knows what would be the cost of
light praduced from man-made lucilerin, smce
science as vet has not succeeded ino making
it artifcially,

Dr. Hirvev's Princeton nssocintes, D,
Aurin M, Chase and Dr. Howard Mason, are
working on the problemm of purifving tght-
producing luciferin from n smail marine cros-
tacenn, Cypriding, while Dr. McElroy and his
former Johns Hopkins colleague, Dy, Bernard
L. Strehler of the ODak Ridge National Labo-
ratory, Tetinesses, are concentrating on freily
lugiferin, Next step would be to moke the
compounds synthetically.

T these scivntists. however, creating chem-
ical light s only incidental. Biochemists M-
Elrov and Strehler are delving into a muoch
bigger problem, the secréet of life jtself.

Mysterious 249-hour Rhythm

Fireflies begin to twinkle at twilight. How
do they know when it iz time to light up?

Laboratory experiments by Dr. John T,
Buck, formerly of Johns Hopkins University
and the Carnegie Institution of Washington
and now &t the National Institutes of Health,
Bethesda, Marvland, shed some literal lght
on the subject, Thev show that fiveflies react
to degree of dorkness apd also 1o passage of
2d-hour periods of time, almost as i they
came equipped with a photoelectric cell and
a clock.

In the Inbaratory these hig-eved heetles
showed pl:unh that they favor a dizsklike dim-
ness 48 g serting for romance, They lashed
readily in dim light, not at all in bright light,
and rarely in prolonged iotal dorkness,

If favorable light conditions were provided
continuously . [, Buck's labormtory lightning
bugs (FP. pyralis) had periods of flashing that
recarred at regular 24-hour intervale.

Fire Beetles Worn for Adoroment

Ordinary firefly light, that of P. pwralis,
was found by D, William W, Caobleniz, of the
Ntional Bureau of Standarde, to have a nsuul
strength. of one 300th candlepower,  Less
bright, but often sustamned for minutes at a
time, s that of the big “hre beetle,” Pyro-
phorns, fomily Elateridae, of the American
Tropics. Four or five together make a light
stroing enough so newspaper type canh be tead,

People keep these fire beetles in little sugar-
cane cages and wear them by night as living
jewels,  In religious processions in Ponama,
for example, heetle brooches nnd bairpins
gleam with eerie greenish light in the durk-

Oiten more than an inch long: the beeiles
have twin “headlghis™ that glow with green
light ; on their underside o vellow light shines
mtermittently i flight.
